SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 1285-A would require the Commissioner of the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to establish a program to provide free doula services to people in marginalized neighborhoods in all five boroughs, to train individuals to become doulas, and to offer assistance to certain maternity hospitals to foster a doula-friendly environment. The bill would also require that the program provide training for doulas in birth equity, trauma-informed care, perinatal mood and anxiety disorders, navigating the hospital environment, and support services available to low-income birthing people and their families. In addition, the bill would require the Commissioner of DOHMH to submit a report to the Mayor and Speaker of the Council on or before June 30th every year regarding the services provided by the program and an analysis of the use and outcomes of the program.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: The Council estimates that there would be no impact on the City’s revenues from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that this legislation would require an additional $370,748 in Fiscal 2026 and $340,945 annually thereafter.  The Fiscal 2026 cost is comprised of $326,570 for Other Than Personal Services (OTPS) expenditures and $44,178 for the prorated Personal Services (PS) costs for one hospital liaison.  The OTPS costs in Fiscal 2026 include $215,000 for equipment and training at ten hospitals, $56,000 to train 200 doulas, $37,570 for indirect costs, $10,000 for vendor coordination, and $8,000 to provide trauma-informed and support services training to doulas.  In the outyears, the OTPS costs would slightly decrease to $265,945, comprised of $206,000 for equipment and training at ten hospitals, $24,000 to train 50 doulas, $29,445 for indirect costs, $2,500 for vendor coordination, and $4,000 to provide trauma-informed and support services training. The PS cost in the outyears would be $75,000 annually. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
