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INTRODUCTION
On June 25, 2026, the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure, chaired by Majority Leader Shaun Abreu, will hold a hearing on the following legislation: Introduction (“Int.”) Number (“No.”) 845, sponsored by Council Member Shanel Thomas-Henry, in relation to requiring the department of transportation to install lighting under elevated train lines; Int. No. 866, sponsored by Council Member Harvey D. Epstein, in relation to requiring the department of transportation to post notification signs regarding upcoming disruptive work; Int. No. 894, sponsored by Council Member Gale A. Brewer, in relation to seasonal enclosures for sidewalk cafes; Int. No. 917, sponsored by Council Member Justin E. Sanchez, in relation to sanitation and cleanliness requirements for roadway and sidewalk cafes; and Int. No. 918, sponsored by Council Member Thomas-Henry, in relation to paying sidewalk and roadway cafe revocable consent fees in quarterly installments. Those invited to testify include the New York City (“NYC” or “City”) Department of Transportation (“DOT”), business and trade associations, community boards, transportation and public space advocates, and other interested stakeholders.

BACKGROUND
Outdoor Dining
Pre-2020 Sidewalk Cafe Program
Prior to the COVID-19 emergency, sidewalk cafes were regulated by the Department of Consumer and Worker Protection (“DCWP”) and could only be located in certain zoning districts. Obtaining a license for a sidewalk cafe typically involved a lengthy application process that, if successful, resulted in the granting of a license and revocable consent to a restaurant owner. Revocable consent is the grant of a right by the City, revocable at will, to an individual or organization to construct and use certain structures on, over, or under the City’s inalienable property, including streets and sidewalks.[footnoteRef:1] Once approval was received, the licensee had to pay an annual revocable consent fee for the street space being used. The revocable consent fee varied in amount based on the location, square footage, and type of sidewalk cafe, but the typical fee was thousands of dollars per year. [1:  N.Y.C. Charter § 362.] 

Pandemic-Era Open Restaurants Program
On March 16, 2020, then-Governor Andrew Cuomo restricted New York’s cafes, bars, and restaurants to takeout and delivery service to minimize the spread of COVID-19.[footnoteRef:2] This left restaurants with sidewalk cafe licenses unable to utilize their sidewalk seating. In response, the New York City Council (“Council”) enacted Local Law 54 of 2020, which required the City to waive and refund all revocable consent fees for unenclosed sidewalk cafes due between March 1, 2020, and February 28, 2021.[footnoteRef:3] After nearly three months of restricted restaurant operations, in June 2020, the City established a temporary Open Restaurants program to expand outdoor seating options for food service establishments citywide during COVID-19. This program consisted of two separate programs managed by DOT: “Open Restaurants” and “Open Streets Full Closure.”[footnoteRef:4] Open Restaurants allowed individual food establishments to utilize the sidewalk or curb lane adjacent to their business for outdoor seating.[footnoteRef:5] As part of this program, food service establishments could apply and self-certify that they met program requirements to utilize these spaces, and they were not required to pay revocable consent fees to the City.[footnoteRef:6] The Open Streets Full Closure program allowed community-based organizations or groups of three or more restaurants on a single block to apply for a street to be closed to traffic, so that they could accommodate outdoor dining on the closed street.[footnoteRef:7] These programs bypassed the bureaucratic layers of the sidewalk cafe process and, because they applied to all applicable sidewalks and were unaffected by zoning restrictions, far more restaurants could participate. In addition to expanding access to outdoor dining, the Open Restaurants program changed the City streetscape in ways that many residents welcomed. Local Law 121 of 2023
In August 2023, the Council enacted Local Law 121 of 2023 (“LL 121”), to repeal the pre-pandemic sidewalk cafe program and establish a new permanent outdoor dining program.[footnoteRef:11] The Council implemented the lessons learned from the temporary Open Restaurants program to improve upon the pre-pandemic sidewalk cafe law while maintaining the aspects of the program that ensure outdoor dining is done in a safe and clean manner, with deference to residents and neighborhood needs throughout the City. While the old, pre-pandemic outdoor dining program was managed by DCWP, the permanent outdoor dining program established by LL 121 is managed by DOT.[footnoteRef:12] Under the new program, unlike the pre-pandemic sidewalk cafe program, there are no zoning restrictions on the locations of sidewalk or roadway cafes.[footnoteRef:13] Under LL 121, sidewalk cafes can continue to operate year-round, but roadway dining is restricted to the spring, summer, and fall. In addition, LL 121 requires roadway dining areas to be open-air with readily removable tables, chairs, and other removable decorative items.[footnoteRef:14] LL 121 preserved the hours of outdoor dining from the pre-pandemic sidewalk cafe program of 10:00 a.m. through 12:00 a.m.[footnoteRef:15] [12:  Id.]  [13:  Id.]  [14:  Id.]  [15:  Id.] 

