BACKGROUND:  


Local Law 9 for the year 2004 (LL9) extended the routing system whereby 

violations issued to residential buildings for dirty sidewalks and the keeping of eighteen inches from the curb clean may only be issued during two one hour periods each day. Local Law 31 of the year 1990 had established a successful routing system for businesses. Prior to the implementation of LL9, residences could receive violations at any time of the day or night. LL9 provided that the Commissioner of Sanitation could select the two one-hour periods when violations could be issued. The Commissioner selected the hours of 8A.M. to 9A.M. and 12 P.M. to 1P.M. as the designated hours. Council Members have received many complaints that the 12 P.M to1 P.M. hour is unfair to homeowners who, for the most part, are not home at that hour and therefore cannot clean their sidewalk if trash is dropped or blown in front of their homes.

THE PROVISIONS PROPOSED INT. NO. 548-A



Section one of this bill would amend subdivision (a) of Section 16-118.1 of the Administrative Code to set by statue rather than by the Commissioner’s directive the two one-hour periods for issuing notices of violation, appearance tickets and summonses to residential premises to be 8 A.M. to 9 A.M. and 6 P.M. to 7 P.M. This section is also amended to add dirty area violations to sidewalk and eighteen inches from the curb violations as violations that can only be issued to residential premises during the two routing hours. This bill, as it applies to commercial premises, does not change the current law. Section one also amends subdivision c to include definitions of a commercial premise and a residential premise. 



Section two states that this law would take effect ninety days after its enactment.

INTENT AND ANALYSIS



By setting the second hour for issuing of violations at 6 P.M. to 7 P.M., it will allow the great majority of homeowners to arrive home from work and clean their area before a violation may be issued. The inclusion of dirty area violations under the routing hours also allows building owners time to clear trash from the areas around their premises that has either been dropped there by litterers or blown on to the property while they were at work or away from their premises.
