SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 1232-A would require the Human Resources Administration (HRA) to make available, as a part of the application for emergency assistance grants for rental assistance, processes by which applicants may authorize HRA to send a text or email notification to the applicant and/or to the building owner or a managing agent designated by the building owner upon the approval of such application. The notification to applicants would inform them that a determination on their application has been reached and how to access the determination using ACCESS HRA. The notification to building owners or managing agents would not contain identifiable information about the applicant but would inform them how to access certain details about the determination via a secure web portal.
EFFECTIVE DATE: 180 days after becoming law

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Mayor’s Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation, as HRA would utilize existing resources to fulfill the legislation’s requirements. There are existing efforts that are aligned with the requirements of this legislation that are already budgeted for, including, but not limited to, the text message notifications that HRA sends for benefits such as Medicaid and Fair Fares, and capital funding budgeted for ACCESS HRA and other HRA benefit assistance systems. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures does not align with the Council’s estimate, as it anticipates that additional operational expenditures would be required for operational costs.
