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Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to prohibiting standing or parking a vehicle within 20 feet of a crosswalk at an intersection

This bill would prohibit standing or parking a vehicle within 20 feet of a crosswalk at an intersection, and require citywide community education and outreach efforts with regard to the change. This bill would also amend section 19-175.8 of the administrative code to set a requirement for the Department of Transportation to implement daylighting barriers at a minimum of 1000 intersections per year.

Effective Date:
180 days after it becomes law, except that subdivision d of section 19-175.9 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by section 1 of this local law, takes effect 190 days after it becomes law, and section 2 takes effect immediately.
