	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to exemptions from air conditioning prohibitions

	Sponsors: By Council Members Constantinides, Gentile, Rosenthal, Johnson, Lancman and Espinal



Summary of Legislation: In 2008, the City passed a law prohibiting commercial buildings from running their air conditioners while propping open their doors, but included an exemption for restaurant doors. In 2015, the City amended that law to expand the prohibition to open windows, but failed to include an exemption for restaurant windows. 

Proposed Int. No. 1503-B expands the exemption for windows and doors that connect indoor seating areas where food or beverages are served to the outside.
Effective Date: This local law takes effect immediately.

The legislation was subsequently amended after introduction. The Committee considered the amended version of the legislation, Proposed Int. No. 1503-A, at a hearing on April 24, 2017 and the legislation was laid over. The legislation was subsequently amended for a second time and the amended legislation, Proposed Intro. No. 1503-B, will be considered by the Committee on June 20, 2017. Upon a successful vote by the Committee, Proposed Intro. No. 1503-B-A will be submitted to the full Council for a vote on June 21, 2017
