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TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the establishment of an emergency repair program for elevators.
ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends subdivision a of section 27-2125 and adds a new section 28-215.9. 
Introduction


On February 27, 2015, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Jumaane D. Williams, will hold a hearing to consider Int. No. 462. The Committee expects to receive testimony from representatives of the Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD), the Department of Buildings (DOB), legal service providers, members of the real estate industry, and other interested members of the public.
Int. No. 462
The DOB’s Elevator Division is responsible for overseeing the use and operation of New York City’s elevators.
 Under the law, this oversight includes an annual inspection
 of each of the City’s approximately 60,000
 elevators. HPD does not currently have a role with respect to elevator maintenance, however, HPD does have the power to correct Housing Maintenance Code violations determined to be dangerous to human life and safety or detrimental to health.

This legislation would require DOB to refer to HPD immediately hazardous elevator-related violations that have not been corrected within the stated time for compliance.
 It would also allow HPD to correct such violations or to order the owner of the building or other responsible party to correct the violations. 
Section one of Int. No. 462 would add a new section 28-215.9 to the Administrative Code of the City of New York (the Code). New section 28-215.9 would require the Commissioner of Buildings to refer immediately hazardous elevator-related violations that are located in multiple dwellings and have not been corrected within the stated time for compliance to the Commissioner of HPD. This section would create an exception to such requirement where such elevator services only an owner-occupied dwelling unit and such dwelling unit is not occupied by boarders, roomers, or lodgers. It also creates an exception where such elevator is located within convents or rectories that are not open to non-occupants on a regular basis. 

Section two of Int. No. 462 would amend subdivision a of section 27-2125 of the Code. Subdivision a allows HPD to correct or order corrections of immediately hazardous elevator violations referred to HPD by DOB where HPD determines that such violations are dangerous to human life and safety or detrimental to health. 

Section three of this legislation contains the enactment clause and provides that this local law take effect one hundred and twenty days after its enactment.

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Article 215 of chapter two of title twenty-eight of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 28-215.9 to read as follows:


§28-215.9 Emergency repair of elevators. If the commissioner determines that an owner or other responsible party has not acted to correct any immediately hazardous elevator-related violation in a multiple dwelling within the stated time for compliance provided by the department, then the commissioner shall refer information about such elevator violation to the commissioner of housing preservation and development so that the department of housing preservation and development may perform or arrange for the performance of the work necessary to correct the violation in accordance with article five of subchapter five of the housing maintenance code. 

Exceptions: 1. elevators located in owner-occupied dwellings that service only the owner-occupied dwelling unit and such dwelling unit is not occupied by boarders, roomers, or lodgers; 


2. elevators located within convents and rectories that are not open to non-occupants on a regular basis. 

§2. Subdivision a of section 27-2125 of the administrative code of the City of New York is amended to read as follows:


§ 27-2125. Power to cause or order corrections of violations. a. Whenever the department determines that because of any violation of this chapter or other applicable law, including an immediately hazardous elevator-related violation referred to the department by the department of buildings in accordance with section 28-215.9 of this code, any dwelling or part of its premises is dangerous to human life and safety or detrimental to health, it may 


(1) correct such conditions, or 

(2) order the owner of the dwelling or other responsible party to correct such conditions.


§3. This local law shall take effect one hundred twenty days after its enactment.
