Mayor’s Message

Summary of Legislation: This legislation extends till December 1, 2009, the City’s current demonstration program of traffic control signal photo-monitoring devices.  The current law, which expires in December 2004 allow the City to have up to 50 of these ‘red light cameras’ installed at intersections at any one time. It also requires a report on the use of these devices to be submitted by the City to the Governor, President Pro Tem of the State Senate, and the Assembly Speaker by March 1, 2004.

Effective Date: This legislation would take effect immediately upon its enactment.
