A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York in relation to restricting the use of mobile telephones in a place of public performance.

Summary of Legislation:  The proposed legislation would restrict the use of mobile telephones in places of public performance.  The law would not apply to those individuals who use a mobile telephone during a health and/or safety emergency. The person having control of any place of public performance is responsible for providing notice of the law to all patrons. The person having control of any motion picture theatre shall, prior to the showing of each feature motion picture, show upon the screen information indicating the prohibition of mobile telephones. The penalty for a first and or subsequent violations of the proposed law would be $50.

Effective Date:
This local law shall take effect 60 days after it is enacted.
