BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require the creation of a centralized city Freedom Of Information Law website to receive, track, update and post responses to agency FOIL requests. It would also require the Office of Operations to develop FOIL statistics for reporting performance.
CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED:

· Amends City Charter § 15
· Adds City Charter § 1076
EFFECTIVE DATE:

One year after becoming law, except that within days of becoming law an implementation plan and manual shall be submitted to the Council.
