	City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by 2185 Coyle Associates, LLC, pursuant to Sections 197-c and 201 of the New York City Charter for an amendment of the Zoning Map, Section No. 29a:

1.	eliminating from within an existing R4 District a C1-2 District bounded by a line 100 feet southerly of Avenue U, Bragg Street, Avenue V, and Coyle Street; 

2.	changing from an R4 District to an R6A District property bounded by a line 100 feet southerly of Avenue U, Bragg Street, a line 100 feet northerly of Avenue V, and a line midway between Bragg Street and Coyle Street; 

3.	changing from an R4 District to an R7A District property bounded by a line 100 feet southerly of Avenue U, a line midway between Bragg Street and Coyle Street, a line 100 feet northerly of Avenue V, and Coyle Street;

4.	changing from an R4 District to an R7X District property bounded by a line 100 feet northerly of Avenue V, Bragg Street, Avenue V, and Coyle Street;

5.	establishing within the proposed R6A District a C2-4 District bounded by a line 100 feet southerly of Avenue U, Bragg Street, a line 100 feet northerly of Avenue V, and a line midway between Bragg Street and Coyle Street;

6.	establishing within the proposed R7A District a C2-4 District bounded by a line 100 feet southerly of Avenue U, a line midway between Bragg Street and Coyle Street, a line 100 feet northerly of Avenue V, and Coyle Street; and

7.	establishing within the proposed R7X District a C2-4 District bounded by a line 100 feet northerly of Avenue V, Bragg Street, Avenue V, and Coyle Street;

	City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by 2185 Coyle Associates, LLC, pursuant to Section 201 of the New York City Charter, for an amendment of the Zoning Resolution of the City of New York, modifying APPENDIX F for the purpose of establishing a Mandatory Inclusionary Housing Area.



INTENT

	To approve the amendment to rezone the project area from an R4/C1-2 zoning district to R6A/C2-4, R7A/C2-4, and R7X/C2-4 zoning districts; and amend the zoning text to designate the project area as a Mandatory Inclusionary Housing (MIH) area with Options 1 and 2 to facilitate the development of a new nine-story, approximately 422,500 square-foot mixed-use building containing approximately 378,900 square feet of residential space, or 435 dwelling units, approximately 109 to 130 of which would be permanently income-restricted, as well as approximately 43,600 square feet of ground floor commercial space. The development would be located at 2185 Coyle Street in the Sheepshead Bay neighborhood of Brooklyn, Community District 15.
