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Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the prohibition against discrimination in housing accommodations based on lawful source of income

Bill Summary:

Prohibitions against discrimination in housing accommodations based on lawful source of income do not apply to housing accommodations comprised of five or fewer units but for certain exceptions. This bill would expand the application of such prohibitions to any housing accommodation comprised of three or more units. Housing accommodations comprised of a total of three units and in which the owner or the owner’s family lives would not be subject to such prohibition.
