	City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by 515 Seventh Avenue Realty, LP, pursuant to Section 201 of the New York City Charter, for an amendment of the Zoning Resolution of the City of New York, amending Article XII, Chapter 1 (Special Garment Center District).



INTENT

	To grant an approval of the special permit pursuant to ZR Section 74-85 (Covered Pedestrian Space) to enable a floor area bonus for a covered pedestrian space; a special permit pursuant to proposed ZR Section 121-71 (Special Permit to Modify Bulk Regulations in Subdistrict A-3) to increase maximum tower lot coverage; a special permit pursuant to ZR Section 74-153 (In M1 Districts) to enable transient hotel use; and a zoning text amendment to ZR Section 121-00 to establish a new Subdistrict A-3 within the Special Garment Center District, which modifies bulk regulations therein and establishes two CPC special permits pursuant to ZR Section 121-31 and ZR Section 121-71 to facilitate the development of either a 38-story building containing commercial office use or a 36-story tower containing both commercial office and transient hotel uses. Both scenarios would have a floor area ratio (FAR) of 18.0 and include a Covered Pedestrian Space (CPS) located at 515 Seventh Avenue (Block 813, Lot 64) in the Garment District neighborhood of Manhattan, Community District 5.
