City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by G & M Realty, L.P., pursuant to Sections 197-c and 201 of the New York City Charter for the grant of a special permit pursuant to Section 117-56 of the Zoning Resolution to allow the increase of the floor area ratio to 8 and permit modification of the regulations of Section 117-531 (Street Wall Location), (a) and (b), to allow the waiver of the required location of street walls to facilitate the construction of a commercial development on property located on the southerly side of Jackson Avenue between Crane and Davis Streets (Block 86/Lots 1, 7 and 22 and Block 72/Lot 80), in an M1-5/R7-3  District, within the Special Long Island City Mixed Use District.

To allow an increase in the maximum floor area ratio from 5 to 8 in order to facilitate the construction of a new commercial building.
