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The New York State Clean Water/Clean Air Bond Act – A look at whether the City of New York is receiving its fair share of Bond Act funds and its impact on the City’s environment.

A Resolution calling upon Governor Pataki to set objective standards for the award of grants of Clean Water/Clean Air Bond Act funds and to give New York City its fair share of the funds distributed.


On October 9, 2003, the Committee on Environmental Protection will hold an oversight hearing on the New York State Clean Water/Clean Air Bond Act and Resolution Number 433, calling upon Governor Pataki to set objective standards for the award of grants of Clean Water/Clean Air Bond Act funds and to give New York City its fair share of the funds distributed.  The Committee will hear testimony on whether the City of New York is receiving its fair share of Bond Act funds and its impact on the City’s environment.

I. Introduction



The protection and improvement of the environment is a vital element in protecting and improving the health of all New Yorkers.  Simply put, if New Yorkers are to attain and maintain a healthy lifestyle, it is crucial that our State government, municipalities, environmental and community organizations, and business and civic groups adopt and support measures aimed at protecting public health by insuring cleaner water, cleaner air and more open space.   To this end, in November 1996, the voters of New York State approved the 1996 New York State Clean Water/Clean Air Bond Act (“Bond Act”).  The Bond Act, which is financed through State borrowing, “provides the investments needed to improve our environment, protect public health and conserve our unique natural resources”
 The 1996 referendum on the Bond Act passed “largely because of the strong support it received from New York City voters”.
  Funding from the Bond Act is provided by the State “to municipalities, and to private non-profit organizations with a municipal sponsor, via a competitive selection process”.
  In addition, many projects eligible under the Bond Act “are also eligible for funding under its pre-cursor, the Environmental Protection Fund”.
  The New York State Legislature created the Environmental Protection Fund (EPF) in 1984

“as a permanent, dedicated funding stream for environmental quality improvements across New York.  The primary source of funding for the EFP is the State’s real estate transfer tax, no borrowing is involved.  New York City real estate transactions account for 44% of the transfer tax revenue.

EPF funds have traditionally been organized into three accounts that finance open space preservation, landfill closures, solid waste reduction and community recycling programs”.

II. The Bond Act Funding Process

By approving the Bond Act, the voters of New York State authorized a total of $1.75 billion in Bond Act funds for “five major environmental categories: Clean Water ($790 million), Safe Drinking Water ($355 million), Clean Air ($230 million), Environmental Restoration or “Brownfields” ($200 million) and Solid Waste ($175 million)”.
  According to New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) Clean Water/Clean Air Bond Act Annual Report 1999-2000, “[u]nder each of these categories, the State administers a variety of programs which provide grants and other resources to State agencies, municipalities and community organizations for a wide range of environmental projects”.
  Depending on the program category

“municipalities, private non-profit organizations with a municipal sponsor, and state agencies may apply to receive Bond Act and EPF grants.  Both grant programs require matching funds.  However, State and Federal funds are not eligible to match Bond Act grants, which require matching funds from either local government or private sources.  State monies may be used to match EPF grants, and Bond Act funds (matched with municipal and private money) are frequently used for this purpose.  Most Bond Act and EPF programs provide reimbursement rather than advancing funds for project expenditures.  Consequently, applicants must have approved matching funds in-hand to qualify for the majority of Bond Act and EPF programs”.

“Pursuant to the Bond Act legislation, projects may be undertaken by or through: a state or local public authority or public benefit corporation; a not-for-profit corporation; a county, city, town or village; a school district, supervisory district, or improvement district within a county, city, town or village”.
  According to the New York City Environmental Justice Alliance, “[i]n most of the State, local and county officials may apply for Bond Act and EPF grants.  However, in New York City, the State agencies administering the grant programs only accept project applications submitted by mayoral agencies.  Borough presidents, who are the equivalent of county executives elsewhere, have not been able to apply for these state grants on behalf of their constituents”.


Several state agencies administer the Bond Act grant programs e.g. New York State Department of Environmental Conservation, New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation, New York State Department of State, and the Hudson River Valley Greenway.
 
  As previously mentioned, “[g]rants are awarded through a competitive process in which the administering agencies make recommendations to the Governor who, with the concurrence of the Senate Majority Leader and Speaker of the Assembly, selects the projects to be funded out of each year’s commitments”.
  According to the 2000-01 Annual Report of the Clean Water/Clean Air Bond Act, prepared by the DEC, Bond Act funds are committed, in most cases, to a project after completion of the competitive application,

“technical review and public notification process.  Following the completion of all required project selection processes, projects are awarded.  Contracts for individual projects are then developed and approved between the State agency responsible for administering the program and the project recipient.  Most of these contracts must be approved by the Department of Law and the Office of the State Comptroller”.

“During SFY [State Fiscal Year] 2000-01, the state continued to implement the requirements of Chapter 1 of the Laws of 1997.  That law, which was proposed by Governor Pataki, enhanced the process for selecting Bond Act projects by ensuring the scientific merit of projects and by providing a role for the public to review and comment on proposed projects”.

