A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to prohibiting smoking at abatement projects.
Sponsor:
By Council Member James, the Speaker (Council member Quinn), and Council Members Crowley, Ulrich, White Jr., and Koppell (in conjunction with the Mayor).
Summary of Legislation:  This legislation would prohibit smoking on any floor of a building where abatement activities are taking place.  Further, this legislation would prohibit tobacco inside the work place as such area is defined under DEP’s asbestos control program rules.  Additionally, this legislation would prohibit lighters and matches in these areas, and DEP would be required to promulgate any new rules or amend existing rules to carry out this new section. 
Effective Date:  This local law would take effect immediately.
