	TITLE:  A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the procedure for determining that a dwelling unit is habitable for the purposes of the CityFHEPS program
	SPONSORS: Council Members Brewer, Menin, Farías and Ayala



SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1458 would require the Commissioner of the Department of Social Services (DSS) to deem a dwelling unit habitable before approving CityFHEPS rental assistance for that unit. The Commissioner would be required to identify each condition that must be satisfactory for the unit to be deemed habitable, designate each condition as “major” or “minor,” develop a checklist with these conditions, and establish an online portal for unit owners. An inspector would be required to conduct an in-person habitability assessment of each unit and its common areas, examine each condition on the checklist, and either deem the unit habitable or require the owner to correct any unsatisfactory condition. If no more than four minor conditions and no major conditions are found to be unsatisfactory during an in-person habitability assessment, the owner would be able to establish that the minor conditions have been corrected by submitting documentation through the online portal. The Commissioner could establish a procedure to deem newly constructed units habitable without an in-person inspection.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenue is consistent with the Council’s estimate. 

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council anticipates there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation, as DSS would use existing resources to fulfill its requirements. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is not consistent with the Council’s estimate, although OMB did not estimate a specific amount. OMB anticipates staffing resources may be required that it could not estimate because the number of additional inspections that would be needed is unknown. Given HRA has nearly 1,500 vacant positions, the Council disagrees that any additional resources would be required as the vacancies could be utilized to address the requirements of this legislation. Additionally, the Council estimates that the “major” and “minor” repair classification requirements of this legislation would streamline the inspection and application review process, thereby reducing the application processing timeline and staff time required to complete it. Implementation of these requirements could generate savings that could be allocated towards meeting the other requirements of the legislation.
