I. INTRODUCTION
On Wednesday, September 10th, the Committee on Women and Gender Equity, chaired by Council Member Farah Louis, will hold a vote on the following legislation: 
· Proposed Introduction Number (Int. No.) 867-A, sponsored by Council Member Farías, in relation to prohibiting the sale of menstrual and intimate care products that contain unsafe ingredients; 
· Proposed Int. No. 1258- A, sponsored by Council Member Hudson, in relation to the correction of sex designations on death records. 
Proposed Int. No 867-A was previously heard at a hearing of the Committee on June 25, 2024. Witnesses who testified included representatives from the New York City Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH), community-based organizations, and other stakeholders.
Additionally, Int. No. 1258-A was previously heard at a hearing of the Committee on June 3, 2025. Witnesses who testified included a representative from DOHMH, local legal service providers, community-based organizations advocates, and other interested members of the community.
II. BACKGROUND
[bookmark: _Hlk207883776]Proposed Int. No. 867-A
	Many people use menstrual products and intimate care products, thus exposing themselves to the ingredients in such products that are used in highly permeable and sensitive parts of the body.[footnoteRef:1] Scientific research has shown that these products contain substances that do not have any health benefits but rather are correlated to increased health risks to the body.[footnoteRef:2] Several states across the country have enacted legislation to restrict such substances in menstrual products to protect the health of their residents. a. Scientific Evidence of Health Concerns
i. Metals

ii. PFAS

iii. Fragrance

Butylphenyl methylpropional is a synthetic fragrance ingredient. iv. Phlathates and Parabens

v. Triclosan
Triclosan is an antimicrobial agent used in cosmetic products.[footnoteRef:18] The FDA banned triclosan and other antimicrobial ingredients in over-the-counter consumer antiseptic wash products based on insufficient evidence demonstrating their safety for long-term daily use and their ability to reduce the spread of illness and infection.[footnoteRef:19] Triclosan is an endocrine disruptor.[footnoteRef:20]   [18:  Marques, Mariana & Carriao, Triclosan and Its Consequences on the Reproductive, Cardiovascular and Thyroid Levels, INT J MOL SCI. vi. Formaldehyde

vii. Toluene
Toluene is a volatile organic compound (VOC) – a compound that easily become vapors or gases.[footnoteRef:23] VOCs are used in some cosmetic items; New York State Department of Health reported that nail salon employees are at risk of increased exposure to VOCs from nail salon products.[footnoteRef:24] Chronic exposure to toluene can lead to negative health outcomes including acute neurologic effects.[footnoteRef:25] One study found that the tested menstrual products contained low levels of VOC and raised concerns about an individual’s exposure levels and associated negative outcomes of exposure if they used multiple items.[footnoteRef:26]  [23:  REVIEW OF CHEMICALS USED IN NAIL SALONS, NEW YORK STATE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH, https://www.health.ny.gov/press/reports/docs/nail_salon_chemical_report.pdf. viii. Talc

b. Legislation across the United States

Minnesota is phasing out the use of PFAS in various products, including menstrual products, as part of a broader effort to protect public health and the environment.[footnoteRef:32] The ban prohibits the sale of products with intentionally added PFAS in 11 categories, including menstrual products, starting January 1, 2025.[footnoteRef:33] [32:  Amara’s law. California has banned the manufacture, distribution, sale, or offering for sale of menstrual products containing intentionally added PFAS chemicals, effective January 1, 2025, as part of the T.A.M.P.O.N. Act (Take All Menstrual Product-PFAS Out Now).[footnoteRef:34] Furthermore, by January 1, 2027, the ban will extend to include menstrual products containing PFAS at or above 10 parts per million (ppm) as measured in total organic fluorine, whether intentionally added or not.[footnoteRef:35] California also banned certain PFAS in cosmetics, specifically those “intentionally” added, with two laws taking effect in 2025: the Toxic-Free Cosmetics Act (AB 2762) and the PFAS-Free Beauty Act (AB 2771). Colorado is phasing out the sale of products containing intentionally added PFAS.[footnoteRef:37] The ban covers a wide range of products, including cleaning products, cookware, dental floss, menstruation products, ski wax, textile articles, artificial turf, bibs, diapers, swimwear, and outdoor apparel.[footnoteRef:38] [37:  Concerning Measures to Increase Protections from Perfluoroalkyl and Polyfluoroalkyl Chemicals. c. New York State Legislation

