Resolution denouncing former Malaysian Prime Minister Mahathir Mohamad for the anti-Semitic remarks he recently made at The Islamic Summit Conference

On Wednesday, November 12, 2003, the City Council’s Committee on Cultural Affairs, Libraries and International Intergroup Relations, chaired by Council Member José M. Serrano, will conduct a hearing to consider Resolution No. 1133, a resolution that would denounce former Malaysian Prime Minister Mahathir Mohamad for the anti-Semitic remarks he recently made at The Islamic Summit Conference. RESOLUTION NO. 1133
Resolution No. 1133, would note that during the course of the 10th annual session of The Islamic Summit Conference, sponsored by the Organization of the Islamic Conference, the largest Muslim organization in the world, and held in Putrajaya, Malaysia, former Malaysian Prime Minister Mahathir Mohamad made remarks that were offensive and hurtful towards Jewish people throughout the world, including the statement that “Jews rule this world by proxy. They get others to fight and die for them.”  The resolution would also observe that anti-Semitic remarks like those stated by Mr. Mahathir Mohamad contribute to a spirit of divisiveness and fear that may lead to increased hatred and violence against Jews.  

The resolution would indicate that Mr. Mahathir Mohamad’s anti-Semitic remarks are contrary to the efforts of the United Nations and other nations around the world in their quest to bring about peace in the Middle East and harmony between Muslims and Jews. Additionally, the resolution would state that Mr. Mahathir Mohamad’s anti-Semitic remarks are a grim reminder that sentiments like the ones he expressed have caused Jews all over the world to be displaced, persecuted and subjected to institutional bigotry, and led to the Holocaust, where six million Jews were executed at the hands of the Nazis. 


The resolution would acknowledge that throughout history, the Jewish people have made vast contributions to the global community through their advancements in such fields as agriculture, finance, medicine, politics, religion, science, technology and the arts. The resolution would also note that as the locally elected legislative body of the City of New York, the Council recognizes that people of Jewish descent are an integral part of the fabric and culture of our great City.
