	TITLE: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to community outreach regarding the availability of mental health resources in response to violent and traumatic incidents
	SPONSOR(S): Council Member Ayala, Restler, Hanif, Brannan, Louis, Avilés and Brooks-Powers



SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 1103-A would require the Police Department (NYPD), within 48 hours of a determination that a violent or traumatic incident has occurred, to notify the Mayor’s Office of Community Mental Health (OCMH) and any additional mayoral office or agency designated by the mayor, of such incident. A violent or traumatic incident would mean any incident or series of incidents that can cause severe emotional and mental distress to the public, such as a violent act or series of violent acts that cause death or any other incident or incidents that may be shocking, traumatic, or dangerous to the community. Upon receiving notice of a violent or traumatic incident, OCMH and any additional agencies and offices would be required to conduct outreach to local community members regarding the availability of mental health resources in the city, such as the 988 suicide and crisis hotline.

LEGISLATIVE HISTORY: This legislation was introduced to the Council on November 13, 2024, as Int. No. 1103 and referred to the Committee on Mental Health, Disabilities and Addictions (the Committee). A hearing was held by the Committee on November 25, 2024, and the legislation was laid over. The legislation was subsequently amended, and the amended version, Proposed Int. No. 1103-A will be considered by the Committee at a hearing on January 22, 2025. Upon majority affirmative vote by the Committee, Int. No. 1103-A will be reported to the full Council for a vote on January 23, 2025.
