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          1  HOUSING AND BUILDINGS

          2                 CHAIRPERSON PROVENZANO:  Okay,

          3  Committee, are we ready? Good morning. My name is

          4  Madeline Provenzano, and I chair the Committee on

          5  Housing and Buildings.

          6                 Today the Committee will once again

          7  consider proposed Intro. 478-A. This is a local law

          8  to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New

          9  York in relation to enacting the New York City

         10  Plumbing Code based on the 2003 addition of the

         11  International Plumbing Code published by the

         12  International Code Council and enacting

         13  administrative provisions applicable to such New

         14  York City Plumbing Code and such other codes as may

         15  hereafter be enacted by the City based on the 2003

         16  additions of the International Building Code. The

         17  International Fuel Gas Code, the International

         18  Mechanical Code, and the International Residential

         19  Code.

         20                 Today we will conduct another vote on

         21  this item due to a procedural error that occurred

         22  with regard to yesterday's vote concerning the bill

         23  and the bill alone.

         24                 The Committee Report for today's

         25  hearing should be corrected to indicate that this is
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          2  now the fifth hearing on proposed Intro. No. 478-A.

          3                 There is no need for the Committee to

          4  reconsider Reso No. 1223, a resolution determining

          5  that the passage of proposed Intro. 478-A will not

          6  have a significant adverse impact on the

          7  environment.

          8                 That resolution was appropriately

          9  passed by this Committee yesterday by a vote of nine

         10  in the affirmative, nine in the negative -- I'm

         11  sorry, none in the negative, and no abstentions.

         12                 For the record, I wish to state that

         13  the version of proposed Intro. No. 478-A that is

         14  before the Committee is dated at the end of the

         15  document as November 7th, 2005, 7:20 p.m.

         16                 Proposed Intro. No. 478-A would

         17  create a new Plumbing Code for New York City and

         18  adopt many of the administrative provisions of the

         19  Building Code that relate to operations at the

         20  Department of Buildings for permitting, licensing

         21  and the payment of various fees.

         22                 Proposed Intro. No. 478-A sets in

         23  motion a process for the adoption of the 2003

         24  additions of the International Building Code, the

         25  International Fuel Gas Code, the International
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          2  Mechanical Code, and the International Residential

          3  Code. With modifications for the City of New York as

          4  the basis of a new Building Code applicable within

          5  the City.

          6                 The bill would require the Department

          7  of Buildings to submit modifications to these

          8  international codes before the new Building Code

          9  would take effect. Proposed Intro. No. 478-A would

         10  permit the new code to be revised every three years

         11  to ensure that New York City remains in

         12  synchronization with the latest national codes and

         13  standards.

         14                 By way of review, the current efforts

         15  of the Administration to revise and update the

         16  City's Build Code is known as the Model Code

         17  Program.

         18                 Building Codes provide the minimum

         19  standards for the construction of buildings in order

         20  to protect the health, safety and welfare of the

         21  public.

         22                 The Model Code Program is organized

         23  and managed by the Department of Buildings and is

         24  comprised of over 400 volunteers who serve on

         25  various Building and Electrical Code Committees. The
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          2  A version before this Committee was derived as a

          3  result of a collaborative effort to derive the best

          4  Building Code for our City.

          5                 The respective date of the new codes

          6  created based on this legislation will be July 1st,

          7  2007, with a one-year phase-in period.

          8                 During our previous hearings on this

          9  legislation, the Committee on Housing and Buildings

         10  has heard testimony from Patricia Lancaster,

         11  Commissioner of Buildings, representatives of Model

         12  Code organizations, architects, engineers, fire

         13  safety professionals, labor and the real estate

         14  industry and other persons interested in this issue.

         15                 Again, I wish to thank all of those

         16  individuals and organizations that have participated

         17  in this process.

         18                 We will now call for a vote on

         19  Proposed Intro. No. 478-A, which version is dated at

         20  the end of the document as November 7th, 2005, 7:20

         21  p.m.

         22                 One more time.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member

         24  Provenzano.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON PROVENZANO: Yes.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK: Rivera.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: Aye.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK: Reyna.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER REYNA: Yes.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Avella.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: Yes.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Brewer.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER: Yes.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Comrie.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: Aye.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: Fidler.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER FIDLER: Yes.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: Jackson.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Yes.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: James.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER JAMES: Se'.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of nine in

         19  the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

         20  abstentions, the item is adopted.

         21                 Council members, please sign the

         22  Committee report.

         23                 Thank you.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON PROVENZANO: I thank all

         25  of you. What, no applause today?
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          2                 (Applause.)

          3                 CHAIRPERSON PROVENZANO: Okay. We will

          4  leave the vote open. I think this is it. I hope.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Intro 478-A, Council

          6  Member Oddo.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote now stands at

          9  ten in the affirmative.

         10                 MS. NASSER: Council Member Katz, how

         11  do you vote on Proposed Intro. 478-A?

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ: Aye on the intro

         13  and aye on the text, correct?

         14                 MS. NASSER: We did that already

         15  yesterday. Yesterday's is good.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ: Aye on the

         17  Intro.

         18                 MS. NASSER: Thank you. Bye.
