Resolution recognizing December 1, 2002 as “World AIDS Day” in the City of New York  
 

On Tuesday, November 26, 2002, the City Council’s Committee on Cultural Affairs, Libraries and International Intergroup Relations, chaired by Council Member José M. Serrano, will conduct a hearing on Resolution No. 589, which recognizes December 1, 2002 as “World AIDS Day” in the City of New York.  A copy of Resolution No. 589 is attached as Exhibit A. 

RESOLUTION NO. 589

Resolution No. 589 would recognize December 1, 2002 as “World AIDS Day” in New York City.  According to the resolution, this year will mark the 15th annual “World AIDS Day”.  As stated in the resolution, the theme of this year’s “World AIDS Day” is “Stigma and Discrimination”.  

The resolution indicates that according to The Joint United Nations Program on HIV/AIDS, the World Health Organization (“WHO”), and World AIDS Day organizers, worldwide:

· there were 37 million adults and three million children living with HIV in 2001

· approximately five million people became infected with HIV in 2001

· three million people died from HIV/AIDS and related illnesses in 2001

· approximately 14,000 new cases of HIV occur every single day  

· 21.8 million people have died since the inception of the AIDS epidemic  


With respect to New York City, according to the resolution, the New York City Department of Health and Mental Hygiene reports that by the end of December 31, 2001, the City had recorded 126,130 cumulative cases of AIDS and 77,992 deaths from the disease, including 2,011 cumulative pediatric AIDS cases.  

The resolution states that in order to deal effectively with the HIV/AIDS epidemic, the City must continue to promote the development of aggressive prevention, education, and treatment programs. Therefore, as part of these efforts, Resolution No. 589 recognizes December 1, 2002 as “World AIDS Day” in the City of New York.
