	SPONSOR(S): Council Members Nurse, Louis, and Rivera





SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: This bill would require the establishment of an Office of Coordinator for Rikers Island Closure with a full-time coordinator and dedicated staff that reports directly to the Mayor. This new office would be responsible for coordinating actions and policies by agencies with a role in the closure of Rikers Island, including those with duties related to jail population reduction, design and construction of the borough-based jails, design and construction of outposted therapeutic housing units, correctional workforce development, training, and operations, and planning for the future use of Rikers Island for environmental sustainability and resiliency purposes. In addition, this bill would also require the establishment of Coordinator for Borough-Based Jail Transition within the Department of Correction (DOC). Among other things, that position would be responsible for advising and assisting the Commissioner of Correction and developing a strategic plan with recommended reforms for staff recruitment, training, supervision, assignments, scheduling, operations, and organizational culture. IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council agrees with OMB’s estimate that MOCJ and DOC would require $1.08 million annually to fund Personal Services (PS) and fringe costs for hiring two coordinators and four support staff as well as $70,000 for annual staff-related Other than Personal Services costs.
