	TITLE: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the posting of signs on the prohibition of leaving dog waste on the ground

	SPONSOR(S): By Council Members Narcisse, Abreu, Louis, Hanif, and Aldebol






SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 880 would require the Commissioner of the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) to post signs at the entrances and exits of parks, and at certain park facilities, stating the rule prohibiting a person from leaving dog waste on the ground and the associated penalties for violation. Separately, this bill would require the Commissioner of the Department of Transportation (DOT) to post signs on the New York State requirement concerning dog waste removal in public areas and associated penalties. The DOT Commissioner would have to consult with the Commissioner of the Department of Sanitation (DSNY) to learn of 311 requests for service or complaints concerning dog waste removal from sidewalks or pedestrian plazas and then post these signs at the involved locations. Finally, the DOT Commissioner would be required to submit to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council, and post online, an annual report on the posting of these signs no later than six months after the effective date of this law and annually thereafter.
