SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 928-B would require the Department of Transportation (DOT), in consultation with the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH), the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP), and the office of long-term planning and sustainability, to conduct a pilot project on the use of cool pavement. Cool pavement is pavement or pavement coatings designed to keep temperatures cooler than traditional asphalt. The pilot will begin September 2026 and include at least one neighborhood in each borough that has a high degree of heat vulnerability. The department of transportation must then submit a report to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council on the results of the pilot project.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenue resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on revenues agrees is consistent with the Council’s estimate. 

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that the enactment of this legislation would result in additional Other than Personal Services expenditures of $625,000 in Fiscals 2027 and 2028 and $250,000 in Fiscal 2029, for a total cost of $1.5 million for the full pilot. Funding would support the purchase of cool pavement materials and contractual services for an expert consultant. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
