TITLE:  

To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the penalties for possessing an open container of alcohol.
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill adds the possibility of a civil penalty of up to 25 dollars for a violation of the City’s prohibition on possessing an open container of alcohol in public, which would be returnable to the office of administrative trials and hearings. Further, the bill reduces the possible jail penalty for this offense from 5 days to 1 day. 
CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED:

· Adds new subdivision f to Administrative Code §10-125
· Adds Administrative Code §10-173
EFFECTIVE DATE:

One month after it becomes law, except that section 10-173, establishing uniform penalties for any offense relating to open container, takes effect nine months after it becomes law.
