TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to members of the fire department who formerly served as police officers.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends paragraph 1 of subdivision (a) of Section 15-111.


On April 4, 2006, the Committee on Civil Service and Labor, chaired by Council Member Joseph P. Addabbo, Jr., will hold a hearing to consider Preconsidered Int. _____.

BACKGROUND


As part of the recently negotiated contract settlement between the City of New York and the Uniformed Firefighters Association (UFA), the parties agreed to support legislation that would require persons who have served in the uniformed force of the New York City Police Department (“NYPD”) and then join the New York City Fire Department (“FDNY”) to be hired at the entry level hiring rate. Upon appointment to the FDNY, such employees would be considered newly appointed employees for purposes of salary, eligibility for promotion and all other economic benefits, other than retirement and pension benefits.  This legislation is necessary to implement what was agreed upon by the parties in collective bargaining.

PRECONSIDERED INT.

Paragraph 1 of subdivision (a) of § 15-111 of the Administrative Code currently provides that any member of the uniformed force of the FDNY, who immediately prior to his or her appointment or employment, served or had served as a member of the police force of the NYPD, shall have such time served in the NYPD counted as service in the FDNY in determining his or her compensation, promotion, retirement and pension, if such employee contributes to the appropriate FDNY pension fund a sum equal to the amount he or she would have been required to contribute had the time served in the NYPD been served in the FDNY.  In order to implement the agreement negotiated by the City of New York and the UFA, this Preconsidered Int. amends paragraph 1 of subdivision (a) of section 15-111 by removing the ability to use such prior police service in determining compensation and promotion of such firefighters.  

It is important to note that the savings associated with this amendment have already been applied to the UFA’s contract settlement, which was recently ratified by the union.  Therefore, in the event that this proposed bill is not enacted, the parties would have to re-open negotiations.  
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
