SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 1204-A would require the Commissioner of the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to conduct an assessment on health inequities affecting transgender, gender non-conforming, non-binary, and intersex (TGNCNBI) individuals. In addition, the bill would also require DOHMH to develop a health agenda for TGNCNBI individuals that includes strategies for the agency to address the health inequities identified in the assessment. The bill would also require the Commissioner of DOHMH to submit to the Mayor and the Speaker of the council, and post on DOHMH’s website the results of the assessment no later than September 30, 2027, and a health agenda no later than September 30, 2028, and every five years thereafter.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenue is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that the annual impact of the enactment of this legislation on the city’s expenditures would be $228,00 starting in Fiscal 2026. The cost estimate includes personnal services expenditures of $176,000 for salary and fringe benefit costs associated with the hiring of a TGNCNBI coordinator and other than personal services expenditures of $52,000 for software licensing and other electronic costs needed to manage the data catalog. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
