The bill requires the Department of Youth and Community Development (DYCD) to create and implement a comprehensive plan to provide services to runaway and homeless youth in contact with runaway and homeless youth providers who may be deemed eligible for Special Immigrant Juvenile Status (SIJS).  The plan must include information regarding how youth will be identified and served, as well as staff training and procedures.  DYCD must submit its plan to the Council on or before April 1, 2019 and must report on the plan’s implementation every year thereafter.
