TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to 

school recycling.

OVERVIEW:




On June 3, the Sanitation and Solid Waste Management Committee, chaired by

 Michael E. McMahon, will conduct a hearing on Int. No. 752. This bill would amend chapter 3 of title 16 of the administrative code of the city of New York by adding a new section 16-307.1. This new section would mandate that the Department of Sanitation (DOS) provide appropriate materials and collection services so that schools can recycle designated recyclable items according to the mandates of the administrative code.

Int. No. 752 would amend chapter 3 of title 16 of the administrative code by adding a new section 16-307.1 as follows:


Subdivision a of §16-307.1 defines three pertinent terms relevant to the new section. The first definition, “public and private school” is defined as “any education facility within the city of New York that is comprised of any combination of grades K-12 and is operated by the department of education or any private entity that has been chartered by the New York state board of regents and receives solid waste collection service from the department.”

The second definition, “recyclable materials” is defined as “any materials designated by the commissioner” that “households must source separate and the department must collect for recycling.” The third definition, “mechanized collection” is defined as the “collection service where designated recyclable materials are placed in containers for mechanized collection which on collection day are then mechanically lifted by and emptied into collection vehicles.” 

Subdivision b mandates that no later than September first two thousand and eight and every September first thereafter that DOS shall supply to every public and private school: (i) a sufficient number of bins for the collection of recyclable materials of appropriate size to be placed in each classroom, office, cafeteria, gymnasium or other public space within the school; (ii) a sufficient number of signs and educational materials indicating what materials are to be recycled and how recycling is to be done; and (iii) a sufficient number of containers to collect and store the recyclable materials collected within the school until collection by the department. 
Subdivision c provides that DOS shall collect the recyclable materials from each school weekly on a schedule to be determined by the department
Subdivision d provides that DOS shall supply a container for mechanized collection to each school that collects sufficient recyclable materials weekly to warrant such mechanized collection. The department shall collect material from these containers on a schedule to be determined by the department. This local law shall take effect immediately upon enactment.
ANAYLSIS


Recycling in our schools is mandated by the administrative code of the city of New York.
  The Department of Education has failed to provide recycling programs in most schools in their system. This legislation is meant to assist the Department of Education in establishing recycling programs in every school.

This law would insure that every school has the necessary equipment to conduct a viable recycling program in each school and provide that an adequate collection schedule is maintained by DOS to collect the source separated material. DOS did supply all the recycling bins necessary to support a recycling program in each school in the early 1990’s. However they have not done so since or replaced any equipment that has been lost or damaged. One of the major complaints from schools as to why they could not conduct successful recycling programs is that they did not have the pails and bins necessary to collect and sort the designated material. This bill would eliminate that obstacle to effective recycling.
