No. __, which co-names one hundred-twenty-eight (128) thoroughfares and public places.  The Council acts upon the authority granted in subdivision (b) of section 25-102.1 of the New York City Administrative Code which states:

	b. Unless the local law specifically provides otherwise, any local law
  	    changing the name of a street, park, playground or portion thereof, or
  	    any facility or structure, located and laid out on the city map, that
 	    bears a name indicated on the city map shall not be construed to require

Section 1. Masjid al Abidin Way 
Introduced by The Speaker, Council Member Adams
This co-naming will commemorate Masjid al Abidin, a religious institution founded in 1977 for the purpose of worship and serves as a center of learning for the community.

Section 2. Alyce L. Feurtado Way
Introduced by The Speaker, Council Member Adams
November 22, 1940 – July 6, 2006
Alyce L. Feurtado began her professional career as an educator in 1973 and was among the first teachers to work at Concerned Parents of Jamaica Early Learning Center in Queens, a childcare center that helps with children ranging in ages between two and nine years-old. During her over 20 year career at the Concerned Parents of Jamaica Early Learning Center, she taught thousands of students who attended the facility’s daycare program and others between first and third grade. She was a pillar in the community that provided safe spaces for the youth in the neighborhood. She started an afterschool program at the Concerned Parents of Jamaica Early Learning Center so that children in the neighborhood would have a place to go afterschool and on weekends. In addition to the afterschool program, she provided meals and snacks for youth who had to wait long hours until their parents were done working for the day. She took neighborhood youth and her students to pumpkin patches as a way for them to get outside of the city. She started a toy drive to provide underprivileged youth in the community opportunities to enjoy toys with their friends. She mentored young girls and young women living in the neighborhood advising them on topics ranging from cooking meals, career choices, relationships, issues as parents among other life experiences. She also helped families in other neighborhoods as well.

Section 3. Raymond ‘Freaky Tah’ Rogers Blvd
Introduced by The Speaker, Council Member Adams
May 14, 1971 – March 28, 1999
Raymond ‘Freaky Tah’ Rogers was an American rapper who was a member of the hip hop group the Lost Boyz. The Lost Boyz began in 1987, in South Jamaica, Queens and produced a few successful albums with singles charting on the Billboard Hot 100.  Raymond ‘Freaky Tah’ Rogers served as an inspiration to the youth in his community and also helped those in need by buying kids sneakers and helping families financially during difficult times. He was killed by a gunshot wound at 28 years old.

Section 4. Dr. Marilu Galvan Way
Introduced by Council Member Abreu
Died 2024
Dr. Marilu Galvan, former adjunct of the Department of Latin American and Latinx Studies, John Jay College of Criminal Justice, the City University of New York. She was also an esteemed and irreplaceable founding member of the Dominican Bar Association (DBA) community. She lived a life of incredible achievements and meaningful impact as a leader, educator, and advocate. Born in the Dominican Republic, she immigrated to the United States with her parents in 1959. A graduate of Brooklyn Law School, she devoted almost her entire career to education and empowering the Dominican community in New York City. She taught at various levels within the city’s education system and in addition to John Jay College, served as an adjunct professor at Brooklyn Law School. Additionally, she held administrative roles, including assistant principal at several public schools. Most recently, she served as the Director of the Centro Civico Cultural Dominicano, enriching and empowering young adults to play active roles in their community. She was actively involved in numerous civic, cultural, and charitable organizations, including the Dominican Women’s Coalition, the National Organization for Women, the New York State Governor’s Dominican Advisory Committee, and the Highbridge Lioness Club. Her dedication and advocacy have earned her numerous accolades and awards. These include the prestigious Marquis Who’s Who in 2023, the Outstanding Dominican in the USA awarded by the Dominican Republic President and Governor in 2021, the Lifetime Achievement Award from the Dominican Day Parade in 2015, and the Lifetime Achievement Award from the Dominican Bar Association in 2014, NYC Council Citation Award in 2013, La Serenisima Gran Logia Recognition Award in 2013, NYC Dominican Consulate Recognition Award in  2013, NY Dominican Officers/Police Organization Milestone Award in 2012, Dominican Medical Association Professional and Community Award in 2011, Melvin Jones Fellow in 1991, Order of Merit Duarte Sanchez and Mella in the Degree of Knight, D.R. Gov. in 1990, among many others.

Section 5. Laura Friedman Way 
Introduced by Council Member Abreu
June 4, 1953 – December 12, 2024
Laura Friedman became the first director of the Legal Services Staff Association, leading its members through a landmark 13-week strike that secured important protections. She went on to help organize union locals in legal services offices across the country and founded the Fund for Labor Education, equipping union leaders and shop stewards to advocate more effectively for their members. In the 1990s, she was elected Democratic District Leader from the Broadway Democratic Club, serving until 1996. She later worked for U.S. Representative Jerrold Nadler as his policy director, where her insight, depth of knowledge, and commitment to justice left a lasting mark. She also returned to grassroots leadership as a district leader in the Morningside Heights neighborhood. She was a central figure in historic preservation efforts on the Upper West Side. As a founding member and President of the Morningside Heights Historic District Committee, she helped win official landmark designation for the neighborhood. As President of the Morningside Heights Community Coalition, she led efforts to combat overdevelopment and protect the fabric of the community she loved. In 1982, she helped found the Yaldaynu Day Care Center, which remains active today at Ansche Chesed Synagogue. She also co-founded West Side Cares, a program that provided unhoused neighbors with vouchers for local goods, preserving dignity while addressing urgent needs. In 1992, she helped launch the New York City Labor Chorus with the assistance of Pete Seeger, bringing together voices from over 20 unions to sing, organize, and stand in solidarity. The chorus now has over 100 members and has performed around the world. 

Section 6. Ethel Deas Way 
Introduced by Council Member Abreu
April 7, 1939 – April 30, 2021
Ethel Deas was a long-time crossing guard at Amsterdam Avenue and West 105ht Street for students at PS 145 and West Prep Academy. She received an award from the NYPD for her many years of dedicated service to the safety of the youth in the City. When Community Board 7 led the process to re-envision the Bloomingdale Playground, she emphasized to project leaders that issues related to the safety and security for children must be included in the final plan. As a prominent figure and household name throughout her over 55 years as a resident within the Frederick Douglass Housing Projects, she garnered admiration throughout the community.  Most notably, she served as a School Crossing Guard with the 24th Precinct for over 35 years, with 33 years dedicated as the crossing guard at the 105th Street post servicing the children attending P.S. 145, The Bloomingdale School.  Most of the children under that responsibility came out of the very projects in which she also resided. As a pillar of the Frederick Douglass Houses community, her motherly spirit and instincts epitomized the significant influence she displayed throughout the community she cultivated, treating every youth as her own.  One of her proudest achievements during her tenure as the crossing guard on her 105th street post was how she not only crossed three generations, but also achieved a success rate of zero fatalities or injuries during her watch.  Because she was always ready to help with such a high level of patience, it was not uncommon for kids to revisit her post as they became adults, introducing their offspring attending P.S. 145.  She maintained this consistent humility and tenacity up until her retirement in 2012. Another proud moment was when she was ordained as a Bishop through the Positive Proof ministry church she attended.  Because of her unwavering faith and spiritual relationship with God, people would often visit her post or see her in passing requesting prayer during difficult times or sought guidance on situations that effected their livelihood or even the community.  Understanding her role and being idolized as a positive staple of the community she would always make the sacrifice and oblige using encouragement as her weapon of choice, often impacting and promoting positive behavior. Having resided in the neighborhood for well over a half of century she would often be called upon during funeral services for words of encouragement to some of the fallen members of the community with who she had personal relationships with.  She fulfilled this role through her experience with the ministry as both a Bishop and Minister.  Mrs. Deas utilized her platform in every way possible to positively impact the community throughout the Frederick Douglass Houses.  She further would pen personnel letters to the Presidents of the United States seeking changes for the betterment of the community and the United States as well as fight for changes in substandard living conditions.  Mrs. Deas had a lasting impact on the Frederick Douglas Housing community for well over five decades.  In addition, she served as a safety net for the people within the community and their children as a school crossing guard for over three decades. Her accomplishments as both Bishop and minister coupled with her vibrant personality helped promote and inspired so many giving them an outlet to voice their concerns.  Her devotion made her an invaluable asset throughout the community.  

Section 7. Sandee & Jate Doremus Way 
Introduced by Council Member Ariola
Sandee Doremus (Died 2024) worked for Senator Joseph P. Addabbo, Jr. for 22 years and dedicated her life assisting others and being an integral part of the Rockaway community. Jate Doremus (Died in 2010) was very involved in the Rockaway community, serving as the president of the 100th Precinct Community Council and was very involved in charitable events and holiday parties.

Section 8. John J. Napolitano Way 
Introduced by Council Member Ariola
1931 – April 3, 2020
John J. Napolitano practiced law in Ozone Park for nearly 60 years. He served as a legal advisor to the Queens County Civic Association, president of the Community Civic Association, sponsored Ozone-Howard Little League and ran for State Assembly and City Council in the 1960s. He was a member of the Civic Council of Southern Queens, the Boy Scouts of America and the Knights of Columbus.

Section 9. Rosa Casella Way 
Introduced by Council Member Avilés
March 19, 1955 – November 27, 2024
Rosa Casella served as the executive director of the Neighborhood Improvement Association for over 25 years, where she created after school programs, summer camps and counseling services. She volunteered with the 68th Precinct Community Council, where she dedicated many years of providing support to the men and women of the 68th Precinct. She helped organize the Night Out Against Crime, the Alzheimer’s Walk and the American Cancer Society Relay for Life events and various fundraising initiatives that benefited community groups and causes in her community. She was also a member of Community Board 11 for many years.   
 
Section 10. Padre Ruskin Piedra, C.Ss.R. 
Introduced by Council Member Avilés
Died December 22, 2024
Father Ruskin Piedra served over 27 years at Basilica of Our Lady of Perpetual Help, in Brooklyn. In 2003, he founded the Juan Neumann Immigration Center, which helps many refugees and immigrants who are elderly, poor and disadvantaged. Since its inception, the Center has helped over 5,000 individuals with immigration matters. Prior to moving to Brooklyn, he was a minister in the Diocese of St. Petersburg, Florida, where he was the first priest to offer Mass in Spanish. He introduced the Cursillo Movement, a spiritual renewal initiative to the diocese. He served 13 years in Opa Locka, Florida and 13 years as an itinerant preacher throughout the southeastern United States. He was assigned to the Redemptorist retreat house in Virginia where he focused on the spiritual and material needs of the growing Mexican immigrant community.  

Section 11. James “Jay” McKnight Way 
Introduced by Council Member Avilés
July 5, 1940 – May 5, 2024
James McKnight was an integral part of the vibrant music scene, performing with The Dubs, The Shells, and Lil. Nate & The Chrylers. His voice graced the airwaves with hits like "Someone Up There" and "For Every Man There's A Woman To Make You Cry." His versatility as a tenor, baritone, bass, and lead singer kept him with The Dubs for many years, and he also lent his talents to Norman Fox & The Rob Roys. He formed groups "a.k.a. Jay" and "Equal." He inspired the CD "The Magic is Back" in the late eighties, showcasing his leading vocals on tracks such as "I Don't Wanna Cry," "Heartache To Me," and "Girl Don't You Know," a heartfelt ode to his wife. His harmonious background vocals were a hallmark of the entire album. He was a Chartered Member of the Brooklyn Red Hook Lions Club, living by the motto "WE SERVE." After retiring in 2009, he remained dedicated to his community, orchestrating over 15 years of concerts in Coffey Park and contributing to the revitalization of Red Hook, including the arrival of cruise ships and support for the local library. 

Section 12. Blas González Way 
Introduced by Council Member Avilés
February 3, 1952 – May 27, 2024
Blas De Jesus Gonzalez is a Dominican immigrant who came to the United States to work and support his family and the community. He worked hard and was able to save enough money to open Los Compadres grocery store. This small business became a cornerstone of the neighborhood for more than 40 years. He consistently worked long hours so that his three daughters could have a home and pay for their college education. Despite the language barrier, he worked tirelessly to create a better future for himself, his family, and the community. As a grocery store owner, he was a role model in the Sunset Park community. He helped people who came to the grocery store as though they were part of his family. He gave jobs to many people in the Sunset Park community. For years, he helped the United Volunteers for the Community group by donating toys for the children of Sunset Park. Whenever families were going through difficult times, he never turned them away. Instead, he provided families with the means to put food on their tables and allowed them to settle their bills later.  

Section 13. Don B Lee Way 
Introduced by Council Member Avilés
1959 – 2024
	Don B Lee was the chair of Homecrest Community Services, a social service center in Brooklyn. His distinguished career as a public servant for New York City spanned multiple mayoral administrations, where his innovative contributions set new benchmarks for efficiency and accessibility. In 1995, he co-led a successful effort to save the Grand Street subway station vital to Chinatown residents. After 9/11, he worked with the Chinese Consolidated Benevolent Association to coordinate disaster relief in support of Chinese American community businesses in Chinatown and Little Italy. In 2020, during the COVID-19 pandemic, he led a mutual aid initiative to deliver food to Chinese seniors in need. After his death, the Don Lee Memorial Fund was established to fund various initiatives in the Brooklyn community. 

Section 14. Dr. Antonia Pantoja Lane
Introduced by Council Member Ayala
September 13, 1922 – May 24, 2002
Antonia Pantoja was an educator, social worker, feminist and civil rights leader. She founded ASPIRA in 1961, a non-profit organization that promotes positive self-image and education to Puerto Rican youth in New York City. In 1970, she created and led the Puerto Rican Research and Resource Center in Washington, D.C., which led to the establishment of Boricua College in the 1970’s, which continues to provide higher education to the underrepresented communities in Manhattan, the Bronx and Brooklyn. In 1996, she was recognized by President Bill Clinton for her efforts and dedication by awarding her the Presidential Medal of Freedom, being the first Latinx woman to receive the honor. 

