Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to prohibiting the issuance of a permit for the possession and purchase of rifles and shotguns to certain persons. 


Sponsor:
Council Members Yassky, Vallone, Clarke, Davis, DeBlasio, Felder, Fidler, Foster, Gerson, Koppell, Moskowitz, Perkins, Recchia, Seabrook, Sears, Stewart, Gennarro and Brewer.

Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation amends Section 10-103 of the administrative code of the city of New York to expand the mandatory restrictions on issuance of a rifle and shotgun permit to include: a person convicted of certain misdemeanor crimes; a person subject to certain ineligibility orders; a person subject to certain types of orders of protection issued for a family offense; and a person convicted of a serious offense, as defined in New York State Penal Code.

Effective Date: This local law would take effect sixty days after enactment, however, with respect to a person holding an existing permit on the date of enactment, this local law shall take effect upon the date of submission by such person of an application for renewal of the permit.
