TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the retirement and social security law and the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the establishment of twenty-five year retirement programs for deputy sheriffs who are subject to articles 11 and 15 of such law; and in relation to providing for employer pick up, pursuant to provisions of the internal revenue code, of certain additional member contributions required to be made by certain participants in the twenty-five year retirement programs. 

BACKGROUND:
In general, this legislation would establish twenty-five year retirement programs for New York City Deputy Sheriffs in the Department of Finance.  The legislation would provide current New York City Deputy Sheriffs with the option to elect into this new program.  Members who are in Tier II would pay an additional five and one-half percent of compensation for creditable service, while Tier IV members would pay an additional six percent.  All future Deputy Sheriffs would be mandated to participate in the new program and pay the additional six percent.

According to Senator Maltese’s Memorandum in Support, during the last ten years, employment as a Deputy Sheriff in New York City has become increasingly hazardous and law enforcement oriented.  The provision of a self-funded twenty-five year retirement plan is necessary to ensure the retention of well-trained and qualified officers.

PRIOR HISTORY:


In 1999, this Committee passed a home rule message concerning similar legislation.  The full Council, thereafter, approved it as well.  At the State level, however, it passed the Assembly and the Senate but was vetoed by the Governor.
