Title:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to increasing fees for permits issued to operators of dumps, non-putrescible solid waste transfer stations and putrescible solid waste transfer stations, and establishing registration fees for intermodal solid waste container facilities.
Sponsor:
By Council Members Comrie, James, Nelson, Palma, White Jr. and Gerson (by request of the Mayor)
Summary of Legislation: This legislation amends the administrative code of the City of New York to increase the permit fees issued to persons or public agencies engaged in the use of piers or lands or lands under water within the city as dumps, non-putrescible solid waste transfer stations or putrescible solid waste transfer stations.  The legislation increases the fee for each permit issued for non-putrescible solid waste transfer stations from $3,500 to $7,000.  It also increases the permit fee issued for each putrescible solid waste transfer station from $6,500 to $13,000.  The commissioner would collect an annual registration fee of $7,000 for an intermodal solid waste container facility.  The commissioner may by rule provide for suspension or revocation of any permit or registration issued pursuant to this subdivision for cause or violation of the orders or rules of the commissioner.

Effective Date:  This local law would take effect immediately.
