	Title: A Local Law to amend the New York charter, in relation to requiring the New York City Department of Education to report average class sizes in each school to the City Council.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would require the Department of Education (“Department”) to report average public school class sizes for each school semi-annually to the City Council and post the information on the Department’s website.  The legislation calls for the Department to report to the City Council on or before the fifteenth day of the month of November and the fifteenth day of the month of February each year the average class size per grade in each school or academic program housed within a school or school building, including smaller schools housed within larger school buildings and specialized programs such as those for gifted students and for students with special needs, and the average class size per grade of all classes in such school or program, in such school district, region and borough, as well as citywide.  Average class sizes shall be reported by the number of students rounded to the nearest tenth and by the academic subject in all grades in which such academic subjects are taught in regular classes (excluding homeroom).  Students who are enrolled in probation programs and vocational programs should not be included.  In addition, special education students who have individualized education plans requiring 12-to-1 or 5-to-1 student to teacher ratios should be repealed by reference to those ratios.       



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 180 days after its enactment into law.
