SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. 1216-A would require the Office to End Gender-Based Violence (ENDGBV) to create posters that include information about gender-based violence services available in the city and to provide such posters to hair, nail, and skincare salons at no cost. This bill would also require hair, nail, and skincare salons to display such posters.

EFFECTIVE DATE: 90 days after becoming law, except that the requirement to post posters in cosmetology establishments would take effect 180 days after becoming law

[bookmark: _Int_VFL36vqb]IMPACT ON REVENUES: The Council estimates that there would be no impact on the City’s revenues due to the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that there would be a total annual expenditure of $29,803 in the first fiscal year, and $111,000 in the outyears. This includes an annual Personal Services (PS) cost of $108,500 to hire a staff member to coordinate with cosmetology establishments and includes fringe. Additionally, there would be annual Other Than Personal Services (OTPS) expenditure of $2,500 for the printing costs for the posters. In the first fiscal year, the prorated cost is estimated to be $29,803. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate
