This bill would require the Police Department to publish information on its website relating to the process of reporting alleged identity theft to the department and filing criminal complaints of alleged identity theft and related crimes, including information on what documentation is needed to file related complaints.  The Police Department would also be required to train officers on receiving complaints and investigating alleged identity theft, and related department policies.
