Dear Colleague:

I am writing to ask for your help in increasing recycling in our city.

As part of the Solid Waste Management Plan, the Sanitation Department conducted a twelve week pilot program for public space recycling of paper, metal, glass and plastic.  The program was implemented in six parks: Union Square Park in Manhattan, Poe Park in the Bronx, Columbus Park in Brooklyn, Hoffman Park in Queens, and both Cloves Lake Park and Tappen Park in Staten Island.  There were also recycling locations created at the Whitehall Ferry Terminal and the St. George Ferry Terminal.

The program was a great success and I believe it should be expanded.  Paper recycling, in particular, was a solid success.  Contamination of the paper was less than 5% and, in total, over 31,400 pounds of paper material was collected from the bins in the short twelve week period.

Today, I am introducing legislation to expand this program into thirty parks evenly distributed throughout the city’s five boroughs.  The bill calls for a one year pilot program to collect recyclable materials in parks that have significant pedestrian traffic and are accessible to collection trucks.

By building on the success of the previous pilot program, we can increase awareness about recycling, reduce our waste stream, and make our city more sustainable moving forward.  I hope that you will sign on to this important legislation and am attaching a sign-on sheet for your convenience.
