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TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the retirement and social security law, in relation to accidental disability for certain members of the New York city employees’ retirement system or the New York city board of education retirement system

BACKGROUND:
This legislation would provide an accident disability pension of three-quarters pay to members of the New York City Employees Retirement System (“NYCERS”) or New York City Board of Education Retirement System (“NYCBERS”) in the titles, of any rank, of campus peace officer, school safety agent, special officer, taxi and limousine inspector and parking control specialist.

ANALYSIS:

The proposed legislation would amend the retirement and social security law by adding a new subdivision 605-d regarding accidental disability retirement.  Proposed subdivision 605-d would provide that any member of NYCERS employed as a special officer of any rank, parking control specialist of any rank, school safety agent of any rank, campus peace officer of any rank, or New York City taxi and limousine inspector of any rank employed by a mayoral or non-mayoral agency of the City of New York, including but not limited to the City University, New York City Board of Education, Health and Hospitals Corporation, Taxi and Limousine Commission, New York City Police Department and New York City Housing Authority, who becomes physically or mentally incapacitated for the performance of duties as the natural and proximate result of an accident sustained in the performance of his or her duties, not caused by his or her willful negligence and sustained in such service and while actually a member of the retirement system, would be paid an accidental disability retirement allowance equal to three-quarters of final average compensation as defined in subdivision e of section  608 of this article, subject to the provisions of section 13-176 of the administrative code of the city of New York.

Section 2 of the proposed legislation would amend subdivision e of section 608 of the retirement and social security law by adding members covered by section 605-d to the category of members for which this subdivision specifies a formula for calculating final average compensation.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS:

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This legislation would take effect immediately, provided however that section 605-d of the retirement and social security law and the amendment to subdivision e of section 608 of the retirement and social security law would expire on the same date as article 15 of the retirement and social security law as provided in section 615 of such article.
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
