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TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the penal law and the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to waiving the firearm license fee for certain retired officers, sheriffs, undersheriffs and deputy sheriffs of the city of New York.
BACKGROUND:

This legislation would waive the firearm license fee for qualified retired sheriffs, undersheriffs and deputy sheriffs of the City of New York.  According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support, many retirees from police and law enforcement have been afforded the benefit of a waiver of the firearm license fee, and this benefit should be extended to retired sheriffs, undersheriffs and deputy sheriffs, because their professional experience makes them uniquely qualified and trained in handling firearms.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


Section one would amend subdivision 14 of §400.00 of the penal law, to include retired sheriffs, undersheriffs, and deputy sheriffs of the City of New York, as defined by subdivision two of §2.10 of the Criminal Procedure Law, as persons who are eligible for a waiver of the firearm license fee. Additionally, there are two technical corrections to subdivision 14, in that parenthesis are removed when indicating paragraphs in a cross-referenced section of the Criminal Procedure Law.


Section two would amend §10-131(a)(7) of the Administrative Code of the City of New York, by including qualified retired sheriffs, undersheriffs, and deputy sheriffs of the City of New York, as defined by subdivision two of §2.10 of the Criminal Procedure Law, as individuals who are eligible for a waiver of the firearm license fee.  Additionally, there are two technical corrections to §10-131(a)(7), in that parenthesis are removed when indicating paragraphs in a cross-referenced section of the Criminal Procedure Law.
