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INTRODUCTION

	On April 26, 2023, the Committee on Parks and Recreation, chaired by Council Member Shekar Krishnan, will hold a hearing to consider the following pieces of legislation: Int. No. 962, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to public swimming pool locations and swimming lessons offered by the department of parks and recreation; Int. No. 760, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to providing children 13 and younger with swimming lessons at no cost; and Preconsidered Int. No. __, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to lifeguards and staff at public beaches and pools under the jurisdiction of the department of parks and recreation. Representatives from the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR), parks conservancies and alliances, parks advocates, community organizations, as well as other concerned community groups have been invited to testify.
BACKGROUND

Public Pool

The City has a long history in providing recreational bathing and swimming to residents. In 1966, DPR introduced portable pools, or “mini-pools,” which started with two pre-engineered, pre-fabricated 20' x 40' aluminum or steel above-ground pools with 6' wide attached wooden decks.[footnoteRef:14] The average depth of these pools was between 3 and 3½ feet, costing approximately $25,000 each.[footnoteRef:15] The pools were designed for children 14 and under and over four feet tall and were open from early July to mid-August.[footnoteRef:16] The portable pool program provided pool facilities to underserved neighborhoods throughout the five boroughs and was expanded to 72 pools by 1972.[footnoteRef:17] However, as more permanent facilities were built, these pools were phased out and today, only 17 mini-pools exist in the City.[footnoteRef:18] In the early 1970s, 19 new pools were constructed throughout the City.[footnoteRef:19] In 2008, DPR opened the Flushing Meadows Corona Park Pool & Rink, which cost $66.3 million to construct.[footnoteRef:20] The facility features an Olympic-sized pool and National Hockey League-regulation ice rink.[footnoteRef:21] [14:  Id.]  [15:  Id.]  [16:  Id.]  [17:  Id.]  [18:  Id.]  [19:  Id.]  [20:  See, Department of Parks and Recreation Website available at https://www.nycgovparks.org/news/daily-plant?id=20481]  [21:  Id.] 

Since 2018, DPR has upgraded 16 outdoor pools throughout each borough under the Cool Pools NYC initiative.[footnoteRef:22] The Cool Pools NYC initiative targeted pools that have not had any renovations since they were constructed in the 1970s.[footnoteRef:23] Upgrades included summer-themed wall art, lounge chairs, cabana-style shade structures, green infrastructure and poolside activities including games, sports, arts and crafts and fitness classes.[footnoteRef:24] These pools include: Claremont Pool, Haffen Pool, Mapes Pool, Mullaly Pool and Van Cortlandt Pool in the Bronx; Bushwick Pool, Commodore Barry Pool, Douglass and DeGraw Pool and Howard Pool in Brooklyn; Dry Dock Pool, Sheltering Arms Pool and Wagner Pool in Manhattan; Liberty Pool and Fisher Pool in Queens and Tottenville Pool and West Brighton Pool in Staten Island.[footnoteRef:25] [22:  See, Department of Parks and Recreation Website available at https://www.nycgovparks.org/highlights/cool-pools]  [23:  Id.]  [24:  Id.]  [25:  Id.] 

Swimming Lessons
In 1938, then-DPR Commissioner Robert Moses launched a free swim program as a public safety initiative, in response to the reported 400 drownings in the City each year.[footnoteRef:26] DPR continues to offer free programs such as “Learn to Swim” to members of recreation centers that include indoor swimming pools.[footnoteRef:27] The program teaches approximately 7,000 children each summer.[footnoteRef:28]  Also, children ages six through 17 are offered the Holiday Learn to Swim program during spring recess at pools across the City.[footnoteRef:29]   [26:  See, Department of Parks and Recreation Website available at https://www.nycgovparks.org/about/history/pools]  [27:  Id.]  [28:  Id.]  [29:  See, Department of Parks and Recreation Website available at https://www.nycgovparks.org/programs/recreation/holiday-learn-to-swim] 

