Resolution approving the decision of the City Planning Commission on ULURP No. C 250187 MMQ, an amendment to the City Map (L.U. No. 372).

By Council Members Salamanca and Riley
WHEREAS, the New York City Department of Transportation and the New York City Economic Development Corporation filed an application pursuant to Sections 197c and 199 of the New York City Charter for an amendment to the City Map involving:
1.	the narrowing and re-alignment of Archer Avenue between 144th Place and 147th Place; and
2.	the discontinuance and closing of a portion of Archer Avenue between 144th Place and 146th Street; and
3.	the establishment and elimination of public places along Archer Avenue between 144th Place and 147th Place; and
4.	the adjustment of grades and block dimensions necessitated thereby;
including authorization for any acquisition or disposition of real property related thereto, in accordance with Map No. 5048 dated April 1, 2025, and signed by the Borough President, which in conjunction with the Related Actions (as defined herein) would facilitate land use changes for a 230-block area to implement the Jamaica Neighborhood Plan in Queens Community District 12 and a small portion of Queens Community District 8 (ULURP No. C 250187 MMQ) (the “Application”);
WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on August 22, 2025 its decision dated August 13, 2025 (the “Decision”) on the Application;
WHEREAS, the Application is related to applications C 250172 ZMQ (L.U. No. 369), a zoning map amendment to rezone certain districts shown in Zoning Map Section Nos. 14d, 15b, 18c, and 19a, in and around the Downtown Jamaica area; N 250173 ZRQ (L.U. No. 370), a zoning text amendment to modify the existing Special Downtown Jamaica District in Zoning Resolution (“ZR”) Article XI, Chapter 5 and related sections, and to establish a Mandatory Inclusionary Housing (MIH) area; and C 250171 HAQ (L.U. No. 371), an Urban Development Action Area (“UDAA”) and UDAA Project (“UDAAP”) approval and related disposition approval (together, the “Related Actions”);
WHEREAS, the Decision is subject to review and action by the Council pursuant to Section 197d of the City Charter;
WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Decision and Application on September 17, 2025;	Comment by Kerzhner, Deborah: Should we mention the September 9th hearing?	Comment by Huh, Arthur: I don't think we need to, but open to discussion.

WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Decisions and Applications in connection with the Related Actions on September 9, 2025;

WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use implications and other policy issues relating to the Decision and Application;
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the relevant environmental issues, with respect to the Related Actions, including the Positive Declaration issued June 11, 2024 (CEQR No. 24DCP132Q) and a Final Environmental Impact Statement (the “Related FEIS”) for which a Notice of Completion was issued on August 1, 2025. In connection with the proposed project, together with the Related Actions, the Related FEIS identified significant adverse impacts with respect to community facilities and services, open space, shadows, historic and cultural resources, air quality (mobile source), transportation, and construction. Significant adverse impacts related to hazardous materials, air quality, and noise would be avoided through the placement of (E) designations (E-842) on the project site as specified in Chapter 9, Chapter 14 and Chapter 16, respectively, of the Related FEIS. The identified significant adverse impacts and proposed mitigation measures under the proposed actions are summarized in Chapter 20, “Mitigation”. A Technical Memorandum (“Technical Memorandum”) was issued on [     ], in connection with the Application and the Related Actions, which assesses potential modifications to the Related Actions, and which concludes that such Related Actions, as modified, would not result in any significant adverse impacts that were not already identified in the FEIS issued on August 1, 2025; and	Comment by Kerzhner, Deborah: @Greer, Kaitlin  can I ask where you go this information? WHEREAS, the Council has also considered the relevant environmental issues, with respect to the Decision and Application, including the Technical Memorandum issued April 2, 2025 (CEQR No. 07DOT002Q) (the “DOT Technical Memorandum”), the purpose of which was to determine whether the 2025 design update proposed by the Application would result in any significant adverse environmental impacts that were not previously identified in the 2007 approved Environmental Assessment Statement (EAS) and the 2007 Environmental Assessment (EA). The DOT Technical Memorandum concludes that the 2025 design updates made to the Station Plaza Enhancement project would not result in any significant adverse environmental impacts to any of the analyzed CEQR technical areas that had not been previously identified in the approved EAS and the 2007 EA.
RESOLVED:
Having considered the Related FEIS with respect to the Related Actions, and the DOT Technical Memorandum with respect to the Decision and Application (together, the “Environmental Review Analysis”), the Council finds that:
1. The Environmental Review Analysis meets the requirements of 6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617;
2. The environmental impacts disclosed in the Environmental Review Analysis were evaluated in relation to the social, economic, and other considerations associated with the actions that are set forth in the Decision; and
3. Consistent with social, economic and other essential considerations from among the reasonable alternatives available, the action is one which avoids or minimizes adverse environmental impacts to the maximum extent practicable.
The Decision, together with the Environmental Review Analysis, constitute the written statement of facts, and of social, economic and other factors and standards that form the basis of this determination, pursuant to 6 N.Y.C.R.R. §617.11(d);
Pursuant to Sections 197d and 199 of the City Charter and on the basis of the Decision and Application, and based on the environmental determination and consideration described in the report, C 250187 MMQ‑, incorporated by reference herein, and the record before the Council, the Council approves the Decision for an amendment to the City Map involving:
1.	the narrowing and re-alignment of Archer Avenue between 144th Place and 147th Place; and
2.	the discontinuance and closing of a portion of Archer Avenue between 144th Place and 146th Street; and
3.	the establishment and elimination of public places along Archer Avenue between 144th Place and 147th Place; and
4.	the adjustment of grades and block dimensions necessitated thereby;
including authorization for any acquisition or disposition of real property related thereto, in Community District 12, Borough of Queens, in accordance with Map No. 5048 dated April 1, 2025, and signed by the Borough President is approved, and be it further
RESOLVED, that, pursuant to Section 5-432 of the New York City Administrative Code, the City Planning Commission determines that “such closing or discontinuance will further the health, safety, pedestrian or vehicular circulation, housing, economic development or general welfare of the city”; and be it further
RESOLVED, that, pursuant to Section 5-433 of the New York City Administrative Code, the City Planning Commission adopts the legally required number of counterparts of Map 5048, dated April 1, 2025, providing for the elimination, discontinuance and closing of a portion of Archer Avenue between 144th Place and 146th Street; particularly as described as follows:
DISCONTINUING AND CLOSING OF A PORTION OFARCHER AVENUE BETWEEN 144TH PLACE AND 146TH STREET AS SHOWN ON THE CITY OF NEW YORK OFFICE OF THE BOROUGH PRESIDENT OF QUEENS MAP NO. 5048, DATED APRIL 1, 2025,
Starting at the intersection of the westerly street line of 146th Street and the northerly street line of Archer Avenue, discontinued and closed:
1)	Thence, running 80.09 feet in a southerly direction along the prolongation of the western street line of 146th Street on a line that makes an interior angle to the right with the northerly street line of Archer Avenue, discontinued and closed, of 46 degrees, 2 minutes, 47.5 seconds;
2)	Thence, running 95.27 feet in a southwesterly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 109 degrees, 8 minutes, 35.3 seconds;
3)	Thence, running 24.53 feet in a northerly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 70 degrees, 51 minutes, 24.7 seconds;
4)	Thence, running 125.02 feet in a northeasterly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 133 degrees, 57 minutes, 12.5 seconds, to the point or place of beginning;
The area described above consists of 4,709 square feet, and be it further;
RESOLVED that, pursuant to subdivision 1a of Section 5-433 of the New York City Administrative Code, public utility facilities within the subsurface of the streets cited herein which are to be discontinued and closed by this action, may be maintained in place or relocated within such subsurface by the public utility, so that such maintenance in place or relocation of such facilities is consistent with the proposed use of the closed portion or portions of such subsurface, and the requirements of other facilities located therein;
All such approvals being subject to the following conditions:
a.	The subject amendment to the City Map shall take effect on the day following the day on which certified counterparts of Map No5048 dated April 1, 2025 are filed with the appropriate agencies in accordance with Section 198 subsection c of the New York City Charter and Section 5-435 of the New York City Administrative Code; and
b.	The subject street to be discontinued and closed shall be discontinued and closed on the day following the day on which such maps adopted by the resolution shall be filed in the offices specified by law.
