Justification:

Extreme weather events, including extreme heat (Code Red) and cold (Code Blue), pose elevated
threats to individuals experiencing homelessness. New York City currently provides an array of
weather-related resources and services such as cooling and warming centers. To access these
resources, individuals experiencing homelessness must be informed and, at times, assisted.
Coordination with hospitals to identify discharged patients experiencing homelessness, to inform
them about available resources, and to provide direction and transportation to services will help
individuals get the services they need during extreme weather events.
