I. INTRODUCTION

On May 28, 2025, the New York City Council Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Pierina Sanchez, held a hearing to vote on Int. No. 1037-A, sponsored by Council Member Sandy Nurse, in relation to posting certain information in multiple dwellings containing rent stabilized units, and Int. No. 1207-A, sponsored by Council Member Carmen De La Rosa, in relation to allowing for practical experience gained separately but concurrently with an apprenticeship to count towards the supervised practical experience time requirement for the granting of high-pressure boiler operating engineer licenses. The Committee on Housing and Buildings first heard Int. No. 1037-A on November 12, 2024 and Int. No. 1207-A on April 29, 2025.





II. BACKGROUND
Rent Stabilization 
	Some apartments in New York City (“the City” or “NYC”) may be rent stabilized or rent controlled, together referred to as rent regulated. Generally, rent controlled units are in buildings of 3 or more units that were converted to residential use prior to February 1, 1947 and have been continuously occupied by the tenant, or the tenant’s lawful successor, since 1971.[footnoteRef:1] Generally, rent stabilized apartments are units occupied as a primary residence in a building with 6 or more units that was constructed prior to January 1, 1974.[footnoteRef:2] There are various exceptions to these general rules and additional reasons why a unit or building may be subject to rent regulation, including regulatory agreements. These rent regulatory schemes include restrictions on rent increases and various tenant protections. The New York State Division of Housing and Community Renewal (“DHCR”) is the agency responsible for maintaining rent registration information and oversight of the rent regulatory system throughout New York State. 	Tenants who live in rent stabilized dwelling units will receive lease renewals that clearly indicate that the apartment is rent stabilized.[footnoteRef:3] The NYC Department of Housing Preservation and Development’s (“HPD”) website also indicates whether a building has historically been rent regulated, and includes a link to DHCR’s website, where the building address can be searched to see whether the building: (i) has filed records with DHCR at least one time from 1984 to present and (ii) may contain one or more regulated apartments.[footnoteRef:4] To obtain a more detailed rent history, a tenant may file a Request for Records Access Form with DHCR to obtain the registered rent history for the tenant’s unit.[footnoteRef:5] [3:  N.Y. High-Pressure Boiler Operating Engineer Licenses
High-pressure boilers are appliances that produce steam in excess of 15 pounds per square inch (“PSI”) or water heated to 250 °F (121 °C) and 160 PSI,[footnoteRef:6] and require a High-Pressure Boiler Operating Engineer license (“HPBOE license”) to operate within the City.[footnoteRef:7] The Department of Buildings (“DOB”) is responsible for accepting and vetting applications and granting HPBOE licenses.[footnoteRef:8] The NYC Administrative Code specifies 7 sets of experience qualifications that an applicant can have to qualify for an HPBOE license,[footnoteRef:9] including 5 years of practical experience operating high-pressure boilers in the City, some combination of a bachelor's degree in mechanical engineering and practical experience, or an equivalent certification from outside of NYC combined with a year of practical experience within the City.[footnoteRef:10] Individuals can also become a licensed high-pressure boiler operators by completing a 2-year NYC-approved apprenticeship, followed by 3 years of practical experience.[footnoteRef:11] Prior to Local Law 126 of 2021, the most recent update to the NYC Building Code, individuals who chose the apprenticeship route were permitted to complete both the apprenticeship and practical experience in parallel.[footnoteRef:12]

III. LEGISLATION
Int. No. 1037-A

	This bill would require the owner of a multiple dwelling containing rent stabilized units to post a sign, stating that the building contains rent stabilized units and providing information about how tenants can submit inquiries to New York State Homes and Community Renewal to find out if their units are rent stabilized. The sign would be required to be in English and Spanish, and placed in the common area at such building’s entrance.
	 This local law would take effect 210 days after it becomes law, except that section two of this local law would take effect immediately.

Int. No. 1207-A

This bill would allow applicants for a high pressure boiler engineer license to concurrently complete the 2-year apprenticeship program and 3-year practical experience requirement within the same 3-year timeframe.
This local law would take effect immediately.
Update
On Wednesday, May 28, 2025, the Committee adopted Int. No. 1037-A and Int. No. 1207-A by a vote of 6 in the affirmative, 0 in the negative, and 0 abstentions.

[bookmark: _Hlk198547185]Section 1. Section 27-2104 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as amended by local law number 5 for the year 1992, is amended to read as follows:
[bookmark: _Hlk198547405]§ 27-2104 Posting of serial number and sign regarding rent stabilized dwelling units. a. An identification sign containing the dwelling serial number assigned by the department for the purpose of identifying the registered multiple dwelling and the owner, managing agent, and agent designated by the owner for the collection of rental payments if different from the managing agent, shall be posted in every multiple dwelling in the manner and location prescribed by the department.
b. In any multiple dwelling that contains 1 or more dwelling units subject to the rent stabilization law of 1969 pursuant to chapter 4 of title 26, the owner shall post a notice in a form approved by the commissioner in a conspicuous location within the common area at the entrance of such building, that reads as follows: “This building contains one or more units that are subject to the Rent Stabilization Law of 1969. To find out if your unit is registered as rent stabilized, contact the New York State Division of Housing and Community Renewal (DHCR). Owners of such buildings must submit an annual filing to DHCR and provide each tenant with a copy of the information that pertains to their unit. Owners that fail to file may be subject to penalties.” Such sign shall also include the phone number of the New York state division of housing and community renewal office of rent administration and the website address where a rent stabilization inquiry may be submitted to the New York state division of housing and community renewal. Such sign shall be posted in English and Spanish and include a website address where the notice may be obtained in any of the other designated citywide languages, as defined in section 23-1101. The department may update such sign to reflect the name of the agency or entity that provides information on whether a dwelling unit is registered as a rent stabilized dwelling unit as needed. 
c. Any owner who violates the provisions of subdivision b of this section shall be liable for a civil penalty pursuant to subdivision (a) of section 27-2115. 
§ 2. Prior to the effective date of section one this local law, the department of housing preservation and development shall execute an agreement with the New York state division of housing and community renewal to use data regarding the rent stabilization status of a building for the purposes of enforcing subdivision b of section 27-2104 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by section one of such local law.     
§ 3. This local law takes effect 210 days after it becomes law, except that section two of this local law takes effect immediately.

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Item 5 of section 28-413.2 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as amended by local law number 77 for the year 2023, is amended to read as follows: 
5. Applicant successfully completed a New York [state approved] state-approved apprenticeship training program of at least two (2) years[, and after the completion of such program had]. Applicant shall also have at least three (3) years’ practical experience, within the seven (7) years preceding the date of the application, in the operation and maintenance of high-pressure boilers in the city under the direct and continuing supervision of a licensed high-pressure boiler operating engineer. The years of practical experience shall include practical experience gained separately but concurrently with enrollment in the apprenticeship training program. An applicant’s classroom training in the apprenticeship training program shall not itself be considered practical experience;
§ 2. This local law takes effect immediately.
