	Summary of Legislation: The proposed law would amend Section 19-514 of the administrative code of the city of New York by adding a new subdivision that would require any accessible taxicab or for-hire vehicle licensed by the Taxi and Limousine Commission (TLC) to display the international wheelchair insignia or other insignia approved by the TLC in a minimum of two prominent locations on the vehicle’s exterior.



	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect one hundred eighty days after it is enacted into law.
