Justification:
New York City must continually explore ways to reduce greenhouse gas emissions and strengthen building resilience to climate change, and commercial buildings represent a large share of the city’s energy use. Studying the feasibility of adopting solar-ready measures for commercial buildings will provide critical data on cost, technical challenges, and environmental benefits to inform future policy. A feasibility study equips the city with knowledge to support clean energy adoption, lower long-term energy costs, and reduce pollution in communities disproportionately impacted by fossil fuel infrastructure.
