BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would authorize an increase in the amount that the Queens Plaza/Court Square Business Improvement District (“BID”) could collect and spend annually, expand the existing boundaries of the BID, and change the method of assessment upon which the district charge is based as set forth in the BID’s amended district plan.

CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED:

· Amends Administrative Code § 25-467.1 and adds Administrative Code §§ 25-467.2 and 25-467.3
EFFECTIVE DATE:

This local law would take effect upon compliance with section 25‑408 of chapter 4 of title 25 of the administrative code of the city of New York, provided that the change in the method of assessment shall first apply to district charges imposed for Fiscal 2018.
