IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.   

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation as the existing resources for the EMS system will be transferred from the Fire Department of New York (FDNY), to the Department of Emergency Medical Services, which would not result in additional costs. OMB’s estimate assumes that a certain portion of the existing support functions performed by FDNY will not be able to be separated and transferred to the new agency. The Council estimate assumes that with the creation of the new agency, the portion of expenditures for support functions could be transferred, as FDNY would have a smaller headcount and fewer services to be provided as a result of the legislation.
