A local law in relation to the licensing of for-hire vehicles.
BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS:


Subdivision g of section 19-502 of the administrative code of the City of New York defines for-hire vehicles regulated by the Taxi and Limousine Commission (TLC), and limits its jurisdiction to vehicle seating less than nine persons.  As a result, stretch limousines are excluded from regulation.  


Int. No. 747 would close this loophole by extending the jurisdiction of the TLC to include vehicles with a seating capacity of 20 passengers or less, not including the driver.  This change in the local law does not affect existing statutory definitions of commuter vans, buses or wheelchair accessible vans.
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
