	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to green carts.

	Sponsors:
Council Members Comrie, Rivera, The Speaker (Council Member Quinn), Brewer, Fidler, Gerson, James, Koppell, Palma, Recchia Jr.,  Seabrook, Stewart, Weprin, Arroyo, Vann, and Mendez (by request of the Mayor).



	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would phase in over a two-year period 1000 permits over a two-year period to vendors for the sale of fruits and vegetables only. Specifically, this legislation would amend subdivision f and adds new subdivisions q, r, and s of section 17-306, as added by local law 97 for the year 1985, of the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to the definitions of “pushcart,” “fresh fruits and vegetables,” “fresh fruits and vegetables permit,” and “green cart.”  In addition, Proposed Intro. 665-A would amend paragraphs 1, 2, and 3 and add a new paragraph 4 of subdivision b of section 17-307, in relation to green carts and vending.  Paragraph 4 allows the Commissioner of the Department of Health (DOH) to issue a maximum of 1000 fresh fruits and vegetables permits to be phased in over a two-year period (up to 500 in year one).  There shall be 350 permits designated to the Bronx, 350 permits designated to Brooklyn, 150 permits designated to Manhattan, 100 designated in Queens and 50 permits designated to Staten Island.  These permits will allow green carts to vend only in designated police precincts.  Requirements for a full-term permit include certification of a complete application and cart/vehicle inspection by DOH.  Subdivision d of section 17-307 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended to ensure that vendors with a fresh fruits and vegetables permit only vend fresh fruits and vegetables.    
Paragraph 1 of subdivision c of section 17-308 is amended to allow fresh fruits and vegetables permits to be sold for $50 the first year and $25 thereafter.  Intro. 665-A  also amends paragraph 2 of subdivision b of section 17-309 and subdivision d of section 17-309; adds a new subdivision d of section 17-311 and a new paragraph 5 of subdivision a of section 17-317;  and amend subdivision c of section 17-321, which all pertain to fresh fruits and vegetable vending.  Finally, this legislation would amend subchapter 2 of chapter 3 of title 17 by adding a new section 17-325.2, which requires DOH to submit a report to the Council no later than 15 months after the effective date of this local law and each year thereafter for three years and the reporting requirements.


	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 90 days after its enactment.