Issues and Concerns with the Dining Out NYC Program
On April 23, 2025, and November 24, 2025, the Committee on Consumer and Worker Protection, and the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure, held joint oversight hearings on the Dining Out NYC Program.[footnoteRef:16] Additionally, on March 3, 2026, the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure held a hearing that included several bills related to the program.[footnoteRef:17] At these hearings, restaurants, residents, business improvement districts, and other interested parties testified regarding LL 121 and its implementation. Several of the bills being heard by the Committee today address issues raised during these oversight hearings. Annual Revocable Consent Fees
Prior to the pandemic, the revocable consent fees for sidewalk cafes were $1,920 for the first 70 square feet plus $30 per square foot for every additional square foot of sidewalk space south of 96th street in Manhattan or $1,440 for the first 70 square feet plus $22.50 per square foot for every additional square foot of sidewalk space anywhere else in the City.[footnoteRef:18] The pandemic-era Open Restaurants program did not require restaurants to pay license fees or revocable consent fees for the private use of City land. To make the outdoor dining program more accessible to restaurants throughout the five boroughs, LL 121 increased the license term from two years to four years, reduced the license fees and revocable consent fees compared to the pre-pandemic sidewalk cafe program, and permitted hearing notice to be published in online editions of newspapers.[footnoteRef:19] Under LL 121, restaurants must pay a fee of $1,050 for each 4-year sidewalk cafe license period and a fee of $1,050 for each 4-year roadway cafe license period.[footnoteRef:20] In addition, program participants are required to pay an annual revocable consent fee for each square foot of City land used for outdoor dining, based on the median commercial rent in that area and whether the cafe is located on the sidewalk or roadway.[footnoteRef:21] Currently, under LL 121, the revocable consent fees for sidewalk cafes range from $6 per square foot in 80 percent of the City to $31 per square foot in certain areas of the Upper East and West sides of Manhattan, Midtown, the West Village and the Meatpacking District.[footnoteRef:22]  [19:  See Local Law 121 of 2023, available at: https://www.nyc.gov/assets/buildings/local_laws/ll121of2023.pdf.]  [20:  Id.]  [21:  Id.]  [22:  NYC DOT, “Fees,” Dining Out NYC, available at: https://www.diningoutnyc.info/apply/fees. ] 

The New York City Hospitality Alliance, a not-for-profit association that represents restaurant and nightlife establishments in the City, has called on the City at prior outdoor dining hearings to eliminate the revocable consent requirement for outdoor dining.[footnoteRef:23] According to the group’s testimony, revocable consent fees for the program are financially burdensome for businesses. Seasonality of Outdoor Dining 
As described above, LL 121 permits roadway cafes to operate from April 1 through November 29, allows sidewalk cafes to operate year-round, and establishes strict setup requirements around barriers, furnishings, flooring, vertical screenings, overhead coverings, and accessibility.[footnoteRef:25] The New York City Hospitality Alliance and restaurant owners have advocated for the City to allow sidewalk cafes to install enclosures during cooler months to help restaurants continue sales and to provide more temperate seating to customers that dine outside year-round.[footnoteRef:26]    [25:  See 34 R.C.N.Y. § 5-11.  ]  [26:  Testimony from the NYC Council Committees on Consumer and Worker Protection and Transportation and Infrastructure Hearing, November 24, 2025, available at: https://legistar.council.nyc.gov/MeetingDetail.aspx?ID=1354648&GUID=15D12CB4-C69F-4E8D-903C-C90F473508C5. ] 

Sanitation and Cleanliness of Roadway and Sidewalk Cafes
Although outdoor dining remains popular in the City, some residents have complained that the expansion of sidewalk cafes and introduction of roadway dining under the emergency program worsened their quality of life. Numerous residents complained about excessive noise coming from patrons dining outside at restaurants, increased trash, standing water breeding mosquitoes, and rats and vermin living in the sheds and platforms.[footnoteRef:27] [27:  NYC Council Consumer and Worker Protection Committee Hearing, February 8, 2022, available at: https://legistar.council.nyc.gov/MeetingDetail.aspx?ID=927782&GUID=B641F846-4AAC-40CC-9CFA-EAAE40377FD5. ] 

Street Lighting
Ensuring that streets have well-lit roadways and sidewalks is vital to pedestrian and vehicle safety and also helps facilitate the evening use of parks, plazas, and other areas for outdoor activities.[footnoteRef:28] Presently, DOT maintains nearly 400,000 streetlights throughout NYC and is a national leader in the implementation of sustainable street lighting.[footnoteRef:29] DOT has retrofitted nearly all of NYC’s streetlights with energy-efficient LEDs.[footnoteRef:30] [28:  NYC DOT, Green Light: Sustainable Street Lighting for NYC, 1-3, 2009, available at: https://www.nyc.gov/html/dot/html/about/dotlibrary.shtml#greenlight. ]  [29:  NYC DOT, Infrastructure, Streetlights, available at: https://www.nyc.gov/html/dot/html/infrastructure/streetlights.shtml.   ]  [30:  Id. ]