III. Bond Act Commitments and Disbursement to New York City
As of the most recent published financial report, the 2000-01 annual report, for the Clean Water/Clean Air Bond Act, approximately $1.32 billion of the total authorized $1.75 billion had been committed.  Of the $1.32 billion, only 19% ($217.6 million) was allocated for projects to protect and restore New York City’s environment.  This $217.6 million allocation breaks down as follows:
· Approximately $33.9 million (6% of the statewide $569.6 million allocation for clean water) was awarded to New York City projects.  This includes $3.4 million for New York City projects in Long Island Sound and $22.2 million for projects benefiting New York Harbor.  This also includes1% of the statewide allocation for facility improvements ($250,000) and approximately 2% of the statewide allocation for open space projects ($2.7 million).  Finally, a total of $5.4 million was allocated for municipal parks projects in New York City.

· Of the $112.8 million statewide allocation for solid waste programs, New York City was awarded approximately $48.7 million (43%) for its programs.  This includes $45 million for the closure of Fresh Kills Landfill, and $3.7 million for the City’s recycling programs.

· The City was awarded only 6% ($1.5 million) of the total statewide allocation for environmental restoration projects, which cover the City’s brown fields.

· Approximately $133.5 million (75% of the total statewide allocation for air quality projects) went towards City projects.  This includes $111 million for clean schools projects (boiler replacements, etc.), $16.6 million to fund clean air buses operated within the City and $5.9 million for inspection and vehicle maintenance stations.

New York City was awarded only 19% of the total statewide allocation for projects designed to protect and restore New York State’s environment and resources.  This figure however, masks an important distinction within the breakdown.  New York City received 75% of the total allocation for clean air projects and 43% of the total allocation for solid waste capital projects while it received only 6% of the total allocation for clean water projects and environmental restoration projects.

Although nothing has been published recently, according to the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation, approximately $1.73 billion (99% of the total authorized $1.75 billion) has already been committed for capital projects throughout the State.  Of the total commitments thus far, only $326.4 million (18.8%) has been allocated for New York City projects.


Given New York City’s large share of the state population, this analysis raises several important questions.  The first (and most obvious) question is why was only 19% of the total statewide allocation awarded to New York City projects?  In answering this, the criteria upon which the funding allocations were made must be made clear.  Further, why was the City awarded a larger percentage of the total statewide allocation in some categories vs. other categories?  Were some City agencies more effective than others in applying for the bond act funding?  In answering this, it is important to better understand what potential administrative problems may have prevented New York City applicants (the executive agencies) from securing bond act funding.  Were agencies properly staffed and encouraged to compile and develop effective proposals?  Often applying for state grants is a time-intensive process that requires a great deal of research and back-up documentation.

IV. Summary of Resolution Number 433



In calling upon Governor Pataki to set objective standards for the award of grants of Clean Water/Clean Air Bond Act funds and to give New York City its fair share of the funds distributed, Resolution No. 433 states that New York City residents voted for the Act with the expectation that the City would receive its fair share of the $1.75 billion available to localities for environmental restoration under the Act.  The Resolution cites the disparity between the percentage of New York State’s population that resides in New York City (40%) and the percentage of funds received by the City as compared with other areas in the State (23% between 1996 and 2000).  One example of the disparity that the Resolution describes is the range in the amounts of money that are spent per capita in New York City ($15.86 in Brooklyn to $48.22 in the Bronx) as compared to the average per capita project commitment in the other fifty-seven counties of New York State ($152). 


The Resolution states that testimony provided at a New York City Council Parks Committee hearing asserted that there are no written criteria for awarding Bond Act funds and that when a grant is denied, no written explanation is provided as to the reason for such determination.  The Resolution further states that this lack of uniformity and prescribed rules leads to a biased system that must be immediately corrected.

Whereas, In 1996 Governor Pataki informed the public that the Clean Water/Clean Air Bond Act (Bond Act) would provide $1.75 billion to localities for environmental restoration; and

Whereas, The expectation of residents of New York City in voting for the Bond Act was that we would receive a fair share of the available funds; and

Whereas, Since passage of the Bond Act, New York City has received 23% of all Bond Act funds and the Environmental Protection Fund between 1996 and July 2000; and

Whereas, When we look at the fact that 40% of the State’s population is in New York City and the City contributes the largest share of the revenues that fund both programs, we see the true disparity in the distribution of funds from these programs; and

Whereas, An example of the disparity is that projects commitments in New York City range from $15.86 per capita in Brooklyn to $48.22 in The Bronx, and that the average per capita project commitment in the other 57 counties of the State was $152; and

Whereas, On the Parks Committee of the City Council heard testimony that there are no objective written criteria for awarding funds; and

Whereas, The Committee was also informed that when an application for a grant is denied, the applicant is not given a written determination as to why; and

Whereas, this lack of uniformity and prescribed rules leads to a biased system that should be corrected immediately, now, therefore, be it

Resolved, that the City Council calls upon Governor Pataki to set objective standards for the award of grants of Clean Water/Clean Air Bond Act funds and to give New York City its fair share of the funds distributed.