	A standard death certificate includes the deceased’s name, gender, and date of birth.[footnoteRef:49] City residents’ birth and death certificates can be marked to list the individual’s sex designation as male, female, or X.[footnoteRef:50] Doctors or providers make every effort to record a gender or sex that reflects the deceased’s wishes, according to the NYC 311 website.[footnoteRef:51] However, currently no process exists to request a correction of a death certificate when the sex designation is incorrect.[footnoteRef:52] Information from a person’s death certificate may be used for reporting a region’s vital statistics, which can influence the allocation of federal and state resources for needs like social services and public health programs; thus, it is important for the information to be accurate.[footnoteRef:53] [49:  New York City, 311, KA-01028 (2021), https://portal.311.nyc.gov/article/?kanumber=KA-01028.]  [50:  N.Y.C. III. ANALYSIS OF LEGISLATION
Proposed Int. No. 867-A
	Proposed Int. No. 867-A would prohibit the sale, offer for sale, and distribution of menstrual products or intimate care products that contain intentionally added ingredients harmful to human health listed on the packaging label, including chemicals and fragrance as specified in the bill. Additionally, no later than 90 days after the New York State Department of Health promulgates regulations establishing the lowest level that can be achieved of harmful substances, including those specified in the bill, in menstrual and intimate care products DOHMH would be required to adopt such threshold levels by rule and maintain a list of products that contain such substances at or above such established threshold levels. Two years after DOHMH adopts such threshold levels by rule, this bill would prohibit the sale, offer for sale and distribution of menstrual products or intimate care products that contain such substance at or above such threshold level. Violations would be punishable by a civil penalty not to exceed $250 for each violation. 
Since its initial hearing, the proposed bill was amended to distinguish the prohibition of the sale of products that contain intentionally added restricted substances that are listed on a products packaging label from the prohibition of the sale of products that include restricted substances that are contained in the product but not intentionally included. 
Proposed Int. No. 1258-A 
The bill would require DOHMH to establish a procedure for a person to request a correction of the sex designation on a death record of a decedent. The bill would also require DOHMH to post on its website an application form and instructions for making such a request. 
Since the initial hearing on the bill, the legislation was amended to define supporting documentation to include written communication from a medical professional as to decedent’s sex designation and written instructions from the decedent regarding their gender identity on a legally executed document, including written instructions on the instrument to appoint an agent to control disposition of remains. The bill also received technical edits.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to prohibiting the sale of menstrual and intimate care products that contain unsafe ingredients
..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Chapter 4 of title 20 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new subchapter 16 to read as follows:
SUBCHAPTER 16
MENSTRUAL AND INTIMATE CARE PRODUCTS
§ 20-699.30 Sale of menstrual and intimate care products. a. Definitions. For purposes of this section, the following terms have the followings meanings: 
Fragrance. The term “fragrance” means any natural or synthetic substance or substances used solely to impart an odor to a product. 
Intentionally added ingredient. The term “intentionally added ingredient” means any substance that a manufacturer has intentionally added to a product, and which has a functional or technical effect in the finished product, including, but not limited to, the components of intentionally added fragrance, flavoring, and colorants, and the intentional breakdown products of an added substance that also has a functional or technical effect on the finished product. 
Intimate care product. The term “intimate care product” means the following products when such products are used in connection with sexual health: a douche, wipe, spray, powder, wash, suppository, or lubricant. 
Menstrual product. The term “menstrual product” means a class I or class II medical device, as described by subparagraphs a and b of paragraph 1 of subsection a of section 360c of title 21 of the United States code, where such class I or class II medical device is used in connection with menstrual health. A menstrual product includes, but is not limited to, a tampon, menstrual pad, or menstrual cup.
Perfluoroalkyl and polyfluoroalkyl substances. The term “perfluoroalkyl and polyfluoroalkyl substances” means a class of fluorinated organic chemicals containing at least one fully fluorinated carbon atom.