Section 15. Gregory C. Nichols Sr. Way 
Introduced by Council Member Ayala
Gregory Charles Nichols was born on October 30, 1963, in the Bronx and later moved to the Patterson Houses, a place he would come to cherish and serve for the rest of his life. Known for his boundless energy and love for music, he was often the life of the party, eventually becoming widely known and loved as “DJ n Pops.” As a husband and father of five, his devotion to children and family was unwavering. He extended this love beyond his own home, mentoring young men in the Patterson community and teaching them how to be better people—instilling values of respect, responsibility, and self-worth. He and his wife were deeply committed to giving back. Together, they organized annual back-to-school barbecues where they provided school supplies, backpacks, and meals to neighborhood children. Gregory also led community events such as Thanksgiving dinners, Memorial Day cookouts, and Secret Santa gift drives—always funded out of his own pocket, never asking for anything in return. Gregory Charles Nichols was not just a DJ—he was a pillar of the Patterson Projects. His generosity, mentorship, and spirit of community left a lasting impact on all who knew him. For his dedication to his community, he received an award from the Patterson Houses Committee.

Section 16. Ethel Battle Velez Way (Introduced by Council Member Ayala) 
October 8, 1947 – January 25, 2025
Ethel Battle Velez was an advocate for public housing residents. She was president of the Tenant Association of James Weldon Johnson Houses for 40 years where she played a pivotal role in YouthBuild, which empowered young people and fostered leadership within public housing. She worked closely with the National Congress of Neighborhood Women where she worked on daycare initiatives, parent advocacy and grassroots organizing. She co-founded the Johnson Youth Patrol and helped create a community center at the Johnson Houses.  

Section 17. John William Perry Way 
Introduced by Council Member Ayala
June 24, 1963 – September 11, 2001
John William Perry served with the NYPD for eight years and was assigned to the 40th Precinct. He was killed on 9/11 while attempting to rescue the victims trapped in the World Trade Center. 

Section 18. NELLIE MCKAY WAY 
Introduced by Council Member Ayala
Nellie McKay was a long-time Bronx River Houses resident and community activist. She moved to New York City in 1959 and lived in the Bronx. Over the years, she held roles as a nurse’s aide, nanny, caterer, event planner, and educator. As an advocate for Bronx River Houses residents, she fought for accessibility, established the first garden at the development which won awards at NYCHA’s garden competitions and organized many meetings for the residents to hear their concerns. She served as a New York State Committeewoman for two decades, led voter registration drives, and mentored countless youth. She volunteered for numerous organizations, including St. Luke’s-Roosevelt Hospital and Middletown Prison. She received accolades from Residents Reagan, Clinton and Obama, and Congressional and Council recognitions as well. In 2010, she published her memoir, From Flour Sack Slips to Lingerie, which shares her extraordinary journey and life lessons on faith, perseverance, and joy. 

Section 19. GLORIA DENARD WAY 
Introduced by Council Member Ayala
October 11, 1926 – May 30, 2020
Gloria DeNard studied voice at the Juilliard School, sang on CBS Radio and toured the world as a USO performer. Throughout the 1950s, her and her husband traveled the world on USO tours, performing for United States troops in Alaska, Japan, South Korea, among other places. She founded Manna House Workshops in 1967, which began as a monthly coffee house at the Church of the Ascension in Harlem. In 1968, with grants from the Rockefeller Foundation and other sources, she bought a five-story building on East 106th Street, making the first two floors a school and renting the upper stories. She ran Manna House for 52 years with the cost of music lessons as low as $20. Some of Manna House’s former students include Will Calhoun, drummer for the rock band Living Color, and actress PaSean Wilson, who went on to have careers in the arts. She was involved with Manna House until the last week of her life.  

Section 20. Ray A. Hodge III Way 
Introduced by Council Member Ayala
Ray A. Hodge was a lifelong resident of the Mott Haven developments in the South Bronx, where he was born and raised. He was a son, father, brother, nephew, partner, friend, and a leader working on making change in his community. Ray began dedicating his life to uplifting those around him, especially the young men in his neighborhood. He believed in the power of transformation and had begun working to help others see the world not as a place of sadness, but as a place full of opportunity and light. Ray’s commitment to his community was evident in his efforts to mentor young men, steering them away from the streets and guiding them toward a better future. He was in the process of collaborating with others to build mentorship programs aimed at encouraging young minority youth to make positive change in their lives. Having lived through the struggles he sought to help others overcome, Ray had been enlightened on how vital it was to shape a person from the core, and made a shift in his life to help young men find their path away from negative influences that they face in the South Bronx. Ray was more than just a mentor; Ray was a guiding light in his community. He spent countless hours coaching local kids in baseball and basketball, not only teaching them sports skills but also offering them a path to escape the cycle of violence and despair that so often plagued their surroundings. Beyond the field and court, Ray became a voice of encouragement. He inspired neighborhood residents to pursue careers in city and state jobs, urging them to build better futures for themselves and their families. His words of wisdom were a constant source of strength and motivation for many, and the community looked to him for direction and guidance. Ray's impact was profound and long-lasting. His efforts to steer people toward a better life, combined with his unwavering belief in second chances, left an indelible mark on all who knew him. His legacy continues to live on in the hearts of those he inspired and the lives he changed. Ray also made significant strides in improving the quality of education for underprivileged children in the Bronx. Through his tireless work, he raised the aspirations of many in the neighborhood, earning him deep respect and admiration from the youth, friends, and families he touched. His commitment to his community was steadfast, and even after his passing, he is remembered as someone who gave everything for the betterment of others. In the early days of his community work, Ray became a voice of reason for those around him. He encouraged others to stay out of trouble and continued to find ways to make meaningful change in his neighborhood. Known to many as the local mailman, Ray was a beloved figure who was always there to lend a hand, offer words of encouragement, and inspire those around him to grow and transform. He helped countless individuals find a sense of self-worth and change their careers, though he knew the road to success was never easy. Still, his passion and dedication to his community never wavered. Through his actions and words, Ray left a legacy of hope and empowerment that will never be forgotten.

Section 21. Mary F. Wilson Way 
Introduced by Council Member Banks
June 21, 1943 – March 11, 2025
Mary Fann Wilson was very involved in her community as a resident of Breukelen Houses. She moved to Brooklyn from Georgia in 1962. Along with her husband, she moved the family to Breukelen Houses in 1971 and became Pillars of Breukelen and the community. She worked closely with children who attended the Breukelen Community Center. She touched the lives of so many children in the community and assisted in ushering them into professionals, politicians and amazing contributors of the community. She opened her home to people in need and regularly fed and provided shelter for the community. She often made food and cakes to share with the people in the community and she opened her home to many young people who were displaced due to their homes being directly impacted by drug addiction or eviction issues without taking any money. She taught many of the young women how to cook and prepare food for their families. She also donated clothes to the people in the community and if she knew there was someone in need they often didn’t have to ask because she would just give without being prompted.   

Section 22. Stepha T. Henry Boulevard 
Introduced by Council Member Banks
September 22, 1984 – May 29, 2007
Stepha Treviene Henry moved to Brooklyn with her family when she was six years-old. She quickly adapted to her new environment, showcasing an extraordinary spirit and a passion for learning from a young age. Her time at Dr. Ronald McNair Elementary School was pivotal; under the guidance of her teacher, Mr. D. Collymore, she flourished, winning first place in an anti-violence essay competition and receiving numerous awards for her achievements in various subjects. At Francis Scott Key Junior High School, she earned recognition in Spanish, Drama, and Journalism, among other subjects. During her time at Metropolitan Corporate Academy High School, she distinguished herself as a leader and community advocate participating in the New York City Mentoring Program, volunteering with NY Cares and organized fundraisers. She graduated from high school in 2002 with the third highest GPA in her class and received multiple scholarships, including the prestigious New York Lottery Leaders of Tomorrow Scholarship. She studied at John Jay College of Criminal Justice, where she pursued a Bachelor of Arts in Humanities, graduating Cum Laude in the spring of 2006. She interned at the New York Civil Liberties Union and Junior Achievement New York.  She also contributed her skills to organizations, such as Street Squash and Citizens Union, where she worked on projects aimed at electoral reform and student support. In 2007, she vanished after going to a nightclub while visiting family in Florida. In 2024, Kendrick Williams convicted of her murder and was sentenced to life in prison.

Section 23. Anabelle Alston-Diaz Way 
Introduced by Council Member Banks
March 12, 1963 – March 11, 2025
Anabelle Alston was very active in her community. She was an outspoken and beloved community staple who fiercely protected her neighborhood and all those within it. Whether she was cooking one of her legendary meals or helping seniors at the community center, she was a true blessing to everyone fortunate enough to know her. On any given day, you could spot her walking gently down Stanley Avenue, pushing her shopping cart. She was a staff member at the Boulevard Community Center and an active participant in initiatives such as ENY Reign, Brooklyn Rule Breakers, and Boulevard NSTAT, among others. 

Section 24. John C. Wilson Way 
Introduced by Council Member Banks
May 21, 1926 – January 28, 1995
John “Curley” Wilson was a beloved husband, father, grandfather, great-grandfather, veteran, entrepreneur, mentor, and a pillar of the Breukelen Houses and surrounding Brooklyn communities. He served in the United States Army and later dedicated his life to uplifting those around him. He and his wife moved to the Breukelen Houses in 1971 where they both got very involved in their community mentoring youth, supporting families, and helping to shape the next generation of professionals, leaders, and community builders. He was the only barber in Breukelen for many years, remembered not just for his haircuts but for his wisdom, humor and love. His home on Glenwood Road, complete with a garden and chickens, was a source of nourishment and community care. Deeply connected to the political and civic infrastructure, he regularly engaged local leaders, city officials, and stakeholders to bring resources to Breukelen. He championed youth programs, created recreational spaces like the racetrack at 260 Park, and taught woodshop and electrical classes. His mentorship helped steer many young people away from the streets and into brighter futures. He also fostered a strong police/community relationships, working with the 69th Precinct and others to build trust and opportunity. In 1980, he established Breukelen Memorial Day, and in 1981, “Curley Wilson Old Timers Day” was founded in his honor with events that brought Breukelen, Brownsville, and Starrett City together in unity and celebration. 

Section 25. Fat Boys Avenue 
Introduced by Council Member Banks
The Fat Boys, an American hip hop trio from Brooklyn, New York, emerged in the early 1980s. Composed of Mark "Prince Markie Dee" Morales, Damon "Kool Rock-Ski" Wimbley, and Darren "Buff Love" Robinson, the group initially went by the name Disco 3. They are renowned for their pioneering use of beatboxing in their music, paving the way for artists like Biz Markie and Doug E. Fresh. The Fat Boys, alongside Run-D.M.C., Whodini, and Kurtis Blow, were among the first rap groups to release full-length albums, setting a new standard in the industry. Their music was characterized by comedic and self-deprecating rhymes, resonating with audiences and earning them acclaim. The group's early albums, produced by the legendary Kurtis Blow, were instrumental in establishing their unique sound and identity in the hip hop scene. Hits like "Jail House Rap," "Can You Feel It?," and "The Fat Boys Are Back" solidified their popularity and laid the foundation for a successful music career. One of their standout achievements was the album Crushin', which earned Platinum status, thanks to the success of their collaboration with The Beach Boys on the single "Wipeout." This partnership showcased the group's versatility and crossover appeal, demonstrating their ability to transcend musical boundaries. The follow-up album, Coming Back Hard Again, continued their winning streak, achieving Gold status with hits like "The Twist (Yo, Twist)" featuring Chubby Checker. Beyond their musical accomplishments, The Fat Boys made a mark in the film and television industry. Starring in movies like Krush Groove and Disorderlies, they brought their unique style and humor to the big screen, captivating audiences with their on-screen presence. Additionally, their appearance in commercials for Swatch watches introduced them to a broader audience, showcasing their entertaining and engaging personalities.

Section 26. Dan Doctoroff Way 
Introduced by Council Members Bottcher and Brewer
Dan Doctoroff is a businessman and former government official who served as Deputy Mayor for Economic Development and Rebuilding under the Bloomberg Administration from 2002 to 2007. He led one of the city’s most dramatic economic resurgences, spearheading the effort to revive the City after the attacks on 9/11 through a five-borough economic development strategy.  This included the most ambitious land-use transformation in the city’s modern history; the largest affordable housing program ever launched by an American city; and the creation of PlaNYC, New York’s pathbreaking sustainability plan. Before joining the Bloomberg administration, he was Managing Partner of Oak Hill Capital Partners, a major private equity investment firm.  While at Oak Hill, he founded NYC2012, the organization dedicated to bringing the Olympic Games to New York. He continued to oversee New York City’s bid as Deputy Mayor, ensuring that the Olympic effort spurred parks, housing, and economic development projects in all five boroughs. He was diagnosed with amyotrophic lateral sclerosis (ALS) in 2021. 

Section 27. Malachy McCourt Lane
Introduced by Council Member Brewer
September 20, 1931 – March 11, 2024
Malachy McCourt was an actor, writer and politician. He appeared in soap operas, including Ryan’s Hope, where he had a recurring role as a bartender from 1975 to 1989. He also starred in films, including Reversal of Fortune, Bonfire of Vanities, The Other Guys and The Devil’s Own. He appeared in commercials and hosted radio and television shows, and later ran for governor of New York in 2006, representing the Green Party. He opened Malachy’s, a pub on the Upper East Side.

Section 28. Larry Harlow Way
Introduced by Council Member Brewer
Died August 20, 2021
	Lawrence Harlow Kahn helped define salsa music and spread it throughout the United States and the world.  He performed in small clubs and on big stages, including for an audience estimated variously at 30,000 to 50,000 at Yankee Stadium in 1973 as a member of the seminal group the Fania All-Stars. He was one of the first artists signed to Fania, a Latin record label formed in 1964 in New York. He also helped Fania sign numerous up-and-coming artists and producing over 250 records. He was inducted into the International Latin Music Hall of Fame in 2000 and earned a Latin Grammy Trustees Award.

Section 29. Lionel ‘Chinx’ Pickens Blvd. 
Introduced by Council Member Brooks-Powers
December 4, 1983 – May 17, 2015
Lionel ‘Chinx’ Pickens was an American rapper who was a member of The Rockaway Riot Squad and had a hit record in the early 2000s when he started making music with the late Stack Bundles and French Montana. He was killed in a drive-by shooting. To mark the 10 year anniversary of his death, his family founded the Lionel D. Pickens Foundation, which will focus on youth mentorship and development by connecting young people with mentors to help guide them academically, professionally and emotionally, scholarships for students regardless of circumstance, small business grants that provide local entrepreneurs with funding and resources and community initiatives, such as coat drives and toy drives for families in need. 