Beaches
In the 1930s, the City began to reclaim its waterfront and DPR was given jurisdiction over the City’s beaches.[footnoteRef:30] DPR now maintains 14 miles of free public beaches, which can be found in every borough except river-bound Manhattan.[footnoteRef:31] City beaches include Brighton Beach, Cedar Grove Beach, Coney Island, Manhattan Beach, Midland Beach, Orchard Beach, Rockaway Beach, South Beach, and Wolfe’s Pond Beach.[footnoteRef:32] Beaches are free and open from Memorial Day weekend through the Sunday after Labor Day with lifeguards on duty daily from 10AM to 6PM.[footnoteRef:33]  [30:  See, Department of Parks and Recreation Website available at https://www.nycgovparks.org/about/history/beaches]  [31:  Id.]  [32:  See, Department of Parks and Recreation Website available at http://www.nycgovparks.org/facilities/beaches]  [33:  Id.] 

Lifeguards
During the beach and pool seasons, DPR usually assigns approximately 1,500 lifeguards to the City’s beaches and pools.  According to the DPR Lifeguard application brochure, lifeguards work five to six days each week and first-year lifeguards earn $16.00 an hour.[footnoteRef:34] Lifeguard applicants must pass the Lifeguard Qualifying Test, which includes a series of vision and swim exams.[footnoteRef:35]   [34:  See, https://www.nycgovparks.org/pagefiles/173/NYCP22095-Lifeguard-Recruitment-2022-Flyer__61c09aed5fecb.pdf]  [35:  Id.] 

Lifeguard applicants must be at least 16 years old and meet the minimum requirement of 20/30 vision in one eye and 20/40 in the other without corrective lenses, must be able to swim 50 yards in 35 seconds and must be vaccinated.[footnoteRef:36] Those who pass are enrolled in the Municipal Lifeguard Training Program, which consists of 40 hours of swimming and rescue techniques, first-aid and CPR.[footnoteRef:37]  At the end of the course, applicants must pass a written exam and a swimming test consisting of swimming 440 yards in seven minutes and 40 seconds to qualify for a pool assignment or six minutes and 40 seconds to be assigned to a beach post.[footnoteRef:38]  In addition, beach lifeguards must also complete a 300-yard ocean swim.[footnoteRef:39] [36:  Id. ]  [37:  See, Department of Parks and Recreation Website, available at https://www.nycgovparks.org/opportunities/jobs/lifeguards/training-program]  [38:  Id.]  [39:  Id.]

At a Preliminary Budget hearing of the City Council’s Committee on Parks and Recreation, in March 2023, DPR Commissioner Sue Donoghue (Commissioner) testified regarding the lifeguard shortage that DPR has been “working really hard on recruitment and partnership with city agencies like the Department of Education (DOE) and others to get the word out and bring as many candidates as we possibly can” to keep pools and beaches open and safe.[footnoteRef:46] The Commissioner further testified that DPR is “working very hard and very closely with Labor Relations and with the Mayor’s Office to ensure that we will be able to again increase pay [for lifeguards] and it is absolutely a priority of DPR.”[footnoteRef:47] At that hearing, the Commissioner testified that lifeguards were in the training process and had not been hired yet, so DPR was not able to provide the number of lifeguards they have for the 2023 pool and beach season.[footnoteRef:48] [46:  New York City Council Parks and Recreation Committee Preliminary Budget Hearing March 22, 2023 available at https://legistar.council.nyc.gov/LegislationDetail.aspx?ID=6028061&GUID=3FCA2EA8-9CEB-4D79-8DC3-12D8B93A3BE1&Options=&Search=]  [47:  Id.]  [48:  Id.] 