At an Executive Budget hearing held by the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure and the Committee on Finance on May 29, 2026, DOT testified that it would be starting a $331.5 million program to replace every first-generation LED streetlight fixture across the City.[footnoteRef:37] The program will also upgrade the City’s streetlights with real-time monitoring technology to more quickly identify outages, diagnose issues, and dispatch repair crews.[footnoteRef:38] [37:  NYC Department of Transportation Testimony Before the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure, May 29, 2026, available at: https://legistar.council.nyc.gov/LegislationDetail.aspx?ID=8024436&GUID=5F1E1051-BECA-414F-B386-561C531AD79B. ]  [38:  Id.] 

DOT and Project Outreach and Communication
DOT is responsible for a significant amount of the City’s public infrastructure, which includes planning, design, construction, maintenance, and management of roads, sidewalks, bridges, traffic signals and signs, crosswalks, bus stops, bike lanes, streetlights, and plazas.[footnoteRef:39] DOT has an annual operating budget of $1.6 billion and a ten-year $33 billion capital program, with approximately 6,000 employees.[footnoteRef:40] Overall, DOT manages 6,300 miles of streets and highways, over 12,000 miles of sidewalk, approximately 800 bridges and tunnels, over one million street signs, 13,500 signalized intersections, nearly 400,000 streetlights, over 350 million linear feet of markings, 15,000 parking meters, and 37 parking facilities.[footnoteRef:41] [39:  NYC DOT, About NYC DOT, last accessed June 18, 2026, available at: https://www.nyc.gov/html/dot/html/about/about.shtml. ]  [40:  Id.]  [41:  Id.] 

Due to the nature of large construction and public infrastructure work, DOT’s projects can be disruptive to local communities and traffic flows. To mitigate these negative effects, DOT conducts outreach to communities when planning projects or enacting changes to the local transportation network.[footnoteRef:42] DOT Borough Commissioners act as the primary liaison to communities and routinely meet with community boards, elected officials, business leaders, and other stakeholders to discuss planned projects.[footnoteRef:43] In addition, DOT’s Public Engagement Group works with community members at project sites and community workshops to solicit public feedback to incorporate into project scoping and design work.[footnoteRef:44] Despite these efforts, major infrastructure projects can still cause disruptions, such as street closures, particularly to members of the public who may have not engaged directly with DOT’s outreach efforts. LEGISLATIVE ANALYSIS
Below are brief summaries of the legislation being heard today by this Committee. These summaries are intended for informational purposes only and do not substitute for legal counsel. For more detailed information, review the full text of the bills, which are included below.

Int. No. 845, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of transportation to install lighting under elevated train lines
Int. No. 845 would require DOT to assess whether streets and sidewalks under elevated train lines operated by the New York City Transit Authority or the Metropolitan Transportation Authority have sufficient lighting. DOT would be required to publish a report detailing the results of such assessment. For any street or sidewalk under an elevated train line without sufficient lighting, DOT would be required to install sufficient lighting within 3 years of publishing the report. Subject to appropriations, newly installed sufficient lighting would be required to be distinctive lighting. Beginning April 1, 2030, DOT would be required to publish an annual report on lighting installations completed by DOT pursuant to this local law. This local law would take effect 180 days after becoming law.

Int. No. 866, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of transportation to post notification signs regarding upcoming disruptive work
Int. No. 866 would require DOT to post signs at least 48 hours in advance of work that is expected to involve street or sidewalk closures, traffic rerouting, or other specified disruptions for at least 7 days. Such signs would be posted within a 500-foot radius of the work and be required to include the name and contact information of the entity performing the work, the anticipated start and end dates of the work, and the location, nature, and extent of the work. This local law would take effect 120 days after becoming law.

Int. No. 894, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to seasonal enclosures for sidewalk cafes
Int. No. 894 would allow licensed sidewalk cafe operators to install removable vertical screenings and overhead coverings between October 1 and March 31 of each year. Currently, sidewalk cafes must be open-air and may contain only readily removable tables, chairs, and other removable decorative items. This local law would take effect 120 days after becoming law.

Int. No. 917, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to sanitation and cleanliness requirements for roadway and sidewalk cafes
Int. No. 917 would require roadway and sidewalk cafe operators to ensure that their outdoor setups are clear of trash, debris, graffiti, vermin, food scraps, and unsanitary conditions within an 18-inch radius. The maximum civil penalty would be $300 for a first violation and $600 for a second or subsequent violation at the same place of business. This local law would take effect 120 days after becoming law.