Restricted substance. The term “restricted substance” means a chemical for inclusion in a menstrual product or intimate care product that the commissioner of health and mental hygiene designates a restricted substance pursuant to this section, including lead, mercury and related compounds, formaldehyde, triclosan, toluene, talc, dibutyl phthalate, di(2)exylhexyl phthalate, butylphenyl methylpropional, and isobutyl-, isopropylparaben, butylparaben, propylparaben, perfluoroalkyl and polyfluoroalkyl substances, and fragrance.
b. Designation of restricted substance. The commissioner of health and mental hygiene shall adopt by rule the intentionally added ingredients that shall constitute restricted substances for purposes of this section.
c. Threshold level of restricted substance. 1. No later than 90 days after the New York state commissioner of health promulgates a regulation pursuant to state law establishing the lowest level that can feasibly be achieved of restricted substances in menstrual products, the commissioner of health and mental hygiene shall by rule adopt such levels as the lowest level that can feasibly be achieved of restricted substances in menstrual products or intimate care products for the purposes of this section. The commissioner of health and mental hygiene shall review and update such rule at least every 5 years in accordance with any updates to such regulations of the New York state department of health. 
2. The department of health and mental hygiene shall maintain on its website a list of products that contain a restricted substance at or above the threshold levels determined in paragraph 1 of this subdivision.  
d. Prohibitions. 1. No person shall sell, offer for sale, or distribute any menstrual product or intimate care product that includes an intentionally added ingredient that is a restricted substance designated pursuant to subdivision b of this section. 
2. Two years after the commissioner of health and mental hygiene adopts the threshold levels of restricted substances pursuant to subdivision c of this section, no person shall sell, offer for sale, or distribute any menstrual product or intimate care product that contains a restricted substance at or above such threshold level. 
e. Penalty. Any person who violates subdivision d of this section is liable for a civil penalty not to exceed $250 for each violation. Each failure to comply with subdivision d of this section with respect to any one stock keeping unit offered for sale, sold, or distributed constitutes a separate violation. Each failure to comply with subdivision d of this section with respect to any individual business to which any one stock keeping unit is offered for sale, sold, or distributed constitutes a separate violation.
§ 2. This local law takes effect 1 year after it becomes law.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the correction of sex designations on death records
..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Chapter 1 of title 17 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 17-166.1 to read as follows:
§ 17-166.1 Sex designation on death records. a. Definitions. For purposes of this section, the following terms have the following meanings:
Gender identity. The term “gender identity” has the same meaning as set forth in section 3-162. 
Supporting documentation. The term “supporting documentation” means documentation memorializing a decedent’s gender transition, which may include: a court order approving the decedent’s gender change; written communication from a medical professional as to decedent’s sex designation; proof of clinical treatment for gender transition; an advance healthcare directive; written instructions from the decedent regarding their gender identity on a legally executed document, including written instructions on the instrument to appoint an agent to control disposition of remains; or, any documentation of a change to, or proof that an application was submitted by the decedent to change, the decedent’s sex designation on a vital record or a state, federal, or local identification card.
b. The department shall establish a procedure to request correction of sex designation on a death record and shall post an application form and instructions for making such a request on its website. The instructions shall address, at a minimum, who is eligible to apply and the supporting documentation that must be submitted with the application. The application form shall allow the applicant to request a new death certificate with the amended sex designation if such application is approved. If the department approves the application, the department shall correct the death record and any subsequent death certificate shall be issued without marking to show that it was corrected.
d. Where supporting documentation provides conflicting information on the decedent’s gender identity, the department shall accept the most recently dated supporting documentation.
e. A formal sex designation change on the decedent’s birth certificate, state or city identification document, or driver’s license prior to death, or proof of gender-affirming surgery, shall not be required to issue a death record or a correction of a death record with a sex designation that is consistent with the decedent’s gender identity when other supporting documentation is present.
§ 2. This local law takes effect 180 days after it becomes law.
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