Section 30. Giuseppa Vendome Way 
Introduced by Council Member Cabán
1923 – April 29, 2024
Giuseppa Vendome was born in Italy in 1923, and later migrated to the United States. Over her life, she worked as a chocolate candy maker, a tailor and owner and manager of real estate and restaurants. Shortly after the 9/11 terrorist attacks, she opened her Canal Street restaurant, Nino’s to first responders and over the next months provided over 500,000 free meals to police, fire and sanitation workers who were assisting in the rescue and recovery efforts. Her efforts were chronicled in the 9/11 Memorial website and she was honored by Mayor Eric Adams with September 10, 2022, being proclaimed as Giuseppa Vendome Day. She was also honored by the New York State Assembly on November 6th as worthy of the esteem of both the community and State of New York.

Section 31. Scott “The Plateman” Spina Way 
Introduced by Council Member Carr
June 14, 1948 – November 23, 2024
Scott Spina served in the United States Army in the 82nd Airborne Division from 1969 until 1971. He was award the Purple Heart when he was severely wounded during combat in Vietnam. When he returned from his service, he and his father Dominick co-founded D&S Private Service Bureau, which is now known as "The Plateman," which he ran for over past 50 years. He was a charter member of the Central Kiwanis Club, a Distinguished Past Lieutenant Governor, Past President, Past Secretary and served as President of the NCK Foundation Board.    

Section 32. Coach Bill Welsh Way 
Introduced by Council Member Carr
July 5, 1929 – September 6, 2023
Bill Welsh was regarded as the greatest mentor for the Staten Island running community. He finished fifth in the 1955 Boston Marathon and helped develop sub four-minute miler Charlie Marsala and Olympic high-jumper Bill Jankunis. He started the track team at Port Richmond High School and led the New Dorp track team to win numerous titles. He coached the Staten Island AC and Central Jersey Striders, wrote a column in the Staten Island Advance for beginner runners and was inducted into the Staten Island Sports Hall of Fame, was a member of Brighton Kiwanis, SI Ancient Order of Hibernians, the Staten Island Athletic Club and an original member of SITRAC, which initiated the construction of the Indoor Track at Ocean Breeze where he was honored on opening day. 

Section 33. Arthur C. Leahy Jr. Way 
Introduced by Council Member Carr
August 12, 1939 – April 6, 1975
Arthur C. Leahy Jr. served in the United States Marine Corps and later worked for the Department of Parks and Recreation. He was murdered during a botched burglary while working an overnight shift as a security guard at LaTourette Park. 

Section 34. Isa Boletini Way 
Introduced by Council Member Carr
Isa Boletini was born on January 15th, 1864 in the village of Boletin near Mitroviça, Ottoman Empire. While his family had roots in Shala in Northern Albania, they moved from the village of Isniq near Deçan due to a gjakmarrja blood feud, leading to their relocation to Boletin, a village from which they derived their new surname. Boletini joined the Albanian nationalist League of Prizren and following his participation in the Battle of Slivova against the Ottoman forces in April 1881 he became active in the change in the regional military and politics, growing to exert considerable influence over his home region. His responsibilities and focus changed, and by 1898-99, he had earned a reputation for his protection of the Serbian Orthodox community in the Mitrovica region, for which he was awarded a medal and a supply of weapons from the Kingdom of Serbia. In 1908 during the Young Turk revolution a large gathering in Firzovik (Ferizaj) of local urban notables and Muslim clergy (ulema) backed restoration of the constitution while Boletini on the side of the chieftains viewed that position as disloyalty to the sultan. While Boletini had supported the Young Turks in 1908, he would later fought against their government. The Committee of Union and Progress (CUP), part of the Young Turks, restored of the constitution and attempted to stop gjakmarrja blood feuds in Kosovo by sentencing Albanians who participated in these feuds. Influential locals in Kosovo eventually saw Boletini as a threat. Boletini was a chieftain who not only sought to keep old privileges and autonomy, but also disagreed about the restoration of the constitution. Those in Kosovo were unsuccessful in attempting to have the new Young Turk government arrest him and destroy his kulla. Nexhip Draga, one of those in Kosovo who sought Boletini’s arrest, traveled to the local CUP committee in Salonika to argue his stance. They were convinced, and the Ottoman government took action against Boletini by sending an officer and soldiers to serve a court order to Boletini for illegally receiving land from the sultan that previously belonged to a local named Haxhi Ali. Boletini refused to take the charges seriously, spoke out against the Young Turks and their revolution and threw out the Ottoman officer and soldiers. Ottoman forces attacked his kulla shortly after and fighting ensued. Boletini escaped with a small group of men and his kulla was destroyed.  Local Ottoman authorities convinced the Young Turk government to refocus its attention towards other local chieftains, as pursuing Boletini could cause further issues. The Ottoman army subsequently destroyed the kullas of multiple other chieftains in Kosovo. On  May 15, 1909 the Young Turks, sent military forces to the Kosovo Vilayet to stop growing anti-government sentiment amidst the continuing denial of rights to Albanians, break peasants’ resistance against new taxes from Istanbul had introduced, and capture of Boletini with a 300 lira bounty for his capture. Boletini, and other chiefs in modern day Pejë and Gjakovë led an attack on the Ottoman army in Pristina, Prizren and various other locations. In 1910, Boletini and the heads of twelve Albanian highland clans agreed to joint action against the Ottomans. The flag of Isa Boletini was used for the first time at the Assembly of Isniq in 1910. Boletini attacked Firzovik and Prizren with two thousand men, resisting the Ottoman army at Carraleva for two days. The Ottomans eventually stopped the rebellion and Boletini escaped capture. In 1910, he was named a leading Albanian figure in Mitrovica. By May 20th, 1912, Boletini and other Albanian leaders gave a Besa to fight the Young Turks. In the spring, Boletini led a successful revolt in Kosovo against the Turks and on August 18, the Ottomans promised autonomy for the Albanian vilayets of Kosovo, Scutari, Yanina and part of modern day Bitola, and the Porte was ready to concede a series of economic, political, administrative and cultural rights, but no formal autonomy. The Albanians and Ottomans agreed on September 4th to the creation of a unified, nearly autonomous Albanian State. On November 28th, 1912 Albania gained independence. His flag was carried during his march into Vlorë that day, and later on Boletini continued to protect Vlorë’s government while also a part of the Albanian delegation to the London Conference (1913) with Ismail Qemali, the Albanian head of government. On September 23rd, 1913, the Albanian revolt in Macedonia over a refusal to accept the decision of the Conference on the Albanian borders led to the recovery of lost areas by Boletini who was the Minister of War at the time, and six thousand men under his comment They retook the towns of Gostivar, Struga and Ohrid. During World War I, Boletini fought against Montenegro and Serbia. Boletini died in Podgorica on the 23rd or 24th January 1916, with differing accounts as to the circumstances of his death. Boletini was buried in Podgorica, but in 2015 Boletini was reburied in the village of Boletin. In 2010, the president of Kosovo, Fatmir Sejdiu, awarded Boletini the highest order, "Hero of Kosovo." The Isa Boletini Monument was built in Shkodër, Albania in 1986, and a statue in Southern Mitrovica, Kosovo on the 100th anniversary of the Independence of Albania. Boletini’s long history of leading the charge in the fight for one’s own independence and culture parallels the fight of Albanian immigrants to establish and organize their community, culture, and collective voice here in America, as other immigrants have before them. Here in Staten Island, Boletini’s name stands as an inspiration for Albanian-Americans, and compels those who follow his example to remain steadfast in dedication to both America and the cultural community they have established in New York City and especially Staten Island.

Section 35. William “Billy Bang” Thomas Way 
Introduced by Council Member De La Rosa
February 4, 1957 – December 4, 2022
William Thomas was an athlete while attending Lehman High School in the late 1970s, earning All-City honors in basketball and excelling in track and field. In 1996, he suffered an injury that left him paralyzed while trying to prevent a robbery. Despite his injury, he continued to organize neighborhood basketball games and founded local tournaments in the Bronx, Washington Heights and Harlem. He mentored hundreds of kids over the decades and co-founded the youth basketball brand Guard Up, and led a team in the Uptown Basketball Association league that won the 2016 championship. He was inducted into Entertainers Basketball Classic Hall of Fame at Rucker Park, was featured in the TNT documentary On Hallowed Ground, was named Coach of the Year at the Central Park North Meadow basketball tournament and received the Editor’s Choice Award from the American Library of Poetry in 1998. 

Section 36. James A. “Jimmy” Packes Way 
Introduced by Council Member Dinowitz
July 23, 1938 – December 6, 2021
Jimmy Packes served in the Army National Guard where he attained the rank of sergeant and later became a successful businessman. He ran the Kingsdale Service Center, a gas station that he sold in the mid-1990s. He later owned Riverdale Auto Clinic for over 20 years. He was known for his kindness and compassion to customers and was recognized in The Riverdale Press as an unsung hero after he extended free car maintenance for frontline workers at the height of the coronavirus pandemic. He was awarded the Bronx Community Board 8 Betty Campbell Adams Most Valuable Merchant Award.

Section 37. James Baldwin Plaza 
Introduced by Council Member Dinowitz
August 2, 1924 – December 1, 1987
James Baldwin was a writer and civil rights activist and is considered one of the greatest writers of his generation.  He would later become a prominent figure of the Civil Rights Movement.  He was born in Harlem and at the age of fourteen, became a member of the Pentecostal Church where he began to preach.  In the early 1940s, he abandoned his religious faith to focus on literature.  He began writing short stories, essays and book reviews, which were published in Notes of a Native Son in 1955.  His most known and celebrated work is his partially autobiographical novel Go Tell It On The Mountain.  His writings denounce racism and more precisely the injustices done to the African-American community in the United States in the 1920s. The book is considered one of the literary masterpieces of that era.  In 1956, he published Giovanni’s Room in which he openly discusses the issues of race and homosexuality.  In 1957, he returned to the United States to participate in the Civil Rights Movement alongside Martin Luther King and Malcolm X.  In 1961, he published an important essay on race relations and the role of writers in society entitled Nobody Knows my Name: More Notes of a Native Son, which would be followed in 1962 by the novel Another Country.  In 1963, he published The Fire Next Time, which is widely considered one of the most brilliant essays on the history of black protest.  He also wrote two plays, The Amen Corner (1955), and, Blues for Mister Charlie (1964).  He won the prestigious George Polk prize in 1963.  In 1987, the “National James Baldwin Literary Society” was founded and in 1992, Hampshire College in Amherst, Massachusetts, the institution of higher learning where he taught in the 1980s started the “James Baldwin Scholar Program” which provides scholarships to talented students from undeserved communities who would benefit from a transition year before college.  His short story Sonny’s Blues is often included in anthologies of fiction studied in college literature seminars.  He was included in Molefi Kete Asante’s, founder of the first PhD program in African American Studies, dictionary as one of 100 Greatest African Americans.  In 2005, the United States Postal Service made a first-class stamp dedicated to James Baldwin.

Section 38. Sandra Pabon Way 
Introduced by Council Member Dinowitz
July 19, 1961 – June 2, 2023
Sandra Pabon was an active member of her community serving as chaplain of the 49th Precinct Clergy Council, as well as a district leader and Democratic State Committee woman. She organized many local community meetings and toy drives and served as a union delegate, substance use counselor, first responder and mobilized countless initiatives in response to Hurricane Maria and delivered masks, testing kits and PPE to the elderly during the pandemic. She partnered with New York Cares and collected clothes and gave away thousands of coats to those in need. She also founded Soup for Souls for those who were in need of food. For her commitment to her community, she was named a Bronx Power Woman and her passing was acknowledged in the State Senate with Senate Resolution No. 1357. 

Section 39. Coach Carlos Ramirez Sr. Avenue 
Introduced by Council Member Farías
March 15, 1943 – August 21, 2015
	Carlos Ramirez Sr. was one of two coaches at the Bronxchester Boxing Gym in Castle Hill. Bronxchester Boxing Gym opened in 1977, and for over three decades, he helped to create a refuge in the neighborhood of Castle Hill for many members of the community to train for fights in Madison Square Garden, to prepare for fights abroad, or to learn to defend themselves, regardless of whether they were a boy or a girl, found community and family amidst the dangers of the area. Coach Camacho and Ramirez acted guided many boxing students by training, encouraging, and pushing their students to achieve their goals. He worked closely with the 43rd Precinct, in which he trained some of the police officers, to prevent drug and gang violence from affecting their students. Joey Rios, who boxed in the national Golden Gloves quarterfinals trained at the gym. He won the Junior Olympics in May of 1992. Thanks to the coaching and dedication to boxing by both coaches, other students would become famous as the products of the gym's training regimens and philosophies, such as Aaron Davis and Iran Barkley, students of Bronxchester Boxing. For the fame that these students of the Southeastern Bronx received, thanks to the work of coaches, again, co-naming Castle Hill Avenue and Randall Avenue in Carlos Ramirez's honor is the least that the community can do. The gym has also raised the minds and hopes of those who went to it, and still go. Though Joey Rios won the Golden Gloves and stepped into the spotlight of fame, many other famous boxers who would fight in New York City but were not students of Bronxchester Boxing went to the gym to prepare for their fights, and did so alongside the students of Castle Hill. This was due to the reputation of the gym, as well as coach Camacho and Ramirez. Famous boxers would come to the gym and amaze the students at the gym. Coach Ramirez loved what he did and would go down to the gym every chance he got, and would keep pushing his students forward. He always wanted to see them improve and strive for success. He continued to do so, even when he became sick and was diagnosed with cancer in the mid-2000s. Despite his illness, he kept coming to the gym, even when he had to rest along the way because of his condition. 

Section 40. Kenneth Giordano Way 
Introduced by Council Member Farías
July 28, 1943 – July 15, 2013
Kenneth Giordano owned Willie’s Steakhouse, where he incorporated live entertainment with dining. Willie’s Steakhouse was considered the center of the Bronx’s Latin Jazz community, where Jazz great, such as, Johnny Pacheco, Dave Valentin, Willie Colon, Eddie Palmieri and Tito Puente were regulars. Many celebrities spent time at Willie’s, including Al Pacino, Bill Cosby, Mark Anthony and Celia Cruz.  