On April 25, 2023, the Commissioner announced that the City reached an agreement with District Council 37 to raise pay rates for new and second year seasonal lifeguards to $21.26 per hour.[footnoteRef:49] The agreement also includes that all lifeguards working through mid-August are eligible for a $1,000 bonus and DPR will again offer a mini-pool specific lifeguard certification for staff who work at mini-pools so that visitors can swim at them this season.[footnoteRef:50] In addition, DPR hosted a total of 47 qualifying tests at nine sites for the 2023 summer season compared to 29 tests and six recreation centers in the previous year; testing began in December 2022 compared to last season when tests were held in late January; qualifying test times changed from 50 yards in 35 seconds to 45 seconds; and all swimmers were notified of their test times to increase transparency in the qualifying process and allow swimmers to better plan and train.[footnoteRef:51] DPR increased outreach regarding lifeguard recruitment at Public Schools Athletic League swim championships at Lehman College and job fairs, advertising on bus shelters, LinkNYC, local news outlets, banners at DOE public schools and printed materials mailed to elected officials, community boards and athletic directors, among other.[footnoteRef:52] DPR also held its first citywide staff meeting for year-round lifeguards to open lines of communication between lifeguards and DPR senior staff to increase staff retention rates and joined the NYC Lifeguard Interorganizational Task Force, a coalition focused on addressing the critical shortage of lifeguards in the City.[footnoteRef:53] [49:  Press Release of the Department of Parks and Recreation, NYC Parks Announces Deal With DC37 to Raise Wages and Offer Additional Bonus for Summer Lifeguards, April 25, 2023, available at https://www.nycgovparks.org/news/press-releases?id=22069]  [50:  Id.]  [51:  Information received from the Department of Parks and Recreation on April 24, 2023.]  [52:  Id.]  [53:  Id.] 

Pool Access throughout the City 
	The following maps and table display the number of pools under DPR jurisdiction that are currently accessible to the general public.  They highlight areas of the City where access to pools is limited due to a pool not being present in a particular area or a pool not being within a 15 minute walk from one’s home, which is a metric typically used to track access to other recreational spaces such as parks and playgrounds.
	Map 1 shows how access to pools varies across NYC. There are 18 districts with no pools, while some districts have up to four.

	As the number of pools in a district doesn’t capture individual access to a pool, Map 2 shows the percentage of each council district's population that can walk to a pool within 15 minutes. For many Queens, Brooklyn, and Staten Island districts, less than 20% of the population has pool access by this definition.

	Using information on the locations of all City owned and leased property, the locations of all land currently classified as "No Use" can be identified. Though the data does not provide a sense of the suitability for siting a pool, City Council Staffwe are able to filter for some suitability concerns. Map 3 shows the number of “No Use” City owned and leased properties in each district that are at least a 15 minute walk from an existing pool and in an Environmental Justice (EJ) Area.

	The following table displays the number of pools, the number of “no-use” City parcels, the percentage of the population within a 15 minute walk of a pool, and the percentage of the population within a 15 minute walk from a “no use” City parcel for each council district. Council districts containing “no use” parcels that would give more than 100,000 people new access if a pool were sited there are bolded, including districts 14, 15, 21, 25, 29, 39, 40 and 44. There are 13 districts where currently 5% or less of the population has a pool within a 15 minute walk.

LEGISLATION
Below is a brief summary of the legislation being considered today by this Committee. This summary is intended for informational purposes only and does not substitute for legal counsel. For more detailed information, you should review the full text of the bill, which is attached below.

Int. No. 760, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to providing children 13 and younger with swimming lessons at no cost

Int. No. 760 would require DPR to provide swimming lessons for free to children aged 13 and younger.
	This local law would take effect 120 days after it becomes law. 
Int. No. 962, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to public swimming pool locations and swimming lessons offered by the department of parks and recreation 

Int. No. 962 would require DPR to conduct a survey of sites owned by the City to identify suitable locations where additional public swimming pools could be built, with a focus on EJ Communities and determine whether sites can accommodate more than one pool or other athletic equipment. It would also require that DPR consult with the Department of Education (DOE) on creating a plan to open pools under DOE jurisdiction for use by the public.  Finally, it would require that DPR offer free swimming lessons at swimming pools under its jurisdiction.
	This local law would take effect 90 days after it becomes law. 