Int. No. 918, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to paying sidewalk and roadway cafe revocable consent fees in quarterly installments
Int. No. 918 would allow sidewalk and roadway cafe operators to pay their annual revocable consent fee in quarterly installments. This local law would take effect 120 days after becoming law.

CONCLUSION
With the passage of LL 121, the Council sought to improve upon the pre-pandemic sidewalk cafe program and temporary Open Restaurants program established during the COVID-19 emergency by making outdoor dining accessible to more restaurants throughout the City while maintaining New Yorkers’ quality of life. The Committee heard extensive feedback on both the law and its implementation at prior hearings and looks forward to hearing from DOT, restaurants, and residents regarding the Dining Out NYC program and the proposed legislation to address some of the issues raised during previous hearings. The Committee also looks forward to receiving testimony on legislation regarding the lighting conditions under elevated train lines, as well as the public notification requirements for planned disruptive work.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of transportation to install lighting under elevated train lines
 
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. Subchapter 3 of chapter 1 of title 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 19-188.4 to read as follows:
§ 19-188.4 Distinctive lighting under elevated train lines. a. Definitions. For purposes of this section, the following terms have the following meanings:
Distinctive lighting. The term “distinctive lighting” means a lighting fixture that is not of a type and design pre-approved by the art commission for usage on sidewalks or streets. 
Sufficient lighting. The term “sufficient lighting” means that the average level of illumination, as measured at the level of the walking or driving surface along the entire length of a sidewalk or street on a block, is at least 1 footcandle (11 lux).
b. Safety assessment. No later than 1 year after the effective date of the local law that added this section, the commissioner shall assess all streets and sidewalks under elevated train lines operated by the New York city transit authority, the metropolitan transportation authority, or any subsidiary of either such authority to determine whether they lack sufficient lighting and shall post on the department’s website, and submit to the speaker of the council and the mayor, a report regarding the results of such assessment. The commissioner shall include in such report a description of the methodology used to conduct such assessment.
c. Installation. If the commissioner determines that a street or sidewalk under such an elevated train line lacks sufficient lighting, the department shall install lighting fixtures capable of providing sufficient lighting on such street or sidewalk no later than 3 years after submission of the report required by subdivision b of this section. Subject to appropriations and the receipt of any approvals required by law, all lighting fixtures installed pursuant to this subdivision shall be distinctive lighting. Nothing in this section shall be construed to:
1. Require the department to take any action that would interfere with the activities of the New York city transit authority, the metropolitan transportation authority, or any subsidiary of either such authority, or with such authorities’ or subsidiaries’ control or use of their property; or
2. Require lighting to be installed on the property of the New York city transit authority, the metropolitan transportation authority, or any subsidiary of either such authority.
d. Reporting. No later than April 1, 2030, and no later than April 1 of each year thereafter for 10 years, the commissioner shall post on the department’s website, and submit to the speaker of the council and the mayor, a report regarding lighting installations completed by the department pursuant to this section, disaggregated by calendar year.
§ 2. This local law takes effect 180 days after it becomes law.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of transportation to post notification signs regarding upcoming disruptive work
 
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. Subchapter 1 of chapter 1 of title 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 19-101.7 to read as follows:
§ 19-101.7 Posting of signs in advance of disruptive work. a. Definitions. For purposes of this section, the term “disruptive work” means work that is performed by the department or pursuant to a permit issued by the department that is expected to involve the occurrence of any of the following for at least 7 days:
1. Street or sidewalk closures;
2. Parking space closures;
3. Rerouting of traffic;
4. Relocation of bus stops or public bicycle sharing stations; or
5. Work between 8:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m. that includes noise, vibrations, or bright lighting.
b. Signs required. At least 48 hours in advance of the anticipated commencement of disruptive work, the department shall post signs within a 500-foot radius of the location of such disruptive work with notification that such disruptive work will occur. Such signs shall include:
1. The name and contact information of the entity performing the disruptive work;
2. The anticipated start and end dates of the disruptive work; and
3. The location, nature, and extent of the work to be performed.
§ 2. This local law takes effect 120 days after it becomes law.

Such annual compensation shall be equivalent to the product of the fee rate and the square footage of a roadway cafe. There shall be 4 sectors, as described on the website of the department, provided that sectors 3 and 4 shall only include the area south of and including 125th Street in the borough of Manhattan and the fee rate for sector 1 shall apply to a minimum of 80 percent of the city. Compensation shall be equivalent to the product of the fee rate and the square footage of a sidewalk cafe. There shall be 4 sectors, as described on the website of the department, provided that sectors 3 and 4 shall only include the area south of and including 125th Street in the borough of Manhattan, and the fee rate for sector 1 shall apply to a minimum of 80 percent of the city.