Section 41. Morton Povman Way 
Introduced by Council Member Gennaro
January 13, 1931 – March 5, 2024
Morton Povman was a former Council Member for over 30 years, making him the longest serving Council Member in City Council history. He served the 24th district and was chair to the Health Committee and helped keep East Harlem’s Metropolitan Hospital, among other hospitals open. He also fought for plans to put a racetrack in Flushing Meadows Corona Park in 1984, and also fought to build Arthur Ashe Stadium for the US Open. 
Section 42. Deacon German Martinez Way 
Introduced by Council Member Gutiérrez
October 11, 1937 – April 23, 2024
German Martinez served at the Transfiguration Church in Williamsburg. He was ordained in 1975 as the first Latino deacon in the Diocese of Brooklyn. He served his church for over 40 years, in which he performed over 1,000 baptisms and marriages. During his tenure, he cared for many homeless individuals living with HIV and AIDS.

Section 43. Purnel Chance Way 
Introduced by Council Member Gutiérrez
February 24, 1955 – April 25, 2021
Purnel Chance organized the first annual Bikers for babies Run, a charitable motorcycle event that mobilized the Ghettos Coalition Bikers to hand deliver donations, diapers, wipes and baby formula to Mother Hale House in 1996. Over the years, this has attracted hundreds of riders to support vulnerable children. He also launched a Toys for Tots Holiday Charity Run, bringing toys to children who are hospitalized over the Holidays. He received many awards from Wyckoff Hospital, Lutheran Family Health Centers, Head Start Programs and the National Puerto Rican Association, among many others. He also created the Support Your Local Ghettos brand, which is a message of solidarity, responsibility and transformation for underserved communities. All proceeds from branded merchandise directly fund the annual charitable events organized by the Ghettos Coalition Society.

Section 44. Samyia Spain Place 
Introduced by Council Member Hanif
April 11, 2004 - March 17, 2024
Samyia Spain was a victim of violence when she and her twin sister were attacked outside a store by a man after she refused to give him her number. She died of stab wounds. 

Section 45. Bobby McGhie Way 
Introduced by Council Member Hanks
1951 – April 7, 2023
	Bobby McGhie attended P.S. 16 and Curtis High School, where he excelled as a multi-sport athlete in football, basketball, and baseball. After high school, he served in the United States Army as a water purification specialist. Upon completing his military service, he continued his education and graduated from Cortland State in 1976. He returned to Staten Island with a renewed dedication to youth development, education, and athletics. He served as an assistant football coach at Curtis High School for over a decade, playing a pivotal role in rebuilding the program. His passion for coaching extended to Moore Catholic, St. Anthony’s in Jersey City, and the NYPD football team. He was also a long-time supporter and participant in the annual Fugazzi Bowl. He contributed to the Staten Island Advance High School Football Advisory Board, Friends of Staten Island High School Football, and both the Al Fabbri and Sal Somma Award selection committees. He helped organize ambulance coverage for local games, a safety measure that remains in place today. He served as a trainer and equipment manager for the St. Peter’s baseball team, taught lifeguard instruction, and coached the YMCA Masters Division swim team. His musical talents also found a place in the community, as he played the trumpet and French horn with the Our Lady of Perpetual Help Drum & Bugle Corps in Brooklyn and the Ridgeman Drum and Bugle Corps on Staten Island. He worked as a physical education teacher for the NYC Board of Education, teaching at Morris I.S. 61 and Dreyfus I.S. 49. He also served for 21 years as a nighttime supervisor at the Cromwell Recreation Center in Tompkinsville with the Department of Parks and Recreation. In 2009, he was honored as an Unsung Hero by the Staten Island Sports Hall of Fame for his decades of selfless service and contributions to the Island’s sports and education communities.

Section 46. Tom Magliocca Way 
Introduced by Council Member Hanks
July 3, 1947 – August 27, 2024
	Tom Magliocca went to Port Richmond High School and was drafted into the United States Army in 1966. He served as a Sergeant in the First Division (Big Red One), First Squadron, Fourth U.S. Cavalry. He served in Vietnam from April 1967 until April 1968. He was awarded a Vietnam Service Medal with 3 bronze service stars; Republic of Vietnam Campaign Medal; National Defense Service Medal; Army Commendation Medal; Bronze Star and Sharpshooter (Rifle). He co-founded the VVA Thomas J. Tori Chapter 421. After the chapter was awarded their charter, he was elected to the Board of Directors and later served as the POW/MIA Chairperson. As POW/MIA Chairperson, he collaborated with fellow veterans on the “Free the Eagle Movement.” Its purpose was to gather thousands of signatures across the United States to draw attention to the POW/MIA issue. Hundreds of thousands of signatures were submitted which influenced the changes that were made in raising awareness on the issue. As a result of this, the POW/MIA flag flies on all government facilities. He worked with a group of teen-age boys with special needs, known as “The Lost Boys.” Along with other veterans, he created and participated in “Special Olympic Games created for the group.” He volunteered his time at the Staten Island Ferry boat ride for God’s Exceptional Children annually. Every year the chapter holds several Christmas events to distribute toys to underprivileged and hospitalized children. 

Section 47. Rep. John Murphy Way 
Introduced by Council Member Hanks
August 3, 1926 – May 25, 2015
John Murphy served as a Democratic member of the United States House of Representatives from New York’s 16th and 17th districts. He served in the United States Army from August 1944 to July 1956, he was deployed to Korea as a wartime platoon leader, company commander and intelligence officer in the Ninth Infantry Regiment. Murphy was awarded the nation’s second-highest military honor, the Distinguished Service Cross, for his actions during the battle of Kunu-ri. He also was awarded two Bronze Stars and the Purple Heart. As a Congressman, he introduced the Omnibus Maritime Bill that would revitalize maritime policy, reorganize certain government agencies and reform regulation of maritime affairs in the United States. He also sponsored legislation, including the Civil Rights Act, the Voting Rights Act and the creation of Medicare and Medicaid.  

Section 48. Annette Esposito Way 
Introduced by Council Member Hanks
September 3, 1938 – April 22, 2024
Annette Esposito was a dedicated advocate for her community but a shining example of her unwavering faith. Most recently as a tireless volunteer for Project Hospitality, the El Centro food pantry, and the Crossroads Foundation, she previously worked for Catholic Charities, volunteered and taught at St. Mary’s of the Assumption school and church, and was an active member of the Port Richmond Civic Patrol, earning a Woman of Achievement honors for her community work. She was an active member of the Port Richmond Anti-Violence Task Force, was a founder of the Port Richmond Improvement Association and was an active member of the Port Richmond Civic Association. She was a volunteer of Midnight Basketball at the Port Richmond CYO for five years and was an original participant in the Friendship Dinners after a spree of hate crimes against Latino immigrants. 

Section 49. Giuseppe Garibaldi Way 
Introduced by Council Member Hanks
1807 – June 2, 1882
General Giuseppe Garibaldi, the 19th-century Italian patriot who crusaded for a unified Italy during the European era of state building. In 1834, he joined the Young Italy Society organized by Italian nationalist Giuseppe Mazzini. They fought in the first republican uprising for independence in Genoa, Italy, but after the movement was crushed, Garibaldi fled to South America where he remained in exile from 1836 to 1848. While there, he fought against Argentine dictator Juan Manuel de Rosas in the Uruguayan Civil War from 1842 to 1846. He returned to Italy in 1849, to support Mazzini and his short-lived Roman Republic. After Mazzini’s regime capitulated to French forces, Garibaldi fled Italy for New York where he met inventor and fellow Italian exile Antonio Meucci, whose patent for telephone technology predated Alexander Graham Bell. Meucci invited Garibaldi to stay at his cottage in Clifton, Staten Island. There, he worked as a candle maker as he recovered from the war and planned his next military campaign. Today, the cottage on Tompkins Avenue is the home of the Garibaldi-Meucci Museum. In 1854, Garibaldi returned to Italy to fight for a united Italian nation. In 1860, Garibaldi’s volunteer forces annexed Sicily and Naples. The successful campaign led to the unification of Italy under King Victor Emmanuel II, and solidified Garibaldi’s international reputation as a military leader. President Abraham Lincoln offered Garibaldi a command in the Union Army at the beginning of the Civil War, which Garibaldi declined so that he could continue to fight for the fledgling nation. 

Section 50. Antonio Meucci Way 
Introduced by Council Member Hanks
April 13, 1808 – October 18, 1889
Antonio Meucci was an Italian inventor who is known for developing a voice-communication apparatus that many sources credit as the first telephone. Upon immigrating to New York, he continued to work on a project he had begun in Havana, Cuba, an invention he later called the teletrofono, involving electronic communications. He set up a rudimentary communications link in his Staten Island home that connected the basement with the first floor, and later, when his wife began to suffer from crippling arthritis, he created a permanent link between his lab and his wife’s second floor bedroom. Having exhausted most of his life’s savings in pursuing his work, he was unable to commercialize his invention, though he demonstrated his invention in 1860 and had a description of it published in New York’s Italian language newspaper. He was unable to raise sufficient funds to pay his way through the patent application process, and had to settle for a caveat, a one year renewable notice of an impending patent, which was first filed on December 28, 1871. He later learned that the Western Union affiliate laboratory reportedly lost his working models, and Meucci, who at this point was living on public assistance, was unable to renew the caveat after 1874. In March 1876, Alexander Graham Bell, who conducted experiments in the same laboratory where Meucci’s materials had been stored, was granted a patent and was thereafter credited with inventing the telephone. On January 13, 1887, the Government of the United States moved to annul the patent issued to Bell on the grounds of fraud and misrepresentation, a case that the Supreme Court found viable and remanded for trial. However, Antonio Meucci died in October 1889, the Bell patent expired in January 1893, and the case was discontinued as moot without ever reaching the underlying issue of the true inventor of the telephone entitled to the patent. If Antonio Meucci had been able to pay the $10 fee to maintain the caveat after 1874, no patent could have been issued to Bell.

Section 51. Egon J. Salmon Way 
Introduced by Council Member Hanks
June 4, 1924 – September 7, 2022
Egon J. Salmon was born in Germany and was nine-years old when Adolph Hitler rose to power. He fled Germany with his family and eventually came to the United States. He served in the United States Army where he earned several medals while fighting in Africa and Italy during WWII. He became a community leader and founder of a successful real estate business on Staten Island. He established the Multiple Listing Service on Staten Island, as well as president of the Staten Island Board of Realtors. He served as a tax commissioner under Mayors Ed Koch and David Dinkins. He enlightened the public about the atrocities of the Holocaust by sharing his personal story, including sharing his family photos and history during Kristallnacht, which are now part of the Wagner College Holocaust Center exhibit. He received the Allan Weissglass Distinguished Leadership Award in 2010, which recognizes dedication to improving the life of the Jewish Community Center of Staten Island.     

Section 52. Victor Scalici Way 
Introduced by Council Member Hanks
Died March 29, 2023
	Victor Scalici was a notable figure in the Port Richmond community of Staten Island. He was a resident of Port Richmond Avenue and the proud owner of Scalici Florist, located at 523 Port Richmond Avenue. His influence was instrumental in shaping the commercial corridor of Port Richmond Avenue, often referred to as "The Avenue." He was not just a business owner; he was a pillar of the community. He was known for his generosity and his "Little Hometown Farm" situated in his backyard. This farm was a testament to his giving nature, as he would share the bounty of vegetables he grew with the local community. In addition to his contributions to the local business landscape, he was deeply rooted in his Italian heritage. He was an active member of various organizations, including the Baci Ball Leagues on Staten Island and several local Italian clubs. He was a supporter of St. Roch’s RC Church, a supporter of small businesses and often provided guidance and mentorship to budding entrepreneurs wishing to establish their ventures in the community. He was a member of the Staten Island Sportsmen’s Club, Knights of Columbus, Holy Name Society and a former member of the Colonial Rifle and Pistols Society.

Section 53. Dr. Louis G. Gianvito, M.D. Way 
Introduced by Council Member Hanks
March 23, 1927 – January 8, 2024
	Louis G. Gianvito served in the United States Navy during WWII. After the war, he graduated from Wagner College, and later attended New York Medical College where he joined the ranks of the Contin Honor Society and was president of his graduating class. He served as a physician for over 40 years, and after he retired, he served as Director of Community Medicine at the Diabetic Clinic, established a dental residency program at SIUH Hospital, Medical Director of the Staten Island Mall’s Wellness Center, served on the board of directors at a former Catholic foster home on Staten Island and served as the director of the Port Richmond Medical Clinic. He chaired the United Fund Drive among Staten Island Hospital physicians and the board of directors at Amethyst House, a non-profit half-way house for alcoholic women. He played Santa Claus for 43 years during Christmas for the Wishes Foundation, handing out gifts on each floor and SIUH administration established the Louis G. Gianvito Humanitarian Award in Community Medicine. In 1995, he received the Louis Miller Business Leadership Award, and a decade later bestowed with the Anthony Morretti Award for the Primary Care Physician who demonstrates compassion and dedication to patient care. He received other awards from the Salvation Army, Rainbow’s Hope, University Hospice and the Alfonso J. Fressola Award from the Department of Dentistry at SIUH. He was designated Family Physician of the Year from the New York State Academy of Family Physician in 2009.

Section 54. Andrew J. Frazier Way 
Introduced by Council Member Holden
May 7, 1923 – March 18, 2024
Andrew J. Frazier served in the United States Navy during WWII. After his Yeoman schooling, he was transferred to a Naval Military Government Training Camp in Fort Ord, California in December 1944. In March 1945, the military units boarded a ship from Treasure Island, California, and landed on the Japanese island of Okinawa on May 1, 1945, where his military government unit distributed food, clothing, and farming supplies to help the Okinawan people to re-establish their villages and lifestyle as it was before the United States invaded Okinawa. He remained on the island of Okinawa until April 1946 and was honorably discharged as a Yeoman 1st Class on May 13, 1946. For his distinguished military service, he was awarded the Good Conduct, American Theater, Asiatic-Pacific, Victory, and Occupation Service medals. Upon his return to the United States, he attended the Hammond School of Drafting under the G.I. Bill and soon became an Architectural Draftsman. He joined the Maspeth Legion Post No. 783, and served as Commander, Treasurer, Historian and has worked on numerous committees for over 45 years. He also served as the Grand Marshal of the Maspeth Memorial Day Parade in 2011.