Preconsidered Int. No. __, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to lifeguards and staff at public beaches and pools under the jurisdiction of the department of parks and recreation 

Preconsidered Int. No. __ would require DPR to submit an annual report to the Mayor and Council on staffing levels and training for the City's pools and beaches programs, including information on the seasonal recruitment of lifeguards, the number of emergencies that occurred at each beach and pool and the current number of pools that are closed for public use due to maintenance or other issue.
	This local law would take effect immediately.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to providing children 13 and younger with swimming lessons at no cost
 
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. Section 18-149 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 18 for the year 2016 and renumbered by local law number 133 for the year 2017, is amended to read as follows:
§ 18-149 Discounted recreation center fees; swimming lessons provided at no cost. a. Definitions. For purposes of this section, the following terms have the following meanings:
Child. The term “child” means a person between the ages of one and one-half to 13 years.
Course of instruction. The term “course of instruction” means a series of lessons designed for students of a particular age group or skill level.
Swimming lessons. The term “swimming lessons” means a program administered by the department to teach swimming and includes Learn to Swim and any similar or succeeding program.
b. Annual membership fees for each recreation center under the jurisdiction of the department shall be reduced for persons 62 years of age or older, persons between 18 and 24 years of age, veterans and persons with disabilities. Such reduced fees shall be no greater than 25 percent of the highest annual membership fee charged at such recreation center.
c. The department shall provide swimming lessons at no cost to a child within one year of the submission of an application for such lessons on behalf of such child, except that this provision only entitles such child to a particular course of instruction once at no cost. No child shall be denied swimming lessons because such child’s parent or guardian has not paid recreation center membership fees.   
§ 2. This local law takes effect 120 days after it becomes law.
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Int. No. 962

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to public swimming pool locations and swimming lessons offered by the department of parks and recreation
 
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. The department of parks and recreation shall conduct a survey of sites, owned by the city of New York in each borough, to determine which of those sites are suitable for the construction of public swimming pools, provided that surveyed sites located in environmental justice areas, as such term is defined in section 3-1001 of the administrative code of the city of New York, are prioritized for analysis. Such survey shall be submitted to the mayor and the speaker of the council by no later than July 1, 2024 and include, but not be limited to, the following information:
1. The location of each surveyed site and a description of the city agency or office that owns such site or has jurisdiction over such site;
2. An analysis of the condition of each site and the feasibility of whether a public swimming pool can be constructed on such site; 
3. For each site where it is determined that a public swimming pool can be constructed on such site, a description of the necessary steps associated with constructing such swimming pool, a determination on whether such site can accommodate more than one swimming pool or additional recreational or athletic facilities, an estimated length of time that would be needed to construct such swimming pool or facilities, and an estimate of the overall cost to do so.
§ 2.  The department of parks and recreation, in consultation with the department of education, shall develop a plan to provide public access to suitable swimming pool facilities located in department of education buildings. Such plan shall be submitted to the mayor and the speaker of the council by no later than July 1, 2024.
§ 3.  Title 18 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 18-159 to read as follows:
§ 18-159 Swimming lessons at indoor pools. The department shall offer swimming lessons for children and adults, including persons with disabilities, at each indoor pool location under the jurisdiction of the commissioner. Such lessons shall be free of charge to residents of the city and shall be offered no less than three days per week.
§ 4. This local law takes effect 90 days after it becomes law.

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Chapter 1 of title 18 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 18-160 to read as follows:
§ 18-160 Report on staffing and training at beaches and pools. a. No later than May 1, 2024 and every year thereafter, the department shall submit a report to the mayor and the speaker of the council regarding the number of lifeguards and other staff hired to work at beaches and pools under the jurisdiction of the department. Such report shall include, but need not be limited to: 
1. The number of lifeguards and other staff hired to work at each beach and outdoor pool for the forthcoming bathing season of each year;
2. As of the date such report is submitted, the number of lifeguards and other staff hired to work at each indoor pool located at each recreation center;
3. As of the date such report is submitted, a description of the safety training that is provided to each lifeguard and staff member at each beach and pool, including information on how often such training is provided;
4. The number and location of incidents that required emergency assistance, by a lifeguard, staff member or other emergency responder at each pool and beach that occurred during the immediately preceding year; and
5. As of the date such report is submitted, the number of indoor and outdoor pools that are under the jurisdiction of the department, the number of such pools that are currently closed to the public for maintenance or other purposes and when each closed pool is estimated to be reopened for public use.
§ 2. This local law takes effect immediately.
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