Section 55. FF George P. Linnemann Way 
Introduced by Council Member Holden
	George P. Linnemann served in the United States Army during WWII. After the war, he served in the FDNY at Engine Company 218 in Brooklyn. He was killed in the line of duty while fighting a 4-alarm fire in Bushwick.

Section 56. J. Marjory Jackson Way 
Introduced by Council Member Hudson
February 6, 1904 – June 21, 1995
Juanita Marjory Jackson was a renowned figure in Brooklyn history and the composer of “Dear AKA,” which Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Incorporated adopted as its official hymn in 1941. She was an established musician and composer who began her studies at the Julliard School of Music and Northwestern University, where she was ultimately initiated into Beta Chapter of Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Incorporated. Throughout her career, she offered arts-based instruction to students in Crown Heights, ultimately growing her studio to include thirteen teachers and more than one hundred students. She was also active in local politics and government, campaigning for Bertram Baker, who became the first Black person elected to the state legislature, and working for Rep. Edna F. Kelly, the first woman elected to Congress from the State of New York. The J. Marjory Jackson Performing Arts Scholarship was founded in 1986, which awards high school seniors or college freshmen funds for their talents in the performing arts. So far, over 25 students have received the award.  

Section 57. Azikwe ‘Zeqway’ Clarke Way 
Introduced by Council Member Joseph
July 17, 1980 – March 27, 2024
	Azikwe “Zeqway” Clarke was an educator, promoter and a cultural icon in the Flatbush community. He was raised in Flatbush’s historic Westbury Court and attended local schools including P.S. 92, I.S. 320, and Erasmus Hall High School. His vibrant spirit and charisma lit up Brooklyn’s nightlife as he emerged as a central figure in the borough’s party scene. As a celebrated promoter and event planner, he redefined party culture and hosted unforgettable experiences that brought people together. In addition to his influence on nightlife, he was a talented recording artist. He made his mark in the music world with the release of his debut album 'Z Thug' and the widely acclaimed mixtape 'Brown Water.' His influence extended beyond New York, captivating listeners internationally and earning recognition from many well-known artists. He became involved in educating the youth through drumming, poetry, and creative writing, teaching students to express themselves and develop confidence. His work in schools left a powerful and lasting impact on Brooklyn youth, inspiring them to believe in themselves and their creative potential. His profound ability to love, support, and uplift those around him leaves an enduring legacy. In his own words, 'I love you for eternity'—a sentiment that echoes through the many lives he touched. Zeqway Clarke was more than a community member—he was the heartbeat of Westbury Court and a symbol of Flatbush’s brilliance. Co-naming Westbury Court in his honor would memorialize a life lived in love, culture, and service to community.

Section 58. Eve-Lyn Renea Williams Way 
Introduced by Council Member Joseph
March 1, 1935 – March 6, 2025
Eve-Lyn Renea Williams moved to Brooklyn in the 1960s. She graduated from Touro College with a degree in Psychology and Counseling. She served on Community Board 9 since the 1970s and took a leadership role in nearly every neighborhood committee. She served as president of the 71st Community Precinct Council four times, worked with the Board of Elections for over 40 years and served as president the People’s Alliance and the Brooklyn Women’s Coalition, a multi-racial group that was founded in response to the Crown Heights Riots of 1991.  She served as a tenant leader at her home at 265 Hawthorne Street since the 1970s and was a leading force behind the tenants of the 71-unit building in Prospect Lefferts Garden. The building endured fires and floods and a landlord who failed to pay taxes, yet the tenants stayed. In 2007, when the city took the building from the landlord, after not paying taxes, she worked with HPD, the 71st Precinct and local elected officials to purchase their apartments by forming a co-op. In 2019, she finally succeeded, and turned renters into owners, and each apartment was sold to its residents for $2,500 each.   

Section 59. Paddy G’s Way 
Introduced by Council Member Krishnan
Died October 2023
Patrick "Paddy" Gilmartin started a career in the bar business in the early 1970s. He attended Bishop Dubois, an all-boys Catholic high school in Harlem, before deciding to put college on hold to serve in the Vietnam War as a United States Army Sergeant from 1966 to 1968, when he was wounded and received a Purple Heart. He established Paddy G’s and created a welcoming and inclusive environment that became a community hub for 46 years. He upheld the tradition of "buy backs," offering the fourth drink on the house, and ensured that everyone felt at home, regardless of their background. His dedication extended beyond his business with providing free home-cooked meals during Holidays for those in need. After his death, he was honored with a United States Army honor guard funeral, and his bar continues to operate under the care of his children. Paddy G’s was presented with a City Council Citation for outstanding service to the community. 

Section 60. Ed Sedarbaum & Howard Cruse Corner 
Introduced by Council Member Krishnan
Ed Sedarbaum, (died in 2025) regarded as the "grandfather" of the Queens LGBTQ movement, was a tireless advocate whose efforts significantly shaped the local community. His activism began in the late 1980s after the tragic murder of Julio Rivera in 1990, galvanizing his commitment to LGBTQ+ rights. He founded Queens Gays and Lesbians United in 1991, helping organize the first candidates' forum where local politicians were challenged on their stances regarding LGBTQ+ issues. He also played an essential role in organizing protests against anti-gay curricula in Queens’s schools, championed the passage of the New York State Hate Crimes Act in 2000, and worked with the Anti-Violence Project to train police officers on LGBTQ+ issues. Sedarbaum also founded the SAGE/Queens GLBT Senior Center in 1995, the first program of its kind for LGBTQ+ senior citizens in the borough. In addition, Sedarbaum’s 1998 campaign against an anti-gay Queens state senator showed how deeply rooted he was in the Queens community's fight for equality and representation.  Sedarbaum’s influence reached beyond Queens. He held leadership positions in Westchester and the Berkshires, where he continued advocating for LGBTQ+ rights, notably founding Rainbow Seniors of Berkshire County. 
Howard Cruse (died in 2019) was an acclaimed gay cartoonist whose strip Wendel was featured on The Advocate in the 1980s. He founded the Gay Comix anthology series to run work by out creators. He published a graphic novel Stuck Rubber Baby in 1995, which told the story of a gay man coming of age in the South during the civil rights era of the 1960s and reflected the author’s life. The novel won several awards and was translated into a variety of languages.   

Section 61. Hank Krumholz Corner
Introduced by Council Member Krishnan
Died in 2024
Henry “Hank” Krumholz was a vital figure for the LGBTQ+ rights movement in Queens. A long-time resident and advocate, he played a foundational role in the success and growth of the Queens LGBTQ Pride Parade, which began in Jackson Heights in 1993. He joined the organizing committee shortly after the first parade and remained a tireless volunteer, helping to build the event into one of the borough’s most significant celebrations of diversity and equality. He contributed in many ways, from placing vendors and sweeping streets at the festival. In addition, his professional background with the United States Postal Service in Whitestone proved invaluable to Queens Pride. His experience working in the Bulk Mail Unit enabled the committee to efficiently send thousands of physical mailers in a time before digital communication, reaching supporters and elected officials across the city. He also helped establish the first-ever Queens lesbian and gay USPS postal cancellation in 1995, marking a historic moment of visibility. Lastly, he helped secure funding for the Queens Lesbian and Gay Pride committees by finding advertisers for the Winter Pride Journal. His deep local connections, including relationships with newspaper editors and publishers, allowed him to gain crucial media support for the parade. Through his dedication, practical support, and unrelenting commitment, Hank Krumholz helped transform Queens into a more inclusive and visible home for LGBTQIA+ residents. His contributions continue to shape the community and leave a lasting legacy of pride and progress.

Section 62. Oswaldo Gómez “Ms. Colombia” Way 
Introduced by Council Member Krishnan
November 17, 1953 – October 5, 2018
Oswaldo Gómez, “Ms. Colombia”, was a beloved Queens cultural icon known for her vibrant presence, flamboyant style, and commitment to living life authentically. A native of Medellín, Colombia, Gómez worked as a lawyer before fleeing to New York in the 1970s, escaping political violence and anti-LGBTQ+ persecution. She settled in 84-11 Elmhurst Avenue, where she would live for over three decades. After being diagnosed with HIV/AIDS in the 1980s and given only months to live, she defied expectations and lived more than 20 years longer, embracing a colorful and public persona that brought joy to countless New Yorkers. Often seen with her parrot Rosita and poodle Carino, Gómez was a fixture at local parades and festivals, dancing, joking, and posing for photos in elaborate dresses and painted beard. She became a staple of Queens Pride and a cherished figure in neighborhoods like Elmhurst, Jackson Heights, and the Rockaways. Highly educated, Gómez held a B.A. in Literature from York College and an M.A. from NYU, with ambitions of a Ph.D. before her diagnosis.  

Section 63. Anthony J. Merolla Holy Name Society Place 
Introduced by Council Member Marmorato
December 28, 1928 – December 11, 2022
Anthony J. Merolla served in the United States Army and retired as a Colonel from the Army Reserves. He was a parishioner of St. Clare’s Church and served as the Executive Secretary of the Archdiocesan Union of the Holy Name Society. He oversaw the publishing of the Holy Name Society’s bulletin to parishes in the Archdiocese of New York, he wrote many articles for the St. Clare of Assisi and St. Francis Xavier Holy Name Society news and supported the Society by attending the initial Big Deal Supermarket-Holy Name Society Lenten Fundraiser check presentation. The Lenten Fundraiser was dedicated to him in 2023. 

Section 64. Lieutenant Robert DiMartini Way 
Introduced by Council Member Marmorato
March 23, 1944 – June 12, 2024
Robert DiMartini was one of the NYPD’s most honored officers with 476 department recognition medals, including the International Association of Chiefs of Police Officer of the Year, before he retired in 1989. He was the head of the Bronx robbery squad from 1980 until 1985 when his two-man teams averaged 15 arrests and five gun confiscations per day. He was known for taking more guns off the street than any other police officer in the history of policing in America. During his career, he was involved in making over several thousand arrests. Some awards, among the many others, include Outstanding Community Service Award, Police Officer of the Year Award, Public Service Award, Mount Vernon Police Department Award, 2 Exceptional Merit, 6 Commendations, 19 Meritorious Police Duties, 11 Excellent Police Duties and 1 Unit Citation. 

Section 65. Joseph W. Reda Way 
Introduced by Council Member Marmorato
May 22, 1936 – October 13, 2023
Joseph W. Reda served in the United States Army and later worked as a stationary fireman at Jacobi Hospital for 31 years. He was a founding member of the Morris Park Community Association, a founding member and longtime President of the 49th Precinct Community Council and a longtime member of Community Board 11. He was pivotal in getting the 49th Precinct constructed and served on the Albert Einstein Hospital Board. 

Section 66. Betty Lou Scherf Murphy Corner 
Introduced by Council Member Marmorato
January 11, 1943 – May 5, 2022
Betty Lou Scherf Murphy was an active member of St. Benedicts Parish and later was an active member of Our Lady of the Assumption Church and School. She became the first woman to be a member of the Interclub Committee at DA Beach that had strictly been run by men until then. She was a board member for the 665 Realty Corporation, which owned the DA Beach Club property. She helped organize fundraisers, dinner dances and swim races and later was featured in the 60th anniversary film about the Interclub Association. In 2019, she was honored for her years of service with the Interclub Association.
 
Section 67. Gerard “Skip” Giacco Way 
Introduced by Council Member Marmorato
May 25, 1946 – September 7, 2024
Gerard “Skip” Giacco was the president of the City Island Chamber of Commerce for over a decade. He was an art director in the advertising industry who co-founded a local publication, opened the Bottoms Up bar, and owned two flower shops, Midtown Florist and Nicole Louise Florist. He opened Lickety Split Ice Cream on City Island in the early 2000s, which was named “Best Ice Cream Shop in the Bronx” in 2023.  

Section 68. Suzanne Arlak Way 
Introduced by Council Member Marmorato
May 14, 1950 – November 13, 2022
Suzanne Arlak was a committed school crossing guard and very active in the Throggs Neck community. She was hit by a car while crossing pedestrians which made her have to retire due to her injuries.

Section 69. Anthony D’Abbraccio Way 
Introduced by Council Member Marmorato
Died August 17, 2019
Anthony D’Abbraccio was a volunteer coach for many sports organizations and school programs including AFC rapids, St. Theresa Basketball, TNLL, Pelham Parkway Little League and STS sports. His family founded the D’Abbraccio Foundation in his memory that raises money for families in crisis and local schools and sports programs in the area.  

Section 70. David Dinkins Plaza 
Introduced by Council Member Marte
July 10, 1927 – November 23, 2020
David Dinkins was an American politician, who served as the first African American mayor of New York City from 1990 until 1993. After graduating from high school in 1945, he attempted to enlist in the United States Marine Corps but was told that the “Negro quota” had already been met. He eventually was drafted and served with the United States Marines. He attended Howard University on the G.I. Bill (of rights), studying mathematics. In 1953 he entered Brooklyn Law School and was introduced to politics when he married Joyce Burrows, the daughter of a New York state assemblyman. He joined a law firm and became increasingly involved with the Democratic Party. He was elected to a term in the state assembly in 1965, and later served as President of Elections for New York City, as City Clerk, and as Manhattan Borough President before his successful bid for Mayor in 1989. During his term in office, he addressed issues, including homelessness, AIDS, infant mortality, child welfare, education, housing and race relations. He established the Communi-care and Managed Medicare Programs to give the underserved access to preventive medical care and committed billions to affordable housing. He later became a professor at Columbia University. In 2013, he released the memoir A Mayor’s Life: Governing New York’s Gorgeous Mosaic.

Section 71. Robert Matthews Way 
Introduced by Council Member Mealy
Died July 15, 2021
Robert Matthews founded the Ralph-Lincoln Service Center in 1980. The Center is dedicated to offering a full range of services, including helping families facing eviction, social services to those in need, providing daycare, job training and drug prevention services to the Crown Heights community. He was also a long-time member and chair of Community Board 8.

Section 72. HLR Apostolic Mecca Way 
Introduced by Council Member Mealy
This co-naming will commemorate the Greater Bibleway Church for over 50 years of service to the community. 

Section 73. Patrolman Paul J. Schafer Place 
Introduced by Council Member Menin
Died January 7, 1930
Paul J. Schafer served with the NYPD for twenty-four years. He was killed in the line of duty when he was struck by a motorcycle and died as a result of his injuries.  

Section 74. Patrolman Rush A. Webster Way 
Introduced by Council Member Menin
Died June 20, 1915
Rush A. Webster served with the NYPD for nineteen years and was a decorated officer who earned a congressional medal for his life-saving efforts during the sinking of the General Slocum Ferry in the East River on June 15, 1904. He was killed in the line of duty on the Queensboro Bridge. While trying to warn another officer of a speeding automobile, he was struck by another automobile and died due to his injuries.

Section 75. Patrolman George R. Connelly Way 
Died August 11, 1949
George R. Connelly served with the NYPD for eleven years. He died in the line of duty when he suffered a heart attack while rescuing a heat-stricken individual from the fourth floor of a building during a heat wave.

Section 76. Deacon John A. Singler, II Street 
Introduced by Council Member Morano
June 7, 1939 – August 23, 2024
John A. Singler, II had an extensive career in education as a teacher and administrator in both the public school and private school systems. He spent many years involved in the Catholic Church as a deacon and also served in the United States Marine Corps Reserves. He began his career teaching at Staten Island Academy before joining the staff of I.S. 24 when it first opened its doors. In addition to being a teacher, he also spent much time as a coach, counselor, and dean. He was known by students and staff alike as a caring and effective educator before retiring in 1994. Following his retirement, he was quickly called back into his role as a teacher when St. Patrick's Grammar School and St. Joseph by-the-Sea asked if he would join their teams. He also accepted the responsibility of being principal at both St. Rita's School and Our Lady Help of Christians' School when they were in need of leadership. Away from the classroom, he was active in his parish, serving as a deacon for more than three and a half decades. He spoke in church weekly and gladly provided the sacraments to his parishioners. Because of his role in Our Lady Help of Christians (“OLHC”), he not only was a staple of the church, but also in his neighborhood, Tottenville. He served 32 years with the NYC Board of Education. In addition, he was a CYO Teen Federation Advisor, a member of the Knights of Columbus, supporter of 9/11 Families, sports coach for swimming and track and the recipient of the OLHC Centennial Recognition Award.
 
Section 77. Madison Rochelle Alfano Way 
Introduced by Council Member Morano
2005 – 2024
Madison R. Alfano was an excellent student who stood out amongst her peers and volunteered much of her time to local organizations. She was passionate about giving back to her community and dedicated much of her own time as a volunteer to various causes and groups. She was serious about improving animal welfare and environmental conservation. Her passions led her to donate time to pet shelters and cleaning beaches. She was killed in a car accident on the Garden State Parkway while returning from her job at Monmouth University. Following her passing, the Madison Rochelle Alfano Foundation was established, which is dedicated to enhancing the community through emergency financial aid, scholarships and humanitarian initiatives, with a special focus on supporting the local pet population. 

Section 78. Mr. Todd Hack Way 
Introduced by Council Member Morano
May 1, 1978 – September 12, 2024
Todd B. Hack served primarily as a fourth grade teacher at P.S. 8 throughout his 22 year-career with NYC’s Department of Education. He coached soccer at the Silver Lake Soccer Club.

Section 79. Reverend Darlene Spurling Morgan Way 
Introduced by Council Member Moya
April 25, 1964 – October 3, 2024
Darlene Spurling Morgan started her community service and building her organizational skills in her youth where she was a tutor for the BCL After School Program, and organized bus trips to Great Adventure and Bear Mountain with her close friends, the King’s Girls. Darlene was also a King’s Girl cheerleader and performed with Images Performing Ensemble. She held an Advanced Continuing Education Certificate from Lancaster Bible College, and three certificates from New York School of the Bible. Her greatest influence was received from her Pastor. For 25 years, while serving under his tutelage, she became his personal secretary and participated in many outreach and mission programs for her church and community, including the National Baptist Convention USA, Inc., the Eastern Baptist Association of New York, Inc., where she was Corresponding Secretary and Part of the audio and visual ministries, and the Home Mission Board. She served on many ministries at the Mount Horeb Baptist Church, including Superintendent of the Church School, Deaconess Ministry, The Eternal Praise Ministry, Praise and Worship team, E.E. Jarvis Choir, Head of the Knit & Crochet Ministry, Head of Women’s Ministry, and Head of the Video Ministry. She proudly worked as a Legal Support Specialist for Jones Day, a major law firm in New York, in the Intellectual Property field for 25 years.  In addition, she was the Bookkeeper at Dena’s School of the Arts for 26 years, and The President of the Board of Directors at the Dorie Miller Housing Corporation Company, Inc. To know Darlene is to know she loved worshipping God first and foremost, was wholeheartedly committed to whatever she put her hands on – “Helping” was her middle name.   

Section 80. Sergeant Adrienne Morris Rodriguez Way 
Introduced by Council Member Moya
April 9, 1965 – February 21, 2021
Adrienne Morris Rodriguez served with the NYPD and died as a result of 9/11 related illness.  

Section 81. Justin Diaz Way 
Introduced by Council Member Moya
Died February 26, 2025
Justin Diaz supported Pre-K classrooms, teaching children how to sew, volunteered at the Louis Armstrong Museum and assisted the 109th Precinct with neighborhood clean-ups. He was struck and killed by a drunk driver. This co-naming is a reminder of the dangers of drunk driving. 

Section 82. Wilson Perez Way 
Introduced by Council Members Moya and Cabán
Died February 2025
Wilson Perez served in the United States Army and received the National Defense Service Medal.  He later served as Commander of the VFW Post 2477 for over 20 years, was the Junior Vice Commander of District 1 Queens County VFW, was a life member of the Disabled American Veterans at James Peter VA Hospital in the Bronx, served on the Board of Directors for Arlington Cooperatives, served as president of the Holy Name Family and Society and Lector at St. Gabriels Church for ten years, served as 3rd Junior Vice Commander and Charter Member of CWV Post 1927, served as 2020 Post Chaplain at American Legion Post 1424 and ran a food pantry at Woodhull Post 2477. He received the Community Service Award for his commitment to Queens County. He also contributed to the East Elmhurst community as a member of the Board of Directors for the Arlington Cooperative Association.

Section 83. Hon. Sy Gerschwer Way 
Introduced by Council Member Narcisse
April 25, 1925 – May 2, 2007
Sy Gerschwer  was a graduate of Brooklyn College and St. John's University School of Law, he was elected as a Civil Court Judge in 1984 and served as a Criminal Court Judge and Acting Supreme Court Justice in Brooklyn for the entirety of his ten-year term. After his retirement in 1995, he continued to serve as a Judicial Hearing Officer until he was 82 years-old. Prior to his election to the bench, he had a successful career in the electronics industry and was a longtime civic leader. He was a board member of the Brooklyn Opera Society, co-founded the Volunteer Ambulance Corps and the Mill Island Security Patrol, board member of the South Shore HS Adult Education Center, member of Community Planning Board 18, the South Shore Parent’s Association, Brooklyn Against Crime and president of Mill Island Civic Association for 10 years. 

Section 84. James O. Buchanan Way 
Introduced by Council Member Narcisse
October 16, 1945 – April 12, 2024
James O. Buchanan served in the United States Air Force during the Vietnam War and later became an active member and commander of the Disabled American Veterans, a member of the American Legion, Vietnam Veterans of America and the Veterans of Foreign Wars. He served as president of the Marine Park Civic Association and the 63rd Precinct Community Council. He was a board member of Community Board 18 where he served on the Public Safety Committee and was a graduate of the NYPD Civilian Police Academy. He served as the Republican coordinator for the Board of Elections in local elections, volunteered for over 13 years as a counselor at the only suicide help center in New York, a service that covered an area of over 16 million people, was honored at a Veterans Day Ceremony in November 2022, and the Canarsie Courier also featured him in a series called Hometown Heroes. 
Section 85. Rabbi Dr. David S. Halpern Way 
Introduced by Council Member Narcisse
March 27, 1936 – October 29, 2016
Rabbi Dr. David S. Halpern founded the Flatbush Park Jewish Center and served the community for 64 years. He secured major levels of support for Yeshiva University and RIETS from his constituents in Brooklyn and beyond. He also helped secure leaders for the many Yeshiva University Brooklyn Heritage Award Dinners over the years, some of whom became members of the University's boards. He received an honorary degree from YU in 1984. He served as the Jewish Chaplain of the 71st Infantry, 42nd Rainbow Division of the N.Y. National Guard. Beginning in 1956, he served for six years, attending weekly assemblies at the Armory on Park Avenue & East 34th Street in Manhattan, two week-ends a year in Camp Smith, Peekskill, N.Y., and two weeks every summer in Fort Drum in Upstate, N.Y. He was an active member of the Rabbinical Board of Flatbush, serving for 10 years as the chairman of its Kashrus Committee and 2 years as its president.

Section 86. Christian Josiah Montrose Ave. 
Introduced by Council Member Narcisse
May 11, 2004 – March 19, 2024
Christian Josiah Montrose was a victim of gun violence. He was shot multiple times outside of his home. Investigators believe it was a case of mistaken identity. His family has been very active in trying to advocate for the City to invest in education and initiatives against gang violence. 

Section 87. John P. White Way 
Introduced by Council Member Nurse
January 13, 1960 – September 6, 2023
John P. White was very active in his community. He worked closely with NYPD Brooklyn Community Affairs in the 75th Precinct and many other local organizations to improve the neighborhood. He served as president of the Bock Association and was responsible for neighborhood cleanups and the neighborhood watch to ensure residents safety. He mentored many neighborhood youth at community centers, PALs and Playstreet basketball tournaments held at the Brownsville Recreation Center. After his passing, the Jump for John basketball tournament was established.

Section 88. Barbara Ann Smith’s Way 
Introduced by Council Member Nurse
February 9, 1948 – December 6, 2024
Barbara Ann Smith was very active in her community. She served on the 83rd Precinct Community Council for almost 30 years, and as its President for the last 18 years. In this leadership role she built strong relationships between local law enforcement and community members to improve public safety and the quality of life for Bushwick residents. She was a member of Community Board 4 for over 26 years, where she served on the Parks and Recreation, Public Safety, Civic, Religious, and Youth and Education Committees. She was instrumental in opening the Brooklyn Cooperative Federal Credit Union to Bushwick to help bring financial services to underserved residents. She also organized National Night Out Against Crime events, health fairs, and seasonal holiday drives, all of which brought much-needed resources and a sense of solidarity to Bushwick residents. She received the Bushwick Lifelong Activist Award, a proclamation from the New York City Council and the 2024 Modern Historian Award from the African American Clergy and Elected Officials.     

Section 89. P.O. Tyreon W. Cook Way 
Introduced by Council Member Ossé
Died in 2023
Tyreon W. Cook retired from the NYPD in 2014 and later died as a result of 9/11 related illness. 

Section 90. Catherine Arline Way 
Introduced by Council Member Ossé
Died October 24, 2014
Catherine Arline served on the 81st Precinct Community Council Board for 47 years and as president for 18 years. She worked with the NYC Human Resources Administration for 35 years. She was also a Kingsboro Addiction Treatment Center Advisory Board member, New York State Board of Directors for Community Options member, Block Association President, founding board member of the Board of Directors Neighborhood Housing Services of Bedford-Stuyvesant, Inc., member of Brown Memorial Baptist Church, life member of Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, member of Howard University School of Social Work National Alumni Association, St. Augustine's College National Alumni Association member and a member of the local NAACP chapter. 

Section 91. DJ Mister Cee Way 
Introduced by Council Member Ossé
August 17, 1966 – April 10, 2024
DJ Mister Cee was a DJ, broadcaster, record executive and radio personality. He was very influential in the hip-hop scene, serving as the DJ for Big Daddy Kane and also helped discover The Notorious B.I.G. He also had a popular career as a DJ and radio personality for Hot 97. Rapper 50 Cent referred to Mister Cee as a legend, DJ Premier called Mister Cee an icon and Peter Rosenberg called Mister Cee one of the most important and impactful DJs of all time. Wyclef Jean said that Mister Cee was one of the greatest pillars of hip-hop music. 

Section 92. Detective Joseph “Scooter Joe” Willins Way 
Introduced by Council Member Ossé
August 5, 1939 – April 9, 2020
Joseph Willins served in the United States Marines and later joined the NYPD in 1966. His intimate involvement and knowledge of the neighborhood made him a tremendously effective officer in Bed-Stuy. His stern attitude towards crime was evened out by his compassionate heart. He dutifully protected and served a struggling community, and successfully apprehended dangerous criminals without ever employing deadly force, using tactics commonly associated with modern “community-oriented policing” long before they became institutionalized. He retired from the NYPD in 1986 but continued to stay embedded and actively involved in the Bed-Stuy community for the rest of his life.


Section 93. Rev. Dr. Washington Lundy Way 
Introduced by Council Member Ossé
April 13, 1934 – January 20, 2024
Rev. Dr. Washington Lee Lundy was the second pastor of the Evening Star Baptist Church, in its 102th year history (1916-2018).  In January 1955 he migrated to New York and joined the Evening Star Baptist Church.  Pastor Logan ordained Rev. Washington Lundy as Assistant to the Pastor.  After years of dedicated service, Pastor Logan informed Evening Star that it was his heart’s desire that Rev. Lundy succeed him as pastor.  After the church mourned the passing of Pastor Logan for one year, on November 5, 1968, the Evening Star Baptist Church installed the Rev. Dr. Washington Lee Lundy as Pastor. For the past 50 years, he has served the Evening Star Baptist Church.  As pastor, he has represented Evening Star Baptist Church throughout the world. He served as Vice Moderator at Large of the Eastern Baptist Association of New York, Inc. from 1988 until 1992. He served as Vice President at Large of the Empire Baptist Missionary Convention of New York, Inc. for six years. He served as vice president of the National Baptist Convention USA, Inc. North East Region. Through his various positions Dr. Lundy has visited many continues and served as the host for The New York State Convention in 2010 for the 20th Baptist World Congress in Hawaii.  Dr. Lundy has traveled to Stockholm, Sweden & Holy Land -1975; Los Angeles, California -1985; Seoul, Korea - 1990; Melbourne, Australia – 2000 and many other countries.  He has represented the New York State Convention in Birmingham, England – 2005; West Africa – 2005; and South Africa – 2006. Over the years Dr. Washington Lee Lundy has received numerous proclamations, citations, awards, certificates of recognition and has served in various organizations and associations, on local, state, national and international levels.

Section 94. Henry Skoros Drive 
Introduced by Council Member Paladino
December 24, 1941 – June 9, 2024
Henry Skoros volunteered for over 15 years as a little league coach and sponsored a team for another 10 years for the College Point Little League. He was honored by the College Point Ambulance in 1990, 1996 and in 2000. He donated over $10,000 to the College Point Ambulance. He served as an usher at St. Luke’s for over 15 years, was a founding member of the College Point Board of Trade, and was honored in 1992 and 2000 for his contributions to the College Point community. He was a sponsor of the Christmas light display every year on College Point Boulevard, the Memorial Day College Point Parade, the College Point Street Festival and assisted a woman until help arrived after she was involved in a hit and run accident. 

Section 95. Chief Eugene T. Kelty Jr. Way 
Introduced by Council Member Paladino
August 28, 1954 – March 16, 2025
Chief Eugene T. Kelty Jr. served in the FDNY and was later promoted to Battalion Chief in 2003. He helped evacuate people during the 9/11 terrorist attacks at the World Trade Center, and also worked at Ground Zero for weeks after the attacks. He served on Community Board 7 since 1984, where he assisted in developing Willets Point and served as a board member of the Whitestone Boosters Civic Association. He died as a result of 9/11 illness.    

Section 96. Roundsman Robert A. Montgomery Place 
Introduced by Council Member Powers
Died January 11, 1887
Robert A. Montgomery served with the NYPD for ten years. He was conducting his post inspections and discovered that one of his Patrolmen was not on his post. Roundsman Montgomery was able to locate the Officer off of post, stated he was reporting him to the Captain and ordered him back to his post. When Roundsman Montgomery and the Officer reached 73rd Street and Madison Avenue, the Officer drew his revolver and fired at Roundsman Montgomery. He died in the hospital as a result of his injuries.

Section 97. Patsy Grimaldi Way 
Introduced by Council Member Restler
1931 – 2025
Patsy Grimaldi was well known in the City’s pizza scene who owned Juliana’s pizzeria. He worked in his family’s pizza restaurant called Patsy’s Pizzeria in East Harlem before he opened Grimaldi’s in Brooklyn in 1990. He commissioned the first coal oven built in the City in over 50 years for his restaurant. He is credited with initiating the wave of modern pizza shops across the City. 

Section 98. Sister Francis Gerard Kress Way 
Introduced by Council Member Restler
1914 – 2019
Francis Gerard Kress joined the Sisters of Saint Joseph in 1932 and became an elementary school educator. When she arrived in Greenpoint in the 1960’s, the area was very polluted with local residents enduring high cancer rates. In 1977, an oil plume appeared in Newtown Creek polluting the area. After doing some of her own investigating and research, including putting on a hazmat suit and investigating the Creek herself, she began raising environmental and health issues with the local Community Board. As a result of her advocacy, the local environmental movement was initiated. She was a visionary and a woman far ahead of her time. She is remembered as one of the pioneers in the local environmental movement and our community should be grateful for the pugnacious sister who fought to clean up Newtown Creek. Her legacy continues through an award given by the North Brooklyn Parks Alliance called the Sister Francis Kress Environmental Award. 

Section 99. Jane Walentas Way 
Introduced by Council Member Restler
May 6, 1944 – July 5, 2020
Jane Walentas was the founder of Jane's Carousel in Brooklyn Bridge Park. She was a DUMBO resident and community builder. She worked as an Art Director for many years in cosmetics and fashion before embarking on the task of restoring the Carousel. She received a BFA from Moore College of Art & Design in Philadelphia, and an MFA from NYU. She dedicated 27 years to the historically accurate restoration of the Carousel, starting with discovery and documentation of the original designs and color palette by scraping through decades of paint. She carefully recorded the findings with photographs, color matches and detailed drawings to guide the final restoration. Necessary carpentry repairs were made, and finally, horses were rendered in faithful detail, and the entire Carousel was newly repainted and embellished with original stencil designs, pure gold and palladium leaf, delicate pin striping, and faceted mirrors and jewels. The mechanical systems were modernized and the Carousel was totally rewired and now dazzles with 1,200 lights. 

Section 100. Barry Benepe Way 
Introduced by Council Member Rivera
May 21, 1928 – April 23, 2025
Barry Benepe was an urban planner who was a key figure in establishing farmers’ markets in New York City. He worked as the chief planner for Newburgh, New York, and later worked with a planning firm in Manhattan. In 1966, he helped organize a protest to close Central park to automobile traffic on Sundays in the summer and founded the advocacy group, Transportation Alternatives. He was a co-founder of the City’s Greenmarkets and helped launch the Saugerties Farmers Market, advocated for preserving farmland, boosting communities and he also advocated for the protection of historic buildings in the Hudson Valley. He worked for the City’s Urban Renewal Agency, creating plans to rehabilitate buildings for low-income housing and was involved in getting the Hudson River Sloop Clearwater launched. He was successful in securing a vacant lot on East 59th Street to host a farmers market in 1976, and later opened up a market at Union Square. 

Section 101. Jimmy Carter Way 
Introduced by Council Member Rivera
October 1, 1924 – December 29, 2024
Jimmy Carter, the 39th President of the United States, is best known for his humanitarian efforts after leaving office. Among his most notable contributions is his work with Habitat for Humanity, a nonprofit organization dedicated to building affordable housing for those in need. Mr. Carter and his wife, Rosalynn, became deeply involved with the organization in 1984, helping to build homes for low-income families. Their work with Habitat for Humanity is a testament to Carter's lifelong commitment to social justice, equality, and community development. President Carter’s legacy with Habitat for Humanity started when he mobilized volunteers to help renovate Mascot Flats at 742 E. 6th Street between Avenues C and D. Mascot Flats was a distressed apartment building that had fallen into disrepair, with many of its units being uninhabitable. At the time, the East Village, much like other parts of Manhattan, was grappling with housing issues, including a shortage of affordable living spaces. The renovation of Mascot Flats became an important demonstration of how Habitat for Humanity’s model of volunteer-driven, low-cost homebuilding could revitalize urban areas. That engagement kicked off nearly four decades of service and mobilization of people around the globe for housing justice. In 2005, Habitat for Humanity's New York City chapter launched a high-profile initiative, the Carter Work Project, where the Carters spent a week building homes in various locations across the five boroughs. Carter’s hands-on participation, alongside volunteers, helped to highlight the organization's mission in urban areas, where affordable housing is a critical issue. His presence in New York City helped raise awareness of the housing crisis and brought attention to the need for sustainable solutions. Carter's ongoing dedication to public service and global humanitarian efforts has made him a beloved figure, not only in the United States, but also around the world, and his connection to New York City remains an important part of his legacy.

Section 102. Malcolm X Plaza 
Introduced by Council Member Salaam
Malcolm X was one of America’s leading figures in the movement for Black liberation in the United States and was active in the civil rights movement during the 1960’s. He was born Malcolm Little on May 19, 1925, in Omaha, Nebraska to  Louisa Norton Little and Earl Little, a Baptist Minister who’s outspoken civil rights activism prompted death threats from the white supremacist organization Black Legion forcing his family to relocate twice before Malcolm’s fourth birthday. He fell into a life of crime and was sentenced to seven years in prison in 1946, and used this time to further his education and to study the teachings of Nation of Islam (NOI) leader Elijah Muhammad. By the time he was paroled in 1952, he was a devoted follower of the NOI and had adopted a new name, Malcolm X. He was appointed a minister and national spokesman for the NOI and was responsible for the establishment of new mosques in cities across the United States including Mosque No. 7 in Harlem, New York. He grew further in his faith and went on a religious pilgrimage to Mecca, Saudi Arabia in 1964, and returned to the United States having adopted the name of El-Hajj Malik El-Shabazz and preaching a message of unity to all races. At a speaking engagement in the Audubon Ballroom in Harlem on February 21, 1965, he was shot 15 times and was pronounced dead at Columbia Presbyterian Hospital at the age of 39 and was funeralized at the Faith Temple Church of God In Christ in Harlem on February 27, 1965 where over 1500 mourners attended his funeral. He was a symbol of courage and strength and is recognized as a hero to many Americans

Section 103. Franklin H. Williams Street 
Introduced by Council Member Salaam
October 22, 1917 – May 20, 1990
Franklin H. Williams graduated from Lincoln University in 1941 and later received his law degree from Fordham University in 1945. He served as an assistant counsel to Thurgood Marshall, special counsel to the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP). He served as the Director of the west coast NAACP from 1950 until 1959, and was credited with major inroads in the civil rights movement involving cases on school desegregation and restrictive covenants. He played a significant role in battling a once common practice of systematically excluding African Americans from juries. He was also instrumental in the development of the Peace Corps and eventually became the Peace Corps Regional Director for Africa. The Peace Corps currently honors his memory with the Franklin H. Williams Awards given to over 90 outstanding returned Peace Corps Volunteers. He served as the United States Ambassador to Ghana and was recognized by the State Department with the Distinguished Service Award, as well as being honored by numerous Ghanaian tribes and communities. He served as the director of the new Urban Center at Columbia University in 1968. He chaired the New York State Judicial Commission on Minorities from 1987 to 1990, which studied the treatment of minority group members in state courts. The study resulted in a 1991 report, which revealed a severe lack of diversity on the bench and in management positions and a widespread perception of racial bias in the courts. To address the issues raised in the 1991 report, the Franklin H. Williams Commission was established as a permanent entity in the courts.

Section 104. Bill Perkins Plaza 
Introduced by Council Member Salaam
April 18, 1949 – May 16, 2023
	Bill Perkins served in the New York City Council from the 9th district from 2017 to 2021. The district includes portions of Harlem in Manhattan. Perkins formerly represented the same seat from 1998 to 2005, and was a member of the New York State Senate for the 30th District from 2007 to 2017. He was born and raised in Harlem and attended Collegiate School on a scholarship before receiving a scholarship to Brown University.  He graduated from Brown in 1972. In 1997, he was first elected to the New York City Council where he served as Deputy Majority Leader, and championed the lead paint laws that required New York City residences to be tested for hazardous conditions. In 2006, he was elected to the New York State Senate where he was re-elected five times and served for more than ten years before resigning to retake his seat on the New York City Council.  He was sworn into office on March 1, 2017, and then won a full four-year term in the November 2017 general election. 

Section 105. Ernestine Eleanor Bland Williams Way 
Introduced by Council Member Salaam
Ernestine Eleanor Bland Williams served as a Parent Teachers Association President of Public School 123M, president of the Parents Council of the Boys & Girls Harbor and Vice President of Schomburg Plaza Residents Council, was a member of the Uptown Democratic Club, Minisink and other organizations. She worked as an Election Day Poll Worker for over three decades and served as a County Chief of a Board of Elections.

Section 106. Isaac “Fatman Scoop” Freeman III Place 
Introduced by Council Members Salaam and Farías
August 6, 1968 – August 30, 2024
Isaac Freeman III aka Fatman Scoop was a hip-hop artist, best known for his performances with Missy Elliott, Mariah Carey and his own hit singles. He was also featured in the UK TV series Chancers and also hosted a reality show called Man and Wife. 

Section 107. Police Officer Jose Collazo Sr. Way 
Introduced by Council Member Salamanca, Jr.
July 4, 1960 – May 12, 2025
Jose Collazo Sr. served with the NYPD for 20 years in both the 30th and 41st Precincts. He worked at Ground Zero as part of the search and rescue efforts after the terrorist attacks on 9/11. He died as a result of 9/11 related illness. 

Section 108. Serafin U. Mariel Way 
Introduced by Council Member Salamanca, Jr.
Serafin Uwaldo Mariel was born November 14, 1943 in Spanish Harlem, the oldest of two siblings. Raised by a single Puerto Rican mother, he lived in a largely Hispanic community that was considered one of the poorest and most dangerous in the entire state. After his mother’s death in 1962 when he was just 19 years old, Mariel was brought up by his grandmother in these tenements. As a promise to his mother before her death, Mariel set out to be a pre-med student, but soon realized it wasn’t for him. He attended Hunter College where he minored in history and then married his then-girlfriend Esmeralda in 1963. The couple had their first child, a daughter named Soraya, a year later. He soon found a job as a bank teller at Bankers Trust in the Bronx in 1965 as a way to support his family. While working full time at Bankers Trust, Mariel completed its Company’s Credit Training Program and graduated from the Stonier Graduate School of Banking at Rutgers University, both in 1978. Between 1965 and 1981, Mariel was promoted at all levels of Bankers Trust, from teller to assistant branch manager to branch manager to, eventually, vice president of its international department, where he conducted business with Latin American countries and bridged a healthy relationship with the Central Bank of Ecuador. On February 22, 1982, Mariel and a group of 15 Hispanic and African-American investors bought Bankers Trust before it was about to close in the Bronx borough. Mariel and his investors renamed it New York National Bank, whose goal would be to assist minorities in the Bronx who had no previous experience with banking. Since the banks had abandoned the communities in the Bronx, Mariel created an environment at New York National Bank where he educated low-income people on how to use the banking system and establish their own accounts. New York National Bank became Mariel’s passion because its mission was to serve the minority communities of the Bronx and Manhattan that had largely been ignored by the state. He loaned money to all kinds of small, independently owned businesses, such as window companies, real estate companies, furniture moving companies and telecommunications companies. Mariel believed that working with the Hispanic population in New York was critical because it deserved to be represented, understood and acknowledged. His aspiration with the New York National Bank was to give minority entrepreneurs the opportunity to do business, the same way in which he received support from other investors when he founded his own bank in 1982. In mid-April of 1982, Mariel traveled to Puerto Rico and announced New York National Bank’s plans to establish a bank there. He also spoke to a number of other businesses located in Puerto Rico about lending them money to get them off the ground. In 2001, he earned the Community Banking Award. In 2010, the South Bronx Overall Economic Development Corporation awarded Mariel with the Spirit of the Bronx Award. As recently as 2011, Mayor Michael Bloomberg of New York presented him with the Paul Harris Award for his contributions in reenergizing the Bronx economy. Among his other accomplishments, Mariel was the director of the National Hispanic Business Group, member of the New York Mayor Edward I. Koch’s Commission on Hispanic Concerns, chairman of the Bronx Overall Economic Development Corporation and chairman of the New York Yankee Stadium Community Benefits Fund. An entrepreneur who administered more than $750 million in loans to the minority communities in the Bronx and Manhattan, Mariel built the New York National Bank into a flourishing enterprise with various locations across the state. Mariel’s was a quintessential American success story. He rose from the depths of society due to his hard work and tenacity and lent a helping land to the Latino communities in the Bronx and Manhattan.

Section 109. Cybeale Ross Way 
Introduced by Council Member Salamanca, Jr.
1922 – 2025
Cybeale Ross was a supporter of the arts, particularly in the Bronx and Hunts Point Community, as well as other community organizations that made it their mission to support the people of the Bronx. Her pride and joy was her support of BAAD!, the Bronx Academy of Arts and Dance, and the Point Community Development Corporation, which was located across the street from her home. When BAAD! was in Hunts Point, she went to just about every show, and organized community coalition of her neighbors to come out and support their local organizations with volunteerism and monetary support. She loved Angel Rodriguez's Latin Jazz events and attended everything from poetry, theater, films, and dance. She loved to dance and was still dancing at 100 years old. She was also an activist who was very involved with Community Board meetings and held rallies against big developers who wanted to demolish certain areas of the Bronx in the 1970s.  

Section 110. Christian Church John 3:16 Way 
Introduced by Council Member Salamanca, Jr.
This co-naming will commemorate Christian Church John 3:16 which has served the Bronx community since its founding in 1935.  

Section 111. Reverend Pedro ‘Pelle’ Rios Way 
Introduced by Council Member Salamanca, Jr.
Died December 3, 2005
Pedro ‘Pelle’ Rios was an ordained minister who served for 66 years. He served as assistant Pastor of Christian Church John 3:16 in the Bronx for 40 years. He provided social services programs, a food pantry and rehabilitation programs to the community. In 1975, he founded Iglesia Tabernaculo de la Fe. He received honorable recognition for 50 years of service as a minister with the Assemblies of God, he worked with Teen Challenge and was the first Spanish minister to become the General Presbyter for the Northern Assemblies. 

Section 112. Reverend Fernando Gutierrez Way 
Introduced by Council Member Salamanca, Jr.
November 26, 1903 – January 7, 1941
Fernando Gutierrez was an ordained minister who founded the Christian Church John 3:16 located in the Bronx. The group started with 12 members. He and the church served the community, especially during the Great Depression helping families and individuals that were in need.  

Section 113. Christian Community Church Way 
Introduced by Council Member Salamanca, Jr.
This co-naming will commemorate the Christian Community Church, which was founded in 1989, and continues to serve the community. 

Section 114. WWII Marine Sgt. Charles J. Sciara Way 
Introduced by Council Member Vernikov
Charles J. Sciara enlisted in the United States Marine Corp. in 1942. After basic training, he was assigned to Marine Scout Bombing Squadron 236 as a rear gunner on a dauntless plane. His plane was shot down over Papua New Guinea during an attack on the Imperial Japanese base at Rabaul Harbor. In March 2024, it was reported that the plane wreck was found 80 years after his disappearance.  It is believed that he survived the crash but was most likely killed in a Japanese POW camp. He was awarded the Purple Heart. 

Section 115. Saint Mark Catholic Academy Way 
Introduced by Council Member Vernikov
This co-naming will commemorate Saint Mark Catholic Academy, founded on September 24, 1924, and continues to serve the community.  

Section 116. Andre (Dre Most) Saunders Road 
Introduced by Council Member Williams
June 2, 1976 – January 11, 2009
Andre Saunders worked as a bus operator for the MTA. He was a member of Allen AME Church and helped those in need in his community. He was instrumental in the music and entertainment scene, helping up and coming artists film music videos. He started Hood Affairs, which gave local artists a platform to be seen and heard on a larger scale. Hood Affairs helped local acts, such as Nicki Minaj, Stack Bundles and Ali Vegas become successful. He was killed by gun violence while filming a rap video outside of the Jamaica Houses. 

Section 117. Bishop Edgar A. Love Way 
Introduced by Council Member Williams
September 10, 1891 – May 1, 1974
Edgar A. Love was a bishop with the Methodist Episcopal and a civil rights activist. He was the founder of Omega Psi Phi, the first international fraternity founded at a historically black college. He served in the United States Army and later became a Methodist minister. In 1940, he led the Methodist Department of Negro Work and worked with the Division of Missions in the City. He served on the Methodist Church Board of Missions, the Board of Evangelism, the Board of Christian Spiritual Concerns, the Commission on Chaplains, the Coordinating Council, and the Methodist Corporation. He was president of the Interdenominational Ministerial Alliance of Washington D.C., president of the Christian Conference Educational Fund for eight years, and president of the Methodist Federation for Social Action for ten years. He also came out of retirement to serve as the Bishop of the Methodist Church Atlantic Coast Area from 1966 to 1967. He was very involved in civil rights activism, including helping with voter registration drives and desegregation efforts in the areas where he served as a pastor. He also officiated for often controversial interracial marriages and was a member of the NAACP.

Section 118. Margaret “Peggy” Kirkland Way
Introduced by Council Member Williams
July 12, 1930 – November 15, 2024
Margaret ‘Peggy’ Kirkland made history when she became the first female president of the Guy R. Brewer Democratic Club, where she dedicated over 30 years advocating for progress and equity. She advocated for voting rights, serving as a poll worker and registering as many community members as possible. She was a Girl Scout Troop Leader, a PTA member and was involved with several local churches. In 2024, she received the Citizen Citation Award.

Section 119. Frank “Sha” Francois Way 
Introduced by Council Member Williams
1965 – 2023
Frank “Sha” Francois was an activist who fought for justice and equality. He was a member of numerous organizations, including Stop Mass Incarceration, The Peace Keepers, The New Black Panther Party, The Green Party, Wrongfully Convicted, the Prison Reform Movement, Boycott the NFL, Support Black Businesses, October 22 National Day of Protest to Stop Police Brutality, among many others. He worked at Project Hope – The New Direction, Inc. for over 10 years, facilitated chess clubs and mentorship workshops at the Queens Village Library, churches and public schools, and eventually ran as a Green Party candidate for the United States House of Representatives.

Section 120. Olivia C. Banks Way 
Introduced by Council Member Williams
March 10, 1927 – June 21, 2024
Olivia C. Banks served with leadership distinction in a myriad of social services roles and numerous civic engagements. She was Administrative Supervisor at Interfaith Medical Center; Associate Director at Pilgrim State Psychiatric Center; Director of Social Services at Community Service Society; Social Service Director within the Manhasset School System; founded the Nassau County School Social Work Association; served on Mayor Lindsey's Task Force for Community Residence and Rehabilitation; served on the Queens Borough President's Summit on Racial and Religious Harmony; worked in Queens Child Guidance, where she opened the first South Jamaica clinic as District Clinical Administrator; was a consultant with the Supreme Court of Queens; served as a part time consultant to the Chancellor office of Parent Advocacy and Engagement; was an active member on the executive board of the advisory committee for Queens General Hospital; served as a delegate to the President's National White House Conference on Children and Youth in 1960, 1970 and 1980 under Presidents John F. Kennedy, Richard M. Nixon and James Carter; served as Vice President of Addisleigh Park Civic Association, where she instituted the "Adopt a School" relationship between the neighborhood schools and the association; served as a member of the youth committee of Community Planning Board 12; served for 10 years as a concerned and involved member of Community School Board 29, holding various positions including President, 1st and 2nd Vice President, while also heading up several committees; served as a member of the Joint Board of Deacons and Deaconesses at the St. Albans Congregational Church, and on the Board of Directors of its Amistad Day Care Center, and Acting President of its St. Albans Family Life Center. She was best known for the roughly 10 year span during which she founded and lead the New Yorkers for Inclusive Educational Curricula, who took busses to Albany, monthly, to lobby for changes in the educational system so as to include the true diversity inherent in our founding principle of E Pluribus Unum. She was a lifelong member of the NAACP and Delta Sigma Theta Sorority. 

Section 121. Theresa Irene Merritt Hines Way 
Introduced by Council Member Williams
September 24, 1922 – June 12, 1998
Theresa Merritt Hines was an American stage, film, and television actress and singer with a half-century long career. “On Broadway in 1984 she originated the title role in August Wilson's ''Ma Rainey's Black Bottom,'' earning a Tony nomination. As a teen-ager, she sang in church and community choirs and appeared on a radio show aimed at black audiences, ''Parisian Tailor's Colored Kiddie Hour.'' When she was 21, Ms. Merritt was chosen by Billy Rose, the Broadway producer, to join the cast of his 1943 musical, ''Carmen Jones.'' She played Frascetta. Later, she toured as a backup singer for Harry Belafonte and Jackie Wilson and sang at Carnegie Hall in 1985 as part of the Kool Jazz Festival and Salute to Cole Porter. Her other New York stage roles included a gospel singer in ''Trumpets of the Lord'' in 1969; the understanding Southern maid in ''F. Jasmine Addams,'' a 1971 musical based on Carson McCullers's ''Member of the Wedding''; the wicked witch in ''The Wiz,'' and John Lithgow's black Polish landlady in ''Division Street,'' a 1980 farce by Steve Tesich. Ms. Merritt acted in several films, including ''They Might Be Giants'' (1972), ''The Goodbye Girl'' (1977), ''All That Jazz'' (1979), ''The Great Santini'' (1979), ''The Best Little Whorehouse in Texas'' (1982) and ''The Serpent and the Rainbow'' (1988).”

Section 122. Sakya Tsechen Way 
Introduced by Council Member Won
The Sakya Tsechen Association is an organization of the community members of the follower of the Sakya Order of Tibetan Buddhism in New York City and New Jersey. The organization is for, by and of the Sakya members and seeks to provide spiritual and cultural resources for its community members and offers to contribute Tibetan Buddhist based culture resources for all who may benefit from it.

Section 123. Hour Children Way 
Introduced by Council Member Won
	Hour Children is a leading provider of services to incarcerated and formerly incarcerated women in New York State. Focused on women and their children, they support families during a mother’s incarceration and help families get back on their feet upon release. They do this by providing housing, childcare, job training, and mental health services. In 1986, Sister Tesa Fitzgerald, CSJ, helped develop a home in Long Island City, Queens for children whose mothers were incarcerated. Sister Tesa got to know the mothers when she brought their children to visit, and quickly realized that the women would need additional support if they were to successfully reunite with their children after their release. Incorporated in 1992, Hour Children has since become a leading provider of prison- and community-based family services to support women and children as they reunite, stabilize, and transform their lives.

Section 124. Enoch Hawthorne Gregory Way 
Introduced by Council Member Won
December 13, 1936 – April 30, 2000
Enoch Hawthorne Gregory, aka “The Dixie Drifter,” was born on December 13, 1936 in Hertford, North Carolina. He served in the United States Army and received an honorable discharge. He is best known as a legendary soul DJ and one of the first African-American program directors at WWRL in Woodside, Queens in the 1960’s and 1970’s. WWRL was one of the first successful Soul R&B stations in the City and a premier radio station serving the City’s black community. He was the on-air DJ from 6am to 10am and programmed the station’s music, commercials, and news.  He also released his own album, topped by the single Soul Heaven, which charted at number eight on Billboard’s R&B Singles in 1965.

Section 125. Aviation High School Way 
Introduced by Council Member Won
This co-naming will commemorate Aviation High School, which originally began in Manhattan in 1936 and moved to Long Island City in 1957. The school houses an entire city block with a hangar where students work on aircrafts. 

Section 126. Charles Ragusa Way 
Introduced by Council Member Zhuang
June 12, 1954 – April 25, 2025
Charles Ragusa was born in Brooklyn where he spent his entire life serving his community for over 50 years. He earned his Bachelors in Political Science and History at Brooklyn College and then received his Masters of Public Administration from NYU. He went on to teach History and became the Dean at Boys and Girls High for 30 years impacting and shaping the futures of New York City youth. In 1982, he was elected State Committeeman in the 47th Assembly District of Bensonhurst and was a part of the United Progressive Democratic Club. He had an active role in shutting down the illegal Shore Parkway incinerator in 2005, he served as co-chair of Colton’s Anti-Waste Task Force and fought against the Southwest Brooklyn Waste Transfer Station. 

Section 127. Jessica Guzman Way
Introduced by Council Member Farías
Died in 1990
Jessica Guzman was 10 years old when she went missing on October 10, 1990. She was found 7 days later on October 17th, and was buried on October 20, 1990. Her family called her Jessie, the youngest child and only female. She attended St. John Vianney, a Catholic school one block away from her home, located on Seward and Castle Hill Avenues. Jessica’s older brothers also attended the same school prior to her tenure there. Jessie attended Karate in the Castle Hill community center and was no stranger to the Kips Bay Boys and Girls Club. A sweet and kind girl, she enjoyed babysitting for her friend's mother on the 1st floor. However, she demonstrated a tough character. This was a result of her always tagging along keeping up with her older brothers. She even played sports. There was nothing her brothers did that she felt she could not do or follow. She is described by her brother as kind and naturally smart. She didn’t have to study much to prepare for exams and always did very well academically. Jessie’s passing made headlines and put a mark on New York. Many were touched by this unfortunate event, which made people more vigilant. Parents were holding their children closer, and the community came together. Therefore, her family chose to deal with her death by viewing her as hero.

Section 128. Preston High School Way 
Introduced by Council Members Marmorato and Farías
This co-naming will commemorate Preston High School, which was established in 1947 by the Sisters of the Divine Compassion in Throggs Neck and continues to serve the community.
